The clerk also reported problems with the Parish Council laptop and permission was granted to get this fixed.

16/135 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update/Village Greens
The clerk advised that she had received a letter from Elmhirst Parker confirming the quote to carry out the work agreed to deal with the adverse possession.
The quote was discussed and unanimously agreed and the consent form was signed by two Parish Council signatories.

RESOLVED that the clerk would take the consent form and identification for the signatories into the solicitors and arrange a further meeting.  
b) Water Lane Pond - No further update  

c) Oldways
The Chairman advised that a letter had been received from a resident requesting permission to plant two commemorative trees on the Oldways.
This was unanimously agreed and it was also agreed that the resident should liaise with the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/ Heritage Society with regards to the species and location in order to fit in with their ongoing project.

RESOLVED to reply to the resident and advise that the Parish Council had passed her request onto the Society who would contact her to discuss this.
It was also noted that the Society are holding a nature event at the Oldways on Saturday 21st August at 2pm and that they have carried out work on the dyke to raise the water levels. 
The Chairman also reported that the Japanese knotweed has started to regrow and it was agreed that George Fillingham would be asked to have a look at this.
d) Speeding Measures Update – Landing Lane 

The Chairman advised that he had contacted Gary Lumb – Highways who had confirmed that a sign warning of children playing will be erected on the junction of Landing Lane /Mill Lane with 30mph roundel road markings adjacent to the 30mph repeater signs.
It was noted that the Chairman had forwarded this information to the resident of Landing Lane who had raised the original request and an update received from the resident was read out.

e) Dog Bin – Mill Garth 

The clerk advised that Selby District Council had removed the dog bin from Garthends Lane as the bin had rotted and the post was also rotten & had snapped.
It was noted that SDC were under no obligation to replace the bin and this would have to be done at the Parish Council’s cost.

It was proposed by Councillor R Procter, seconded by Councillor R Drew and unanimously agreed to replace the bin as this is one of the most used bins in the village.

16/139 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES:-
Councillor F Davidson gave an update on the recent HI & PFA meeting.
16/140 CORRESPONDENCE:-

a) Resident – Receipt of letter of complaint regarding bench re-sited to the southern end of Oldways was noted.
The Chairman gave an overview of the history of the complaint and advised that the resident was not happy about the new location of the bench as it had generated issues of anti-social behaviour outside his home and that he had asked for the bench to be moved to another location.

After lengthy discussion it was unanimously agreed that the bench should remain at its present location for the reasons listed below:-
1. There is no positive evidence of Alcohol or Cannabis abuse.

2. There is no positive evidence of litter.

3. Since the receipt of the residents first complaint four designated Parish councillors and a member of the public have monitored the area from early morning to late evening (all dog walkers) every day and will continue to do so.
They all agreed that they had not witnessed any teenagers or children using the bench and had not seen any cans, bottles or litter in the area.

They did however recommend a litter bin be placed there and a bin has been ordered.

4. The council questioned the boundary limits which will now be established with Highways.
Chairman to formally respond to the resident.
