16/018 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public present raised concerns regarding the ongoing problem of vehicles parking on both sides of Main Street obstructing the road.

Mrs Susan Sellers advised that the Parochial Church Council (PCC) will be holding a Big Lunch open to all residents in the grounds of St Mary’s Church in conjunction with the Queens 90th Birthday Celebrations and that the PCC will require funding for the event. 
16/019 POLICE REPORT:- 
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed. 
The Chairman advised that at the YLCA Selby Branch meeting held on Monday 8th February Julia Mulligan (North Yorkshire Police & Crime Commissioner) had expressed concern regarding the lack of police presence at Parish Council meetings. 
Councillor R Procter reported an incident of vandalism in Hemingbrough on Wednesday 17th February.

Registration and License Update/Village Greens
It was noted information had been obtained from Councillor R Chilvers and that Councillors F Davidson and K Terry were continuing to look into this further.
The Chairman also advised that Gary Lumb – NYCC Highways had also provided a plan detailing the land owned by Highways.  
Car Parking Main Street/School Road
Discussion took place regarding the latest plans of the proposed parking restrictions which have been approved by Mick Gatenby – Arriva and Gary Lumb – Highways.

Both plans were agreed by the Parish Council subject to a change in timings on School Road (opposite the school) and it was agreed that these plans would now be put to a further public meeting.

Councillor L Carstairs raised concerns regarding the policing of the restrictions and County Councillor M Jordan offered any assistance that may be required with this.  
District Councillor J Deans left the meeting.
It was agreed that Item (g) would be brought forward so this could be discussed with County Councillor M Jordan.

Neighbourhood Watch

County Councillor M Jordan advised that he recently carried out an update of Neighbourhood Watch co-ordinators and plans to arrange a meeting in the near future.

Councillor R Chilvers requested a list of all the Neighbourhood Watch co-ordinators to be distributed to all the co-ordinators and the Parish Council clerk.

c) Consider and Decide whether to remain automatically opted into the Sector Led Body for audit or to opt out:-
It was noted that since the Audit Commission ceased to exist on the 1st April 2015 a new company Smaller Authorities Appointments Ltd has been created to take over the appointments of external auditors and the setting of audit fees for smaller authorities from 2017.

The clerk advised that due to the changes the Parish Council needed to decide whether it is to remain automatically opted into the Sector Led Body for audit or is to opt out.

The options were discussed and it was proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed to remain opted into the Sector Led Body for audit.   
16/031 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES:-
It was noted that the Parish Council had not received any minutes of the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group meetings since October and it was agreed that the group would be asked to provide the missing minutes and that they continue to provide them on a monthly basis.
It was noted that Councillor Procter had attended a Drax Liaison meeting on Wednesday 10th February and that a report of the meeting prepared by Councillor Procter had been circulated to all members.
Councillor R Procter spoke about the Eastern CEF “Give It A Go” event being held on Saturday 16th April at Escrick Village Hall and gave an update on the recent funding applications received by the CEF.

Councillor Procter also reiterated that funding was still available through the CEF for community groups/projects.
Councillor L Stebbings left the meeting.  
The Chairman gave a report of the YLCA Selby Branch meeting held on Monday 8th February and advised that Julia Mulligan (North Yorkshire Police & Crime Commissioner) had confirmed that Selby Police Station would be relocating to the Civic Centre, Doncaster Road.
It was noted that the next Plasmor Liaison Group meeting would be held on Tuesday 15th March and Councillor Chilvers asked the Plasmor representatives to request a copy of the York Archaeological Trust report and ask that they provide an artificial bank for the Sand Martins and consider donating a bird watching hide.  
16/032 CORRESPONDENCE:-

a) Resident – Receipt of letter regarding anti-social behaviour was noted and it was agreed that the clerk would refer the letter to Keith Armstrong – Selby District Council Community Warden.
b) Resident – Receipt of letter regarding path on A63 between Hemingbrough and Brackenholme was noted. It was discussed that NYCC were in the process of resurfacing the footpath and the clerk was asked to convey this information to the resident.
16/033 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES:-
Concern was raised regarding the state of Oldways to Newhay Lane that has been churned up by the hunt riding through.
As this land is in Cliffe parish the clerk was asked to write to Cliffe Parish Council to raise the concerns.
