15/030 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-
County Councillor M Jordan began by issuing the following apology “Could I please take the opportunity to apologise to Steve Burrell for a comment I made in a parish meeting at Hemingbrough last year.”
It was also noted that Councillor Jordan has been offered a meeting with Mr Burrell to discuss ward issues and that he will be raising his concerns regarding the speed limits on the A63 between Hemingbrough and Cliffe.
Councillor Jordan also gave an update on the resurfacing of the Selby bypass and advised that the work to Newland Bridge will start once Phase 1 of the Selby bypass resurfacing is completed.

He also advised that Phase 2 of the resurfacing will not go ahead this year as the railway bridge along this section of the road is to be raised by Network Rail next year as part of the electrification of the line.
The Chairman raised concern regarding speeding on Landing Lane and it was noted that this needs to be reported through 95 Alive.

Concern was also raised regarding the increasing problem of cars parking on Main Street and it was agreed that this would be put on the agenda for the July meeting.

Jan Strelczenie - Transport. To investigate the feasibility of additional bus services to and from the village, with particular attention to Friday/Saturday evening service through to Selby and back. Work with Roland Chilvers to achieve land registration and licencing to conform to legal requirements. 

Les Stebbings - Community Amenities. To  identify  the  needs for dropped  kerbs, the trimming  of  overhanging  hedges/trees, identify  requirement for  replacement/new signage and  do periodic checks  of  efficiency  of street  lighting.

Keith Terry - Rural Affairs. Liaise with local farmers and other businesses in the rural area to promote a “Linked in" plan to benefit the whole community.

Eddie Kinsella- Youth Liaison. Contact local youth groups and individuals with a view to creating an opportunity for village youth to become good citizens and work together to provide facilities and opportunities for youth development.

John Sedman - Transport (With Jan Strelczenie) and Community Issues. Work on the transport plan and identify issue not covered elsewhere that need addressing by the Parish Council.

Richard Drew - Winter gritting coordination and identifying any issues regarding senior residents and their needs.

Bob Procter - Communication/Publicity. Produce newsletter with the council’s approval, develop the website and promote the work of the Parish Council through the press and media
