PLAN Selby

Use of Orchard End Play Area
District Councillor J Deans advised the Parish Council that he had spoken to a senior planning officer regarding the play area and the advice received was noted.

It was agreed that the play area remains as private unofficial open space/children’s play area which is in Hogg’s ownership therefore it is their responsibility to maintain it and 
there is no legal requirement for the Parish Council to take responsibility.
It was agreed that the clerk would write back to the resident and advise that the play area remains in the ownership of Hogg’s and that if he wants to purchase the land he must pursue this with them. RESOLVED
