14/220 PUBLIC FORUM:-

One member of the public asked a question concerning the repair of the Selby bypass and an update on this was provided by County Councillor M Jordan.
A question was also asked regarding the opportunity for affordable housing in conjunction with the recent planning application for residential development on land adjoining Woodland House, School Lane.
A resident raised a question concerning correspondence from North Yorkshire Police and it was noted that the clerk had dealt with this issue through North Yorkshire County Council.
