County Councillor M Jordan advised that the Selby Bypass would be closed at the end of the month for resurfacing and that the new Chairman of North Yorkshire County Council is County Councillor Val Arnold.
Councillor Jordan also reported that he would be speaking to Gary Lumb – NYCC Highways with regards to funding for drop kerbs and that he will also be raising the concerns expressed by residents with regards to speeding with Steve Burrell – Traffic Management Officer.
The Parish Council raised concerns regarding the resurfaced footpath between Cliffe and Hemingbrough as the work has not been carried out to a high standard leaving the footpath very bumpy and causing difficulties for cyclists and mobility scooters. Councillor M Jordan agreed to speak to Gary Lumb – NYCC Highways regarding this.
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow members of the public to ask questions regarding the progress of a footpath between the Memorial Garden and Hagg Lane and to raise a request for highway grips on Landing Lane to drain the rain water from the road.
The meeting was re-opened.

District Councillor J Deans reported that Selby District Council are to consult with Parish Councils on PLAN Selby in September 2016 and advised that Councillor Stephanie Duckett has been elected as the new Chairman of Selby District Council and Councillor Judith Chilvers as the new Vice Chairman.
Councillor Deans was asked about the lack of street sweeping and gully emptying and he agreed to raise this with Selby District Council.
