15/129 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public expressed concern regarding the state of the footpath between the Memorial Garden and Hagg Lane.

District Councillor Mike Jordan advised that funding has been secured to clear the entire footpath between Cliffe crossroads and Hemingbrough but that no date has been set at present.

It was agreed that the clerk would contact Mark Lumby regarding remedial work being carried out in the interim between the Memorial Garden and Hagg Lane.   

Another member of the public expressed concern regarding two street lights near her property in St Mary’s Avenue that have been included in the part night lighting scheme and asked about the possibility of these lights being turned back on.

15/136 DISCUSS NYCC PART-NIGHT LIGHTING SCHEME:-

The Chairman advised that he had received a complaint from a resident regarding the lighting through the snicket from Mill Lane to Landing Lane which go out in accordance with the part-night lighting scheme.

It was agreed that the clerk would speak to NYCC regarding this and also the concerns raised during the public forum by a resident of St Mary’s Avenue.
15/137 TO AGREE TO APPROACH THE YORK ARCHAEOLOGICAL TRUST FOR PERMISSION FOR INVITED PARISH COUNCILLORS TO ATTEND A SITE VISIT AND TO PROVIDE ANY INFORMATION RELATING TO THE SITE:-
Discussion took place regarding the work being carried out on the Plasmor site and it was proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor R Drew and unanimously agreed that the Chairman would speak to Darren at Plasmor to enquire when the work will be completed and the clerk would then write accordingly.

Registration and License Update

Councillor Chilvers advised that due to ill health he had been unable to look into the other small pieces of land around the village and advised that this would need to be deferred until next year.

Clerk to chase Land Registry regarding the registration of Hagg Lane Green.

Public Meeting 29th October ref Car Parking Main Street/Hull Road

The Chairman advised that at the public meeting the overwhelming response from residents was that they do not want to lose the bus service and want the Parish Council to look at ways of restricting parking so that the buses can get through the village.

It was noted that restricted parking plans have been drawn up by Gary Lumb (Highways) and the Chairman spoke about the options available.

It was agreed that the Chairman would distribute the plans to all members and that these would be discussed and agreed at the December Parish Council meeting.

Queen Elizabeth II 90th Birthday Celebrations

It was agreed that the clerk would make enquiries with the church and school to see if they have any plans to celebrate the occasion and that Councillors F Davidson and L Stebbings would enquire with the HI & PFA at their January meeting.
Village Defibrillator
Councillor F Davidson advised that he has spoken to the Bowls Club Management Committee and they are happy in principle to put the defibrillator on the bowling club wall but that this has not yet been discussed by the HI & PFA.
Councillor G Harrison advised that the Crown Inn had spoken to them and advised that they have put their plans on hold as they did not want to go ahead if the Parish Council were looking at putting one at the playing fields.
In order to cover the entire village, sporting events on the playing fields and the school it was agreed that two defibrillators could be required and Councillor Harrison agreed to speak to the Crown Inn again about this.
Councillor F Davidson to speak to the HI & PFA with regards to putting the defibrillator on the playing fields ideally on the scoreboard or on the bowling club wall.
Village Signage

Due to illness Councillor R Chilvers asked that this item be deferred at present.
Water Lane Pond

The Chairman advised that the clerk had received correspondence advising that a member of the public had found a dead Great Crested Newt on the footpath near Water Lane Pond and had proposed that a full ecology report should be carried out on the pond prior to any work being carried out.

The Chairman advised that Andy Pulleyne is still prepared to carry out the work and that as he is currently working at Askham Bryan College he would be asked to take advice from them regarding the information received and proceed appropriately.

TPO’s / Tree Works

It was agreed that Councillors F Davidson and J Sedman will work with Councillor R Chilvers to identify any trees that may require a TPO and report their findings at a future Parish Council meeting.

The Chairman advised of the extra work that has been carried out by George Fillingham and the work still to be completed.
It was unanimously agreed that due to the ecological benefits the trees that have been removed will be replaced with fruit trees.
Speeding on Hull Road

Councillor R Procter advised that following receipt of a complaint regarding speeding on Hull Road that was raised at the October Parish Council meeting he had not received any further contact from the resident.
Councillor G Harrison raised concern regarding HGV’s travelling down Hagg Lane and it was agreed that the Chairman would speak to Mark Lumby regarding new signage for Hagg Lane.
Community Noticeboard

The Chairman advised that one community noticeboard has been erected near the bus shelter outside St Mary’s Church but that unfortunately as the Parish Council have been unable to get permission for the second noticeboard to be erected at the bus shelter on School Road he is still looking at other potential locations for this.
County Councillor M Jordan and K Arthur left the meeting.
Councillor L Stebbings left the meeting.

1. (2015/1178/HPA) Single storey rear extension at 2 Chestnut Croft, Hemingbrough.

2. (2015/1223/OUT) Outline application for residential development of up to 21 dwellings (with all matters reserved) on land to the east of Street Record, School Road, Hemingbrough. Strongly Object
1) The development would extend the village and there is sufficient brownfield land within the village that should be used before a greenfield site.
2) The proposed development would cause a build-up of traffic pulling out onto the A63 from School Road. This entrance/exit to the village would need to be developed for any future traffic increase and a roundabout may also be required.
3. Amended Plans (2015/1022/FUL) Proposed erection of 2 No.5 bedroom detached dwellings adjacent to Induna, Back Lane, Hemingbrough. Strongly Object 
It was unanimously agreed that the objections raised at the 15th October 2015 Parish Council meeting (as listed below) would still stand.

It was also noted that none of the drainage problems highlighted by the Parish Council had been addressed in the amended plans.
1) The allocated three parking spaces per property is not adequate for five bedroom dwellings.

2) The proposed dwellings are not in character with the existing bungalow.

3) Concern regarding garden soakaways that are not adequate for five bedroom dwellings and any future developments must be connected to the town drain.

4) This area is renowned for being a flood area.
