16/051 PUBLIC FORUM:-
The Parish Council and members of the public took the opportunity to wish Her Majesty The Queen a very happy 90th birthday.
16/052 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
Councillor Procter expressed concern that the police are not regularly attending Parish Council meetings throughout the area.
RESOLVED that following the elections being held on 6th May 2016 the clerk would send a letter to the Police and Crime Commissioner for North Yorkshire advising that the police have not attended a Hemingbrough Parish Council meeting for at least two years.
16/053 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
County Councillor M Jordan reported that the Selby Bypass (between Wishing Well roundabout and Brayton roundabout) will be closed for five days for re-surfacing and advised that he had been allocated a £5,000 locality budget for this financial year and was now accepting requests for funding.

Councillor Jordan also congratulated the Hemingbrough Historical Heritage Society on the recent visit from the Archbishop of York.
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow a member of the public to query the progress of the footpath between the Memorial Garden and Hagg Lane and Councillor Jordan advised that a funding request has been submitted by Gary Lumb (NYCC).

The meeting was re-opened.

Councillor G Harrison expressed concern that the dyke on Hagg Lane is collapsing and Councillor Jordan agreed to speak to Highways about this.

Freedom of Information request regarding car parking
The clerk advised that she was awaiting payment of the publication scheme charge and that she would then forward the information held.

Freedom of Information request from the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group

A letter received from the group was discussed and it was proposed by Councillor R Drew, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a majority vote that as per the Hemingbrough Parish Council Publication Scheme the detailed search fee of £10 per hour or any part thereof would be charged and the clerk would respond to the secretary detailing the charges. 
16/056 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Sedman declared a Non Registerable Interest in Item (16/059) Consider and Decide on parking restriction application for Main Street / School Road to be submitted for implementation by NYCC Highways due to being involved with the project.
b) Councillor G Harrison declared a Non Registerable Interest in Items (16/055 & 16/063 b and c) due to being a member of the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
16/057 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 17th March 2016 were proposed by Councillor L Carstairs, seconded by Councillor R Drew and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
16/058 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update/Village Greens
It was noted that following on from the March Parish Council meeting it had not been possible to arrange a meeting as previously hoped, Councillor F Davidson advised that he had spoken to Land Registry regarding the registration of land and it was agreed that he would continue to look into this further.
b) Village Defibrillator  

The Chairman advised that the Parish Council were still awaiting written permission from the Chair of Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Fields (HI & PFA) to install a defibrillator on the scoreboard wall.

Councillor F Davidson agreed to chase this up at their forthcoming meeting and to ensure that electricity is also available for the cabinet. 

c) Water Lane Pond

Councillor E Kinsella reported that Askham Bryan College have carried out the Habitat Suitability Survey and that both smooth and great crested newts were found in the pond.
It was noted that Askham Bryan College will put together a plan of work for the area but that due to the presence of the newts it was noted that work on the pond cannot commence until October. 

The Chairman advised that the college are very keen to continue working at the pond free of charge as a training project and this was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed.
d) TPO’s/Tree Works 
Correspondence received from Selby District Council was read out by the Chairman.

It was noted that TPO’s will only be placed on trees that meet the standards and warrant protection not to purely prevent future action. 

Councillor F Davidson confirmed that the trees that had been identified were not within the conservation area so it was agreed that the Parish Council would not continue to pursue this.
Consider and agree amount of work to be carried out on Oak tree overhanging Oldways and in a dangerous condition

The Chairman advised that he had asked George Fillingham in conjunction with the residents to look at the tree with a view to trimming the tree back. Following investigation it was discovered that the tree is full of woodworm and water is getting inside due to it being hollow so the tree may need to be removed.

It was noted that the work cannot be carried out until after September due to nesting birds and it was agreed in principle that the Parish Council will contribute £100 towards the work following receipt of a written report/quote.
e) Community Noticeboard

It was noted that Parish Council were still awaiting written permission from the Chair of Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Fields (HI & PFA) to place a community noticeboard on the scoreboard wall.
16/059
a) DISCUSS FEEDBACK RECEIVED AT PUBLIC MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 14TH APRIL 2016:- 

Councillor R Procter expressed his concerns regarding the way the public meeting had been run and stated that he was very disappointed that Arriva had also not been in attendance.
Councillor F Davidson asked about the possibility of converting some of the unused land at school for staff car parking to minimise the number of cars parking on School Road and County Councillor M Jordan agreed to approach the school regarding this.

