16/015 DISCUSS AND CONSIDER HEMINGBROUGH PARISH COUNCIL / HAGG LANE GREEN INVESTIGATION REPORT:-

Councillor R Drew stressed that following receipt of the report the Hagg Lane Green maintenance grant should be automatically re-instated and it was agreed that this would be put on the February agenda.

Councillor R Drew reported that the surface of Oldways had been churned up by the hunt riding through.

Councillor K Terry raised the issue of flooding on Water Lane and the Chairman advised that an emergency order had already been raised by Highways for Main Street and Water Lane.
