15/008 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public present congratulated all the newly elected members of the Parish Council and raised questions concerning the open and accountable local government regulations.

Another member of the public raised a question regarding the potential development of land on School Road.

Councillor Jordan also spoke about the delay in announcing the results of the recent Parish Council election and agreed to look into a question raised regarding the weight limit for New Street, Selby that is not being enforced.

Mr Jonathon Lund – Deputy Chief Executive Selby District Council explained that due to a breakdown in communications the Parish Council results were not posted on Friday 8th May as planned and apologised for the delay on behalf of Selby District Council.
County Councillor K Arthur said that he looked forward to working with the Parish Council over the next four years.
