18/053 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public read out a statement on behalf of Mrs Susan Sellers (St Marys Church) advising that a new vicar has been appointed who will take over from Thursday 17th May and will cover Hemingbrough, Cliffe, Barlby and Riccall.

A question was also raised regarding the damage caused to the dog bin outside the church. The Chairman noted that the Parish Council were unaware of how the damage had been caused and advised that Councillor F Davidson had volunteered to try to repair the damage to make the bin useable.  

The Parish Council agreed that if the bin was unrepairable the clerk would contact Selby District Council to order a replacement.
A member of the public spoke about the planning application for residential development at land off School Road (2017/0772/OUTM) and the Chairman gave a brief update on this.
18/054 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
18/055 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
District Councillor J Deans confirmed that the planning application for residential development at land off School Road (2017/0772/OUT) is scheduled to be determined by the Planning Committee on Wednesday 9th May.
Councillor Deans spoke about the planning appeal for outline application for the erection of up to 25 dwellings at Street Record, Mill Lane (AP/2017/0052/REF) which has now been dismissed and it was agreed that the Parish Council would be provided with a copy of the Inspectors Report when this becomes available.

Councillor Deans also reported that the Minister of State for Housing has launched a consultation relating to powers for dealing with unauthorised development and encampments and it was agreed that the details would be circulated to members.

District Councillor M Jordan spoke about a questionnaire being sent out by North Yorkshire County Council to all Parishes regarding vehicle activated signs and advised that Leeds City Council have signed up to the 20’s Plenty campaign and introduced 90 20mph limit zones around Leeds.
Councillor Jordan also spoke about the forthcoming NYCC road surface dressing programme and advised that local/community groups are now able to apply for funding from his NYCC Locality/Environmental Budget for 2018.
Councillor R Chilvers raised concern regarding a pothole on Landing Lane and Councillor Jordan agreed to report this to NYCC.

18/058 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman reiterated that Gillian Marshall – Selby District Council Monitoring Officer would be attending later in the meeting to speak to the Parish Council (Press and Public Excluded).
The Chairman also reported that he had received a phone call from the Yorkshire Post regarding the problems with car parking in Hemingbrough which is causing difficulties for the bus getting through the village. 
18/059 CLERKS REPORT:-

18/060 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-
The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 15th March 2018 were proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
18/061 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update
The clerk reported that Elmhirst Parker had received a requisition from Land Registry in relation to the application and that they were requesting confirmation as to which section of the Commons Registration Act the land is registered. 

It was noted that the clerk had spoken to the Chairman and due to the tight deadline Elmhirst Parker had been instructed to carry out a Commons Registration Search at a cost of £60.00 in order to provide Land Registry with the information requested. 

The Parish Council unanimously agreed to the Commons Registration Search. RESOLVED
b) Water Lane Pond
The clerk reported that the contractor had ordered the verge markers with white covers as agreed at the March meeting and was looking at starting the work on Tuesday 15th May.
c) Oldways
The Chairman reported that the group have made a start on phase 3 of the project (Church Walk heading south) but this had been delayed due to the recent wet weather. It was also noted that a tree that had been uprooted across the path has now been cleared.

d) Low Wall – St Marys Avenue – No further update 
e) Tree – Land with no name
The Chairman advised that a site meeting had been held (attended by four members of the Parish Council) to discuss the residents’ concerns and that the resident had also provided further communication to the Parish Council (circulated to members).

The Parish Council discussed the concerns raised and it was resolved that as agreed previously the tree is perfectly healthy and does not require any work in the near future. 

It was noted that George Fillingham (Parish Council tree surgeon) had quoted £150 to prune back the tree by a third but this could not be done until the beginning of September (outside of the nesting season) and this would also be at the residents expense should they wish to proceed.

f) General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) Update
The clerk gave an overview of the YLCA GDPR training session attended by the clerk and Councillor F Davidson on Wednesday 11th April.

The clerk also advised that at a meeting on Saturday 14th April the Joint Executive Board of YLCA agreed that the associations will provide a Data Protection Officer (DPO) service for all subscribing members although they are still in the process of developing the detail of the service and the associated costs for this.

It was noted that the Information Commissioners Office (ICO) have indicated to the YLCA that they will not be pursuing Parish Councils provided they have made a start on the work required under the new GDPR i.e. undertaking a data audit, adopting a document retention policy and privacy notice and looking to appoint a DPO.

It was also noted that there will be a new annual data protection fee (Tier 1 - £40.00) which will come into existence from Friday 25th May and is payable when the existing data protection renewal is due. 

The clerk read out correspondence received from the YLCA regarding sharing of personal data and the forwarding of emails.
18/062 HALL FOR HEMINGBROUGH:-

Councillor F Davidson gave a very informative update on the Hall for Hemingbrough project and the work of the Committee. It was noted that the design, siting, development and building of the hall is progressing well and that the group have engaged an architect and identified a suitable site although due to the sensitive nature of the negotiations and the need for planning consent the actual location remains undisclosed at this stage.

A Councillor reported that they have received a number of complaints from residents of both Hemingbrough and South Duffield regarding vehicles being parked on the side of the A63 near the entrance to the pigeon lofts which are obstructing pedestrians and reducing the visibility splay for vehicles pulling out of Hagg Lane. The clerk was requested to send a letter to the landowner and to copy in to NYCC Highways.

Councillor L Stebbings asked if Church Walk and the snicket to the land with no name could be sprayed and the Chairman agreed to speak to George Fillingham about this.

Councillor F Davidson also raised concern about the grass not being picked up on St Marys Avenue and the Chairman also agreed to raise this with the contractor.

Councillor K Terry raised concern regarding poor drainage on Hagg Lane and Councillor G Harrison reported that NYCC Highways have advised that they will be carrying out work on Hagg Lane in the next few weeks, site meeting to be arranged to discuss the issues further.

Councillor R Chilvers reported that NYCC Highways have recently carried out work on Landing Lane which has improved the drainage.
