18/138 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public spoke about her concerns regarding the trees on the village green in St Marys Avenue cul-de-sac.

A member of the public advised that he had been forced to walk in the road again today due to vehicles being parked on the footpath outside the building site on the A63.
18/139 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
18/140 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
District Councillor J Deans advised that Selby District Council have provided an update on their five year land supply which confirms a 6.5 year land supply (calculated up to March 2018) and should make planning decisions much more secure against appeal.

Councillor Deans also reported that Selby District Council Enforcement and Democratic Services now have a full complement of staff.
District Councillor K Arthur reported that following the resignation of County Councillor M Jordan he had taken over as Chair of the Audit and Governance Committee.

Councillor Arthur also advised that the date of the forthcoming Eastern CEF Forum has been changed to Thursday 27th September commencing at 6.30pm at Hemingbrough Methodist Chapel.
18/141 APOLOGIES: - Councillor G Harrison and County Councillor M Jordan
18/142 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Items (8b) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society, (8d) Village Green Trees (St Marys Avenue cul-de-sac) due to having previously dealt with both of the tree surgeons approached to quote for the work required and (12a No.2) Planning applications received as the applicant has previously carried out building work on the Memorial Garden.
b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Item (8b) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society and (12a No.2) Planning applications received as the applicant has previously carried out building work on the Memorial Garden.

18/143 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman advised that following complaints received regarding an overgrown hedge on the A63 he had cut this back to allow pedestrians to walk on the footpath but it was noted that the hedge still requires further attention.

Clerk to send a letter to the homeowner to request that they carry out the work required. RESOLVED
The Chairman also reported that the Parish Council grass cutting contractor had been unable to cut the grass on St Marys Avenue (16/08) due to two vehicles being parked on the village green.  
18/144 CLERKS REPORT:- 
Vehicles parked on the footpath outside the building site on the A63
The clerk advised that following the concerns raised by a member of the public at the July meeting she had reported this to Selby District Council Enforcement as the planning conditions state that there must be on-site parking capable of accommodating all staff and sub-contractors vehicles clear of the public highway.

It was noted that when the Enforcement Officer visited the site on the 13th August no vehicles were parked on the footpath however she had spoken to the site manager and advised him of the concerns raised and had been assured that he would make sure that all contractors park on the site. 

As during the public forum, a member of the public advised that he had been forced to walk in the road again due to vehicles being parked on the footpath it was agreed that the Parish Council will continue to monitor the situation and report any further incidents to the Enforcement Officer including photographic evidence. 
The clerk also read out correspondence received from a resident on Hull Road expressing concern regarding a lamppost which is leaning towards their property and causing damage to the fence.
It was noted that the post belongs to Northern Powergrid and that the resident has contacted them on numerous occasions with no success so it was agreed that the clerk would contact Northern Powergrid and ask them to look at this as a priority.
18/145 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 19th July 2018 were proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor C Dandy and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
18/146 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update 
The Chairman gave an overview of the meeting with Gary Lumb – NYCC Highways (attended by both the Chairman and Councillor F Davidson) to discuss the registration of Oldways and the options available.
The Parish Council discussed the lengthy delays with both the Hagg Lane registration and the transfer of ownership of the Memorial Garden and it was agreed to defer the registration of Oldways until the Hagg Lane registration has been completed. RESOLVED
b) Oldways
The Chairman reported that the phase 3 footpath from the north side beyond Church Walk has now been mulched and it was noted that the litter bin agreed for the picnic area has been ordered with Selby District Council.
c) Low Wall – St Marys Avenue 
Councillor C Dandy advised that enquiries are still ongoing and that she was hoping to obtain deeds in the near future to help with the investigation.
d) Village Green Trees (St Marys Avenue cul-de-sac)
It was noted that members of the Parish Council had attended a second site meeting with Mark Bell (tree surgeon) on Saturday 4th August and the Chairman read out the report received (previously circulated to members).

The recommendations were discussed at length and the following actions agreed:- 
Land with no name
Purchase and plant four mature Rowan Trees, two on either side of the existing footpath 
Remove the tree with multi stems and trim back the other remaining tree by 20%
Remaining tree to be left for one year until Rowan trees mature and then be removed
St Marys Avenue cul-de-sac. 

Purchase and plant three mature Rowan trees in a circular form to the centre of the green
Remove large Ash tree and poison roots
Remove large Conifer tree at side of Ash tree
Large Maple tree to be left for one year until the Rowan trees mature and then to be removed
Clerk to contact both Mark Bell and George Fillingham to request a quote for the above work, to be discussed and agreed at the September meeting.
e) Heritage Signs for St Mary’s Church to be situated on the A63 – No further update
Councillor K Terry requested a signpost on Hull Road indicating the vehicular entrance to the Playing Fields and the Chairman agreed to make further enquiries.

18/147 CONSIDER QUOTE RECEIVED FOR VERGE MARKERS AROUND GRASSED AREA AT MILL LANE / LANDING LANE JUNCTION:-
The Chairman advised that a quote of £900 + VAT had been received to install 30 white verge markers at Mill Lane/Landing Lane junction.

The Parish Council discussed the quote received and it was proposed by Councillor M Allitt, seconded by Councillor F Davidson and agreed with two abstentions not to proceed with the work. RESOLVED
18/148 DISCUSS RESTORATION OF VILLAGE BENCHES:-

Councillor R Chilvers reported that the local joiner had withdrawn from supplying a quote for the work required.

It was proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor M Allitt and agreed with two abstentions to accept the quote previously provided from George Fillingham of £60.00 per bench (11-including the benches in the cemetery). RESOLVED

Councillor F Davidson reported that a draft policy has been put together but this is still to be discussed further at a future meeting of the Policy Committee. 
Due to the problems experienced with vehicles being parked on the village greens Councillor M Allitt proposed that the Parish Council obtain no parking signs, this was seconded by Councillor J Sedman and unanimously agreed. RESOLVED
