19/128 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public read out a statement detailing her concerns regarding the planning application received for land adjacent to Frog Hall Cottage, Hagg Lane (2019/0577/FUL).
A resident also expressed concern that members of the public cannot always hear the Parish Councils discussion during the meeting and asked the Parish Council to consider using a public address system to facilitate this.
19/129 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was circulated.
19/130 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-  
County Councillor M Jordan advised that NYCC are still consulting on plans for a special needs school in Osgodby.
Councillor Jordan also gave an update on the yellow lines for Main Street and School Road and advised that he has submitted an application for additional drop kerbs in the village and will keep the Parish Council updated on progress.
Councillor L Stebbings reported that a number of road signs in the area are becoming obscure and require repair or replacement, Councillor Stebbings to compile a list to be reported to NYCC Highways.

19/132 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (19/136b) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Items (19/136b) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
19/133 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-
The Chairman advised that the mulch spreading in the Oldways scheduled for tomorrow had been cancelled due to the poor weather forecast and it is hoped that this will now be carried out on Friday 23rd August (weather permitting).
The Chairman also reported that as agreed at the July meeting, George Fillingham has cut back the branches that were obstructing the vehicle activated sign on the A63.
It was noted that the local handyman appointed at the July meeting to carry out tasks in the village as a volunteer (expenses reimbursed) would be assisting the Chairman with erecting a Community Noticeboard at Water Lane Pond.
The Chairman reported that the Community Noticeboard sited at the bus shelter on Main Street was very well used and that a second board had been requested, this was unanimously agreed. 
19/134 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk gave details of the deadlines for this year’s Charitable Donations and advised that the Red Ensign would be flown at the Memorial Garden for Merchant Navy Day (3rd September).
19/135 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEETING:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 25th July 2019 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor S Bennett and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
19/136 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Parish Council Vacancies (2)
It was noted that no expressions of interest had been received and that the vacancies would continue to be advertised.
b) Oldways
The Chairman reiterated that the Village Green Working Party is in the process of registering the Oldways as a community asset following agreement by the Parish Council and questioned whether the Parish Council should change solicitors and use a solicitor that specialises in Land Registry.
RESOLVED to approach a specialist solicitor to arrange a free initial consultation with the Village Green Working Party to discuss the registration process and the costs involved. 
c) Village Greens

Consider additional appointment to the Village Green Working Party
It was agreed that it would be beneficial to have an additional member and it was 
resolved that Councillor S Bennett would be appointed to the Village Green Working Party.
Proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed.
St Marys Avenue
It was also noted that a letter had been sent to a property in Nursery Close advising the resident that George Fillingham would be cutting back the tree/hedge that is overhanging onto St Marys Avenue village green as the vegetation is impeding the grass cutting and reducing the aesthetic value.
It was also noted that the north end of the village green will be sprayed back and the south end which is left for wildlife also requires attention to remove a number of plants that have raised concern.
Water Lane Pond 

The Chairman reported that the pond is no longer visible due to overgrown vegetation and it was agreed to discuss cutting this back and potentially fencing around the pond at the next Parish Council meeting.
It was also noted that some of the trees on the village green require cutting back.
Pond Corner (junction of Mill Lane and Landing Lane)

The Chairman advised that trees/hedging from a residential garden is encroaching onto the village green. It was noted that the Chairman had spoken to the homeowner who is happy for the overgrown vegetation to be cut back providing that the property is kept secure.
d) Dog Fouling 
Councillor C Dandy advised that the Londis shop are happy to help with advertising the competition and the Parish Council had a brief discussion regarding advertising used in other towns to deter dog fouling.
It was agreed to put posters up at the shop and on the Parish Council and Community Noticeboards encouraging residents to report instances of dog fouling and also to look at using a dog fouling stencil to paint on pavements to make dog walkers mindful about cleaning up after their dogs.
Councillors C Dandy and L Carstairs to attempt to contact the school governors regarding the dog fouling competition as they have had no response from the school.
19/137 PLANNING:-
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow a member of the public present to speak about the following planning application before re-opening the meeting.
a) Applications Received ex Selby District Council: 
1. (2019/0577/FUL) Proposed erection of security building in connection with pigeon lofts on Land Adjacent to Frog Hall Cottage, Hagg Lane, Hemingbrough.  Strongly Object
1) The Parish Council have concerns that the applicant has failed to comply with previous planning conditions relating to the site.
2) Previous applications stated that there would be no vehicles on site and that vehicular access would not be required as access would be on foot. The Parish Council question the existing site access and vehicle track that is shown on the proposed block plan (NP19BP.1).
3) This would set a precedent for building on land north of the A63, the Parish Council are strongly of the opinion that all building should be kept on the south side of the A63 so as not to split the village.
4) Section 12 of the application states that there are no protected species near the application site yet Hagg Lane is a site of importance for nature conservation and is home to several protected species.
