20/046 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A Hemingbrough resident who is a primary school teacher and Forest School Leader in Lincolnshire spoke about his work at the school which allows children to thoroughly embrace the great outdoors and enrich the children’s understanding of the natural world. 
He explained that he was looking for a piece of land/woodland local to the village that he can use to provide outdoor activities for families and children in and around Hemingbrough and it was agreed that members of the Village Green Policy Committee would meet with the resident in the first instance to look at any areas that may be suitable.
A member of the public read out a statement concerning the maintenance of Hagg Lane Green and this was discussed by the Parish Council.
It was agreed to write to the secretary of the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group concerning the upkeep of the area.
A member of the public expressed his concerns regarding the bus service withdrawal.

20/051 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:- 
The Chairman advised that unfortunately Councillor F Davidson had resigned from the Parish Council due to personal reasons and he thanked Councillor Davidson for his service.
The Chairman also expressed his disappointment in the diminishing number of Councillors.

20/053 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEETING:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 16th July 2020 were proposed by Councillor K Terry, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
20/054 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways
The Chairman spoke about the piece of land opposite the Memorial Garden and read out a letter received from Crombie Wilkinson Solicitors advising that they are acting in connection with the estate of the late landowner and that the land is to be transferred directly to Hemingbrough Parish Council.
It was noted that the clerk has forwarded the letter to Martin Gaffney Solicitors who will deal with this on behalf of the Parish Council. 
Councillor R Chilvers spoke about the potential to connect this wildlife area with the Oldways.
b) Village Greens - Nothing to report
c) Dog Fouling 
It was noted that dog fouling appears to have decreased throughout the village at present.
20/055 BUS SERVICE WITHDRAWL

The Chairman explained the history of the Service 4 route and advised that following a review of the Selby bus network which took place before the Coronavirus outbreak, and as a result of the low patronage, Arriva have made the decision to withdraw the service which will take affect at the end of August. 

It was noted that a meeting with Dwayne Wells (Head of Arriva Commercial) was held on Wednesday 29th July with representatives from Barlby & Osgodby Town Council, Cliffe Parish Council & Hemingbrough Parish Council in attendance to discuss potential options in order to ensure that a bus service is maintained.

Following the meeting Arriva proposed the following two options which were discussed at length by the Parish Council:

1) A timetable of three round trips between Selby and Hemingbrough (Mon-Fri) at a cost of £132 per day. Journeys would leave Selby at 0930, 1130 and 1330 and would leave Hemingbrough back to Selby 20 minutes later.

2) A timetable of two round trips between Selby and Hemingbrough (Mon-Fri) at a cost of £82 per day. Journeys would leave Selby at 0930 and 1410 on schooldays and 1535 during school holidays and would leave Hemingbrough back to Selby 20 minutes later.

Under both scenarios any revenue collected on board would be deducted from the cost of providing the service and there are many other permutations, depending on availability and finance.

It was noted that nine passengers per trip will be required to breakeven with any shortfall being funded by the Parish Councils along the route; any profit made would also come back to the Parish Councils.

The Chairman reported that Cliffe Parish Council have resolved in principle to support two round trips per day subject to the agreement of both Barlby & Osgodby Town Council and Hemingbrough Parish Council.
It was noted that the Chairman had also spoken to Dwayne Wells regarding the possibility of diverting a number of the Service 415 buses to incorporate Hemingbrough, Cliffe and Osgodby.
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow a member of the public to speak about the bus service withdrawal and the difficulties with the timings of the current service.
RESOLVED to support two round trips per day with the costs split between all three Councils and to also pursue the Service 415 diversion.

Chairman to chase up receipt of the bus usage figures previously requested from Arriva.
20/056 UNAUTHORISED TREE PLANTING IN ST MARYS AVENUE CUL DE SAC:-
Councillor L Carstairs reported that the three conifer trees have now been removed but the laurel hedging is still remaining. 
RESOLVED to send a second letter to all the residents in the cul de sac thanking those responsible for removing the conifer trees and advising that if the laurel hedging is not removed within the next month then the Parish Council will remove it.

The Chairman advised that due to Covid 19 restrictions unfortunately no Remembrance Day Service will be held at the Memorial Garden this year but it will be open for individuals to lay a wreath.
