A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.

16/201 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-
The Chairman read out an email received from Sheena Spence, Chief Officer of the Yorkshire Local Councils Associations advising that they have received notification from Dr Jonathan Owen, Chief Executive Officer of the National Association of Local Councils advising that council tax referendum principles have not been extended to local councils (parish, town, village, neighbourhood and community councils) in 2017/18.

The Chairman advised that he had put a letter together regarding sat navs misdirecting HGV’s down Hagg Lane but that in order to implement a software adjustment the company require the Ordnance Survey map coordinates.

The Chairman also advised that he was in discussions with the local Probation Service with regards to arranging for the planting to be carried out by the Community Payback team.
