The Chairman informed the meeting of the sad death of a well-respected resident, friend and ex Parish Councillor Eddie Kinsella who served on the Parish Council from 2007 to 2016. The Parish Council offered their condolences to his wife and family.
18/189 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A resident raised concerns about vandalism, dog fouling, speeding traffic & strangers casing property in the village and spoke about the use of CCTV to try to combat these issues.
18/190 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
18/191 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
District Councillor J Deans gave an update on the ongoing issue of vehicles being parked on the footpath outside the building site on the A63 and advised that a notice will be served on all three developments if the matter is not resolved.
Councillor R Chilvers spoke about the 2019 Tour de Yorkshire and noted that the first day of racing (02/05) will finish in front of Selby Abbey which requires a number of speed bumps to be removed; Councillor Deans confirmed that the Tour de Yorkshire will be absorbing the cost of this.
Councillor Deans also advised that Selby District Council has invested £900,000 in a car park improvement programme and gave an update on the work already carried out and the work still to be done.
It was also noted that improvements will be made in January to Selby Bus Station and that procurement is under way to install electric vehicle charging bays.
District Councillor K Arthur spoke about changes to bin collections over the festive period and advised that free parking was still available at all Selby District Council car parks on Saturdays throughout December.

18/193 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Items (18/197b) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society, (18/197d) Village Green Trees due to having previously dealt with both of the tree surgeons approached to quote for the work required and (18/199a No. 1 & 2) Planning applications received as the applicant has previously carried out building work on the Memorial Garden.

b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Items (18/197b) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society and (18/199a No.1 & 2) Planning applications received as the applicant has previously carried out building work on the Memorial Garden.
c) Councillor G Harrison declared a Non-Registerable Interest in Item (18/197a) Registration and License Update / Village Greens and (18/197d) Village Greens Tree Update due to being a member of Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
d) Councillor R Chilvers declared a Non-Registerable Interest in Item (18/200a) due to a payment listed for a family member.
18/194 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman advised that vehicles are still being parked on the footpath outside the building site on the A63 forcing pedestrians to walk on the road. It was noted that the Chairman has continued to report this to Selby District Council Enforcement (including photographs) and involved District Councillor J Deans who had confirmed that an Enforcement Officer was due to carry out a site visit today (20/12).
Councillor G Harrison raised concern regarding the state of the footpath due to all the mud from the building site.
The Chairman also advised that the dog bin post at the Cloisters had been broken (possible vandalism) so Councillor L Stebbings had taken this to a local handyman for repair. It was noted that the Chairman and Councillor Stebbings have re-painted the pole and hope to put this back in place tomorrow. 
District Councillors K Arthur and J Deans arrived at the meeting.
18/195 CLERKS REPORT: -

The clerk advised that the YLCA are now running an evening telephone advisory service one evening per week. 
It was also noted that the YLCA element of the subscription fee for 2019/2020 will increase by 1.5% with the National Association of Local Councils (NALC) element of the subscription fee increasing by 1.9% resulting in a combined increase of 3.4%.
18/196 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

a) Registration and License Update 
Hagg Lane
The Chairman read out a letter received 20th December from Martin Legg – Elmhirst Parker reminding parties that they are now half way through the period for negotiations.
Councillor F Davidson referred to minute reference 18/180 of the October 2018 meeting, the advice previously received from Martin Legg regarding negotiations and the letter received from the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group immediately prior to the October Parish Council meeting suggesting that three representatives from each party with an independent chair meet to attempt to resolve some of the issues.
It was proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor K Terry and agreed with one abstention to contact Martin Legg and advise that the Village Green Working Party are willing to meet with representatives from the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group but require a list of their issues in writing so these can be considered prior to the meeting. RESOLVED
b) Oldways
Litter Bin Update
The clerk advised that a litter bin (square 112 litre) has been ordered with Selby District Council at a cost of £182.90 + VAT which will be emptied by volunteers as previously agreed.
Memorial Tree (TPO)

