Councillor K Arthur informed that Selby District Council is freezing its proportion of Council Tax for the year 21/22.  It is expected that NYCC will raise its proportion by 3.9%. He then wished everyone a very merry Christmas.

20/087 PARISH COUNCIL VACANCIES/CO-OPTION:- 
Two completed applications had been received from Ann Tomlinson and Michael Cooper.  Both were present and gave brief summaries of what they could bring to the Parish Council if co-opted.  It was agreed to co-opt both on to the Parish Council and they signed their Declaration of Interest forms and took their seats.  The Register of Interest forms to be emailed to both by the Parish Clerk along with a copy of the Standing Orders.
20/088 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:- 
The Chairman gave a statement on the Hagg Lane tree works carried out for H&S reasons on the last weekend of November.  The clear up was due to take place on 2nd December but following a complaint which has been sent to SDC, this is now on hold until SDC give the go-ahead to proceed.
Cllr L Carstairs had reported to the Parish Clerk that two lots of tyres had been dumped near the ‘triangle’ dog walk which in turn was reported to SDC.  By 4pm same day, they had been cleared.

The Chairman wanted to record his thanks to Mark Terry who came to the rescue when a car got stuck in Oldways.

It was agreed that creating a Facebook page for the PC will be discussed at the next meeting.

20/089 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk advised in writing that she had reported a street light which is out on Garthends Lane as notified by a resident.
The clerk also requested annual leave from 18th December 2020 until 3rd January 2021 which was agreed with a show of hands.

20/090 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEETING:-

20/091 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways
Re- siting of bench at South End of Oldways – The resident in the last house at this end has temporarily moved the bench while an extension is being built.  It was agreed that the clerk will write to the resident (52 Landing Lane) politely asking for confirmation that the bench will be re-sited after the works.
b) Village Greens
The clerk had been contacted about a tree that has been removed from the village green between Ferry Close and St Mary’s Avenue without PC knowledge or permission.  It was a sycamore tree.  It was agreed to write a letter to ALL residents in the area concerned acknowledging that the tree has been cut down and asking for their suggestions as to a replacement – possibly a rowan tree.  In the meantime Cllr J Freakes will find out how to apply for free trees from the Woodland Trust.
c) Dog Fouling 
Councillor L Carstairs reported that dog fouling had increased throughout the village due to the darker nights and poor weather making off road walks inaccessible. We are still waiting for three new dog bins which are on order and which the clerk has chased for.
20/092 BUS SERVICE UPDATE
The Chairman advised that the current trial ends in early January and passengers using the service has been low, possibly due to Covid-19 restrictions.  The cost to the three councils over the three month trial has been approx. £5500 helped with grants of approx. £2650.  However, there have only been 3 occasions when the ticket sales have paid for the service.  After discussion around the options available to us it was agreed to go back to Arriva asking for a deferral of three months before any further trial is resumed, Covid-19 restrictions depending.
