17/017 PRESENT: - Councillor L Carstairs, R Chilvers, F Davidson, R Drew, G Harrison, 
E Kinsella, R Procter, J Sedman, L Stebbings, J Strelczenie and K Terry.

17/018 PUBLIC FORUM:- 
A member of the public asked that Selby District Council carry out road sweeping around the village as soon as possible as the roads are covered in fallen leaves.

17/019 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
Councillor R Procter raised concern regarding the continuing lack of police presence at Parish Council meetings.
17/020 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
County Councillor M Jordan reported that whilst canvassing in the village a number of residents in the Chestnuts had raised concern that their children are unable to play outside during football matches on the playing fields due to bad language. Councillors F Davidson and L Stebbings to raise this at the next Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Fields meeting.

Councillor Jordan also advised that North Yorkshire County Council would be increasing the council tax by 3.99% (1.99% general increase plus a further 2% specifically to pay for the increasing costs of adult social care).

Councillor E Kinsella thanked Councillor Jordan for his assistance in getting NYCC to clear the footpath from the Memorial Garden to Hagg Lane.
17/021 APOLOGIES: - District Councillors K Arthur and J Deans
17/022 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:-

a) Councillors L Carstairs, F Davidson and R Procter declared a Disclosable Pecuniary Interest in Item (17/022h) Hall for Hemingbrough due to being a member of the Hall for Hemingbrough group.

b) Councillor G Harrison declared a Disclosable Pecuniary Interest in Item (17/022a) Registration and License Update / Village Greens due to being a member of Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
17/023 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-
The Chairman spoke about the planning application for residential development of 21 dwellings at Street Record, School Road (2016/1337/OUTM) and read out the concerns raised by Highways which he had received from Vickie Day (NYCC Project Engineer).

It was noted that the Chairman had spoken to Vickie Day regarding modifications to the junction from School Road onto the A63 and that he had been advised that there was not sufficient money or room to alter the junction significantly.
The Parish Council unanimously agreed that the Chairman would organise a site meeting with Vickie Day to discuss this further. 
The Chairman also gave an update on the proposed parking restrictions in the village.
17/024 CLERKS REPORT:- 
The clerk advised that the Yorkshire Local Councils Association had written to the chief planning officers of all local planning authorities in North, South and West Yorkshire to seek a blanket permission for all parish and town councils to display planning applications during their meeting if any members of the public were present.

It was noted that the YLCA have now received a response from Jonathan Carr – Selby District Council Interim Lead Planning Officer who has confirmed a blanket permission is now in place.
The clerk also advised that Selby District Council had confirmed that the dog bins throughout the village are scheduled to be emptied weekly every Tuesday and Thursday.
17/025 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 19th January 2017 were proposed by Councillor R Drew, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
17/026 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update/Village Greens
It was noted that the clerk was still awaiting receipt of the final documents from Elmhirst Parker which had been delayed due to illness.

Clerk to forward documents once received to Councillors F Davidson and K Terry for approval before sending back to Elmhirst Parker.

b) Water Lane Pond
The Chairman advised that he had spoken to the local Probation Service with regards to arranging for the planting to be carried out by the Community Payback team and unfortunately as we cannot provide the required facilities i.e. toilets and refreshments etc. this cannot be pursued. 
c) Oldways

The Chairman gave a report from the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical Heritage Society detailing the work being carried out in the Oldways as requested at the January Parish Council meeting.

Councillor R Chilvers advised that he could not find any record of the group being given permission from the Parish Council to carry out work in the Oldways and proposed that a legal agreement is drawn up between the group and the Parish Council giving the group permission to work on the Oldways but there was no seconder for this.

The Chairman confirmed that the group had received a letter from the Parish Council giving the group permission to work on the Oldways and Councillor Chilvers requested a copy of this.

Discussion also took place regarding the registration of the Oldways and it was noted that Elmhirst Parker were currently looking into the registration on behalf of the Parish Council. 

d) Landing Lane Footpath
Councillor R Chilvers expressed his concerns regarding the footpath which has become completely overgrown. 
The Chairman asked Councillor Chilvers to expose a number of areas along the footpath so the Parish Council can look to obtain a quote to get the footpath reinstated.
e) Footpath from Hagg Lane to the east side of the village
The Chairman advised that the Parish Council had received a request to clear the footpath from Hagg Lane to the east side of the village and that he had asked Mr George Fillingham – Parish Council Grass Cutting Contractor (who NYCC had employed to clear the footpath from the Memorial Garden to Hagg Lane) to provide a quote for this.
The quote received (£1,000) was discussed and it was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed to accept the quote and to ask Mr Fillingham to carry out the work as soon as possible. RESOLVED
f) Speeding on School Road/Update on 20’s Plenty Campaign
The Chairman advised that Anna Semlyen – 20’s Plenty Campaign Manager had given a presentation at the recent Yorkshire Local Councils Associations meeting (YLCA). 
Speeding Measures Update – Landing Lane

Councillor R Chilvers requested an update on the safety measures agreed by North Yorkshire County Council Highways, clerk to chase Gary Lumb (Highways).

Councillor F Davidson reported that he had completed a 95 Alive speed concern report form for Main Street and it was noted that Councillor Davidson had received a response advising that monitoring will be carried out to measure vehicle speeds which will then be analysed to identify any issues.
g) Land on St Marys Avenue registered to the Parish Council 

It was agreed that Councillor F Davidson and L Stebbings would consult with neighbouring properties to gauge their feelings before making any decision on tree planting.

g) Hall for Hemingbrough
Councillor R Procter reported that draft plans have been drawn up and are due to be published in a forthcoming newsletter.

It was also noted that a group/user consultation programme is being set up to fine tune details and that a site determination is still in progress with negotiations ongoing.

i) Weight restrictions on Hagg Lane

The Chairman advised that he had spoken to Vickie Day (NYCC Project Engineer) regarding the lack of signage on Hagg Lane. It was noted that Vickie Day had carried out a site visit and noted that there is only one 7.5 tonne weight limit sign which cannot be seen until vehicles have actually turned in so consequently she has arranged for a sign indicating that HGV’s are not permitted to travel along Hagg Lane (other than for access) to be erected on either approach of the A63.

17/027 CONSIDER AND DECIDE ON THE PURCHASE AND INSTALLATION OF EXTRA DOG BINS:-
The Parish Council discussed the potential locations for extra dog bins and it was proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor F Davidson and unanimously agreed to purchase three dog bins to be sited on Landing Lane, Chapelfields and at the village entrance. RESOLVED
