19/023 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (19/027b) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.

c) Councillor G Harrison declared a Non-Registerable Interest in Item (19/027a) Registration and License Update / Village Greens due to being a member of Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
19/024 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman advised that he had been unable to make contact with the motorcyclist that had caused damage to the Memorial Garden whilst leaving the village at speed.

The clerk also advised that the Chairman of Cliffe Parish Council, Councillor Mark Topping is standing as a District Councillor in the forthcoming elections and is keen to help with any local issues.
19/026 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 17th January 2019 were proposed by Councillor R Drew, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
19/027 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update 
It was noted that the Village Green Working Party (Councillors F Davidson, R Chilvers and K Terry) had met with representatives of the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) on Friday 1st February and Councillor F Davidson gave an overview of the meeting and the issues raised by HHLGCG.
Councillor G Harrison read out a statement concerning the registration of Hagg Lane and asked the following questions:-
1) Did the committee members ask the advice of the council’s chosen solicitor before embarking on the route of adverse possession or did the committee members go to the solicitor and give them instructions ?
The Chairman advised that the Parish Council proceeded with adverse possession as this was thought to be the easiest route and the solicitor had not suggested any other alternatives.
2) Has there been any advice from the solicitor, either verbal or written regarding the success of obtaining possession of an unfenced registered village green through adverse possession ?
The Chairman advised that the Village Green Working Party had met with the Parish Councils solicitor following the meeting (01/02) with HHLGCG  but the advice given by the solicitor had not been declared at present.
3) What is the cost to date, and is it still in line with the costs advised by the solicitor in the correspondence to the clerk.
It was noted that the costs have accumulated due to the objections that have been raised as this has resulted in further legal costs, extra clerk’s hours and room meeting hire costs.
The Chairman reiterated that the Yorkshire Local Councils Associations had previously advised Parish Councils to register all village greens under the name of the Parish Council as village assets to secure future use and prevent any misuse.
The Village Green Working Party spoke about the advice received from the Parish Councils solicitor concerning granting the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group a license to manage the land on behalf of the Parish Council and this was discussed by the Parish Council at length.
The Chairman also reiterated that the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group should already  be working in line with the Hemingbrough Parish Council Village Greens Policy.
It was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor K Terry and agreed with a show of hands (with one abstention) that the Village Green Working Party and the Policy Committee would put together a license to manage to forward to the Parish Councils solicitor for approval. RESOLVED
b) Oldways
The Chairman advised that a large amount of mulch has been put in the Oldways by local residents which now needs to be spread around by Andy Pulleyne as agreed at the January meeting (date to be confirmed).
The Chairman also advised that Councillor L Stebbings would be pruning the roses at the Memorial Garden in March.
It was noted that a number of dog bins in the village were full and the clerk advised that the dog bins in both Hemingbrough and Cliffe do not appear to have been emptied which she had already reported to Selby District Council.
c) Low Wall – St Marys Avenue 
Councillor C Dandy advised that nobody has come forward to accept responsibility for the wall and she cannot move forward until this can be established with evidence to back this up.
Councillor Dandy reiterated that the wall is an eyesore and also a health and safety concern and she will continue to attempt to get this issue resolved.
d) Village Greens 
Trees Update
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow the contractor who had been appointed to carry out the work to speak.
It was noted that due to health issues the contractor was unfortunately no longer able to carry out any tree surgery and therefore would not be able to carry out the work as agreed at the October 2018 Parish Council meeting although he could arrange for the work to be done by an alternative tree surgeon.
The meeting was re-opened.
The Chairman advised that he had spoken to George Fillingham who had also quoted for the tree work in October and he was happy to do the work as quoted provided that this was done next week due to the mild weather which may result in the bird breeding season starting early.
Councillors L Carstairs and C Dandy expressed concern regarding the impact the work may have on the early bird breeding season. The Parish Council discussed the work to be done and it was noted that the trees are not in leaf at the moment (except the conifer) and that George would carry out a full inspection prior to carrying out any work.
Proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor F Davidson and agreed with a majority vote to award the contract to Mr George Fillingham. RESOLVED
e) CCTV
The clerk read out the advice received from the Yorkshire Local Councils Associations advising that if the Parish Council are proposing to install CCTV cameras in public open spaces it must consider the wider human rights implications, in particular the right to respect for private and family life and must also comply with the Data Protection Act 2018 , GDPR and the Information Commissioners Office CCTV Code of Conduct.
The clerk also read out advice from the Information Commissioners Office advising that the fact that it is possible, affordable or has public support should not be the justification for processing personal data. You should take into account the nature of the problem you are seeking to address; whether a surveillance system would be a justified and an effective solution, whether better solutions exist, what effect its use may have on individuals, and whether in the light of this, its use is a proportionate response to the problem. 
The Parish Council discussed the response and it was agreed not to proceed with installing CCTV in light of the advice received and the complexity of installing CCTV. RESOLVED   

f) Dog Fouling
Councillor L Carstairs advised that both she and Councillor C Dandy had contacted the school with regards to arranging a meeting to discuss getting the children involved in a competition to design a poster to raise awareness of dog fouling but they were still waiting for a response.
It was also agreed to approach the village Rainbows Group with a view to also getting them involved with the competition. 

The Parish Council also had a brief discussion about using spray paint and dog fouling stencil on the footpaths around the village.
g) Arriva Buses

The Chairman advised that he had spoken to Michael Gatenby – Arriva regarding rumours that the Selby to Goole via Hemingbrough service is to be discontinued. It was noted that a decision will be made in April however the Chairman was assured that the bus service from Selby to Hemingbrough will remain but this may result in a change of timetable.

19/031 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES: - 
Councillor F Davidson gave an overview of the recent YLCA meeting when topics discussed included dog fouling, land registration issues, setting the precept, and Parish Councils building up funds for future larger projects.
The Chairman also spoke about a proposed change to the process of reporting Councillors to the Monitoring Officer. 
19/032 CORRESPONDENCE:- 
a) Police, Fire and Crime Commissioner community mapping in Selby District – Receipt of letter regarding a project to produce a detailed report of the local communities of North Yorkshire to improve interaction with key stakeholder and representatives such as Parish Councils was noted and it was agreed to invite the Community Mapping Project Officer to attend a future Parish Council meeting.

b) Resident – Receipt of letter regarding a number of village concerns was noted, clerk to reply to resident regarding her concerns.
c) Parish of Hemingbrough Historical Heritage Society (PHHHS) – Receipt of letter advising that the PHHHS members and volunteers will be working on the Memorial Garden pruning roses and tidying up and will also be spreading mulch down Oldways, weather permitting in the first two weeks of March.   
19/033 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES: - 
Councillor L Carstairs reported that the concrete surrounding a manhole cover in the Oldways is breaking up, clerk to report to Yorkshire Water.
Councillor L Stebbings raised concern regarding the state of the footpaths from Spuds and Berries to Hemingbrough and Chapelfields to School Road and it was noted that these were previously cleared by volunteers.
Councillors are elected on behalf of everyone on the Register of Electors; therefore matters discussed, proposed and voted on, become the majority view and are not necessarily individual councillor’s views.
