20/017 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A resident raised concern regarding high conifers on Mill Lane which are causing a hazard; clerk to contact Highways to establish who is responsible for the trees.
A resident advised that four of the verge markers around Water Lane Pond have no cap and that as the caps are regularly kicked off by youths these need to be permanently attached.
It was also noted that the gutters around the village require clearing out as soon as possible.

20/021 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (20/025a) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society. 

b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Item (20/025a) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
20/022 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:- Nothing to report
20/023 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk advised that Selby District Councils final decision on payphone removals was sent to the Secretary of State and BT on the 31st January 2020 as per OFCOM guidance.
Selby District Council has objected to the removal due to regular usage in a small settlement and support for retention from the Parish Council.
20/024 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEETING:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 16th January 2020 were proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
20/025 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways
The Chairman reported that Andy Pulleyne has started work on the footpath area and has completed all the tree work prior to the start of the bird nesting season.

The Chairman spoke about the work carried out on the dyke which is no longer in use and it was noted that a footpath has now been created over the dyke. 
Concern was raised that a lot of dog poo bags had been thrown into the nettles and it was noted that these need to be kept cut back to try to alleviate this problem. It was agreed that volunteers would clear the dog bags and tidy up the area on a regular basis.
Registration – No further update 
b) Village Greens  
Discuss fly tipping on Water Lane Pond
The Chairman advised that during the recent high winds a tree had fallen into the road from a property on Water Lane, the tree was subsequently cleared by residents and all the tree cuttings had been left on the village green.
It was also noted that the Parish Council had received correspondence from Highways requesting that the tree be removed from the village green as soon as possible as it is encroaching the edge of the footpath.
RESOLVED to write to the occupier and ask that the tree cuttings be removed from the village green within 14 days otherwise this will reported as fly tipping.

It was also noted that old wood/timber has recently been left on the village green some of which has since been removed but that it had not been established where this had come from.
RESOLVED to write to nearby properties asking them to remove the timber if they are responsible. 
Discuss removal of diseased Cherry tree on St Marys Avenue Village Green (junction of School Road)
The Parish Council discussed the poor state of the tree and it was agreed that the tree should be removed and a replacement Cherry tree planted. Chairman to ask George Fillingham to carry out the work. RESOLVED
c) Dog Fouling 
It was noted that due to the recent poor weather dog walkers are using the footpaths around the village more which has led to an increase in dog fouling.
The Parish Council discussed the ongoing problem and it was agreed to stencil the pavements in the main problem areas once the weather improves.
d) Hagg Lane Ponds
Councillor R Chilvers reported that a resident had raised concern regarding the amount of dead leaves on the boardwalks which is making them slippery.
RESOLVED that the Village Green Working Party will carry out an inspection and report back at the next Parish Council meeting.
20/026 CONSIDER AND DECIDE ON THE PURCHASE OF A CHRISTMAS TREE AND LIGHTS FOR THE MEMORIAL GARDEN:-
The Chairman advised that following the February Parish Council he had raised the possibility of having a Christmas Tree and lights at the Memorial Garden with the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical Heritage Society (PHHHS) but they feel that this is not an appropriate place for this.
RESOLVED that in the future the Parish Council will look at the possibility of putting a Christmas Tree near the entrance of the village.
It was also agreed to look into the possibility of having some form of Christmas lights in the village in the future.
The meeting was disrupted and therefore the Chairman immediately closed the meeting at 8.15pm.
