18/002 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public asked if there was any update on the planning application for residential development at land off School Road (2017/0772/OUTM) and the Chairman advised that unfortunately there was still no further update on this.
A member of the public spoke about a small section of land he purchased from the Parish Council back in 2008 and the difficulties he was experiencing due to the transfer not being fully completed. 

A member of the North Duffield Conservation and Local History Society spoke about their recent archaeological fieldwork.
18/003 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
18/004 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
County Councillor M Jordan advised that both North Yorkshire County Council and Selby District Council were still to confirm their budgets and stressed that 2018/19 is likely to be the last year of Selby District Council grant funding.
It was also noted that due to Government increases planning fees have increased by 20% as of 17th January 2018.
District Councillor J Deans spoke about Selby District Councils refusal to grant planning permission for 21 dwellings on land to the east of School Road (2016/1337/OUTM).

Councillor Dean also advised that the next Eastern Community Engagement Forum was scheduled for Wednesday 31st January at Riccall Village Institute with the Partnership Board meeting being held on Wednesday 28th March.

18/007 CLERKS REPORT:- 
The clerk advised that it had been reported that the quarter chime keeps jamming on the church clock so Smith of Derby were sending out an engineer to carry out an inspection.
The clerk also reported that at a recent Selby District Council planning forum it was noted that a lot of Parish Councils are holding onto years’ worth of paper planning applications when there is no requirement to do this as all applications going back six years are freely available on public access and SDC can also provide copies of archived applications if required.

18/010 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update/Village Greens 
The clerk advised that Land Registry had asked for further clarification regarding the area to be registered so this had been done in conjunction with Elmhirst Parker. 

b) Water Lane Pond
The Chairman spoke about thinning down the trees on the island and it was resolved to ask Mr George Fillingham to carry out the work required.
c) Oldways
The Chairman reported that the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical Heritage Society (PHHHS) have been granted £5,000 from the Drax landfill tax to continue work on phase 3 which will start at the end of February and involve thinning out of the woodland area and forming a wetland pond and new footpath.  
d) Inner Moor Lane
The Parish Council discussed the current condition of Inner Moor Lane which used to be maintained by Highways and has also previously been cut back by Councillor F Davidson.
It was noted that a large oak tree has fallen across the footpath and the Chairman advised that he would arrange for this to be removed. 

e) Millennium Sundial
Councillor R Drew reported that unfortunately the member of the public who has previously repaired the sundial was now unable to carry out the repair and it was agreed that Councillor Drew would look at alternative options.

County Councillor M Jordan left the meeting. 

f) Dog Bin Request – Mill Lane – It was noted that this request had now been withdrawn.
The Parish Council discussed the ongoing problems with dog fouling which is particularly bad at present especially on Main Street.
RESOLVED that the clerk contact the dog warden to report the Parish Councils concerns and request further signage.

1) The enlargement of the building is outside the present development limit of the village.

The council believe that allowing this development may have the effect of moving the development limit, which at the moment is to the North of the existing building and at the South side of Hemingbrough Hall, to the South side of the new building and further into the countryside.

This in effect would create a scope for infill between Hemingbrough Hall and the redeveloped building which would spoil the aesthetic effect of this old Hall built in 1842 from the South.
