The Chairman reminded members of the public that any recording or filming is to be done in the designated area in the North East corner of the room and requested that all mobile phones are put on silent during the meeting.
19/002 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A resident raised further concerns regarding drug paraphernalia found in gardens in the village, dog fouling and vandalism in the children’s play area.
The resident also reported a recent incident of threatening and intimidating behaviour which has been reported to the police and is being dealt with and raised a couple of issues concerning the Playing Fields which it was agreed would be raised by the Parish Council representatives at the next HI & PFA meeting.

District Councillor K Arthur advised that Selby District Council have proposed to raise the Council Tax charge by £3.00 per Band D property (1.7% increase), to be agreed at the budget meeting scheduled for Thursday 21st February. 
County Councillor M Jordan reported that North Yorkshire County Council is planning a 5% Council Tax charge increase but this is still to be confirmed.
Councillor Jordan also advised that work to replace the decking on Selby Toll Bridge is scheduled to begin on Sunday 3rd February and it is anticipated that the bridge will be closed for three weeks.

a) Registration and License Update 
The Chairman read out a letter received from the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group immediately prior to the January Parish Council meeting advising that the group would be willing to attend a meeting as soon as possible to resolve some of the issues and requesting that an independent chairman be appointed with a simple agenda to include presentations by both the group and the Parish Council followed by a discussion of the issues.
It was agreed that this item would be discussed further at the end of the meeting under Part 2 (Press and Public Excluded).
b) Oldways
The Chairman advised that he had spoken to Andy Pulleyne about carrying out work to patch the footpath and that he had been quoted £200 to supply the equipment required and spread the mulch.
It was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor R Drew and unanimously agreed to proceed with the work as quoted. RESOLVED
c) Low Wall – St Marys Avenue 
Councillor C Dandy advised that she had looked at the archived planning application as previously suggested but it does not appear to be relevant to her ongoing investigation. 
Councillor Dandy also reported that she had spoken to the residents again and asked them to forward any beneficial information regarding the deeds so that she can continue to attempt to get this issue resolved.
d) Village Green Trees (St Marys Avenue cul-de-sac)
Tree Update
It was noted the clerk had spoken to the contractor and that a date to carry out the work will be confirmed as soon as possible.
e) CCTV
The clerk advised that she had contacted Selby District Council for advice regarding installing CCTV and was still awaiting a response.
County Councillor M Jordan also reported that Camblesforth Parish Council is in the process of installing CCTV.
RESOLVED to contact the Yorkshire Local Councils Associations (YLCA) and Camblesforth Parish Council to seek advice, to be discussed further at the next meeting. 
f) Dog Fouling
Councillor C Dandy advised that both herself and Councillor L Carstairs are planning to  approach the school concerning talking to the children about the dangers of dog fouling and would like to get the school involved in a competition to design a poster to raise awareness.
It was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor J Sedman and unanimously agreed to grant £50.00 to be used for prizes for the competition. Councillors C Dandy and L Carstairs to liaise with the head teacher. RESOLVED
Councillor F Davidson also spoke about stencilling the footpaths and the use of window stickers to try to help alleviate the problem.

It was agreed that if a Christmas tree was to be erected at the Memorial Garden then it would be in addition to the one at St Mary’s Church and the Parish Council briefly discussed erecting Christmas lights in the village as an alternative to a second tree at the Memorial Garden.