Councillor Davidson also asked if statistics were available indicating times/dates of when the bus had been held up due to parked vehicles and it was agreed that the clerk would make further enquiries with Arriva.
The Chairman closed the Parish Council meeting to allow members of the public present to speak.
A member of the public raised concern that on a number of occasions in his opinion the bus did have enough room to pass through Main Street but that they did not attempt to do so.

Another member of the public noted that the Parish Council had stated that the parking restrictions will only be implemented with the approval of the majority of the community.
The Chairman advised that feedback from residents had indicated that they were in favour of the restrictions if this meant the present bus service would continue and that once an application is submitted, North Yorkshire County Council will advertise this widely so that residents have the opportunity to make representations.
The meeting was re-opened.

b) CONSIDER AND DECIDE ON PARKING RESTRICTION APPLICATION FOR MAIN STREET/SCHOOL ROAD TO BE SUBMITTED FOR IMPLEMENTATION BY NYCC HIGHWAYS:-
Option 2 Main Street – Single yellow line either side, no parking between 8am to 6pm
Following discussion and with a majority vote it was agreed that the proposed single yellow line on Main Street would be removed from outside The Laurels and extended up to Yew Hedges.

Option 2 School Road – Single yellow line from the Chestnuts to scoreboard, no parking 8.30am to 9.30am and 2.30pm to 3.30pm
Double yellow No Parking anytime along edge of playing field from Scoreboard to Chapelbaulk Lane

County Councillor M Jordan reiterated the procedure that NYCC will implement before a final decision is made on the proposed restrictions and it was agreed that the above

application would now be put forward to Gary Lumb (NYCC Highways). 
The Chairman also advised that he would be holding a meeting with Michael Gatenby – Arriva to discuss the proposals.
County Councillor M Jordan left the meeting.
16/060 REVIEW OF STANDING ORDERS:-
Councillor R Chilvers put forward a resolution regarding recording of council meetings as adopted by Selby District Council and Selby Town Council but this was not accepted by the Chairman and so not put forward for consideration.

d) Discuss Tower Mint Commemorative Medal:-
It was noted that the PCC had approached Tower Mint directly and no action was required by the Parish Council.
16/063 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES:-
Councillor R Procter advised that the CEF Give it a go event held on Saturday 16th April had been well attended and very successful.

Councillor Procter also reported that the Drax Power Community Open Days had also been very well attended and that a separate tour had been arranged for children.
b) Decide on appointment of 2 representatives for Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG):-
The Chairman reported that a letter had been received from the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group advising that at their AGM held on 19th April 2016 a motion was tabled to amend the groups constitution and that the Parish Council shall no longer have the power to nominate members to the group.

Discussion took place regarding the group’s constitution and Councillor R Procter expressed his dissatisfaction over the action the group has taken.

Councillor R Drew left the meeting.
c) Consider and Agree to contact Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) to request a copy of their audited accounts:-
It was agreed that the clerk would contact the group to request a copy of their audited accounts.

16/064 CORRESPONDENCE:-

a) Resident – Receipt of letter regarding Parish Council meetings was noted.
The Chairman reiterated that no meetings had been held to discuss the registration / license of Village Greens and no meetings were planned but that it would continue to be discussed at the monthly Parish Council meeting.

It was also noted that the majority of the documents had not been tabled for discussion and were still in the possession of those councillors who were responsible for looking into the registration except for a couple of documents relating to St Marys Avenue that had been passed to the clerk.  
b) Charitable Donations – Receipt of letter of thanks received from Hemingbrough Cricket Club was noted.
c) Planning Inspectorate – Receipt of notice of the decision by the Secretary of State (White Rose Carbon Capture and Storage Project) was noted.
16/065 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES:-
Councillor F Davidson reported concern regarding lighting in the Cloisters that go off at midnight as part of the NYCC part night lighting scheme.

It was noted that the Parish Council had requested that these lights were not included in the scheme as the majority of the houses are occupied by elderly/vulnerable residents and the clerk was asked to take this up with NYCC. 
Councillor L Stebbings reported lights out on Mill Lane, Main Street and School Road, clerk to report to NYCC.
Councillors are elected on behalf of everyone on the Register of Electors; therefore matters discussed, proposed and voted on, become the majority view and are not necessarily individual councillor’s views.