The Chairman advised that the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society (PHHHS) have planted a willow tree to commemorate the centenary of the First World War and spoke about the possibility of putting  Tree Protection Order (TPO) on this.
c) Low Wall – St Marys Avenue 
The clerk read out an update provided by Councillor C Dandy advising that she will be making enquiries with Selby District Council regarding an archived planning application that may be relevant to her investigations and also advising that Land Registry require a fee upfront.
It was agreed that Councillor Dandy continue to pursue this but that the residents are responsible for any fees required. RESOLVED
d) Village Green Trees (St Marys Avenue cul-de-sac)
Tree Update
The clerk advised that she was still waiting to hear from the contractor who will be carrying out the work which it was agreed would be done between November and March. Clerk to chase up.
No Parking Signs
The Chairman reported that the No Parking Signs are now in place but unfortunately a car is continuing to park on the village green situated on St Marys Avenue.
It was agreed that a notice will be put on the cars windscreen advising that vehicles should not park on the village green if this continues to occur. RESOLVED
e) Playing Field Sign Update
The Chairman read out correspondence received from Tessa Nielsen – NYCC Highways Project Engineer advising that a design has been drawn up incorporating the Playing Field, Village and Church all on one directional sign which will be placed at the junction opposite School Road and will be at no cost to the Parish Council. 
f) Parish Council representation on the Board of School Governors

Councillor F Davidson spoke about the possibility of having a Parish Council representative on the Board of School Governors.
It was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed to make initial enquiries with the school. RESOLVED

d) Receive Finance Report, consider the budget proposals for 2019/2020 and decide upon the level of precept followed by the signing of the form for Selby District Council
Following a review and discussion of the information provided by the clerk it was agreed to 
keep the budget the same as last year (£26,730.00) with the budget for Parish Projects being reduced from £4,000 to £2,000 to allow the following amounts to be allocated:- Memorial Garden £150, Oldways Maintenance £600, Water Lane Maintenance £400, Other Village Greens Maintenance £100 and Legal Fees £750.
It was proposed, seconded and agreed with a majority vote that the Band D Charge would be kept the same (0% increase) resulting in a precept amount of £22,277.02 which is a reduction of £ 440.52 from 2018/2019.
18/201 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES: - 
The Chairman gave a brief overview of the Drax meeting held on Wednesday 19th December. 
The Chairman also raised concern regarding the external audit charging threshold and proposed that the Parish Council put forward a resolution to the YLCA Selby Branch meeting to consider increasing the threshold which was unanimously agreed.
18/202 CORRESPONDENCE:- 
a) Resident – Receipt of letter raising concern regarding vehicles parking on Main Street near the shop/bakery and leaving their engines running was noted.
It was agreed that the Parish Council have no jurisdiction on this matter but it was resolved to make the shop and bakery aware of the residents’ concerns and ask if it would be possible for them to put a notice up asking motorists to turn off their engines whilst visiting their premises. 
b) Resident – The Parish Council discussed the concerns raised by the resident during the Parishioners Forum.
It was agreed to contact Selby District Council in the first instance with regards to the law concerning CCTV and to speak to Keith Armstrong – Selby District Council Community Warden regarding the ongoing issue of dog fouling. 
c) Eastern CEF – Receipt of consultation on the Community Development Plan and information regarding CEF noticeboards was noted.
The Parish Council completed the questionnaire, clerk to return to the CEF and agreed that there is not sufficient space or requirement for a separate CEF Noticeboard as all CEF material is displayed on the Parish Council noticeboard.
d) Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society – The clerk read out a letter received thanking the Parish Council for their continued support and the donation of £175 towards the 
Remembrance Day Service.
e) Charitable Donations – Receipt of letters of thanks received from Citizens Advice, Hemingbrough Methodist Church, Hemingbrough Pre-School, Good Companions and Hemingbrough Bowls Club were noted.
18/203 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES:-
Councillor R Drew raised concern regarding the vandalism to the Playing Field play area gate.
Councillor F Davidson advised that the streetlights previously excluded from the NYCC Part Night Lighting Scheme are now going out again, clerk to contact NYCC.
