20/007 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-
The Chairman read out the following statement:-
“At the November 2019 meeting during Parishioners Forum I was informed by one of the Church wardens present at that meeting, of the fact that there was no representative from the Parish Council present at the Church Remembrance Service.

I did explain that I had been busy and asked if anyone else could attend but no one was available.

It would appear though, that several Parish Councillors including myself, were accosted in public by odd members of St Marys Church congregation.

I need to advise all persons concerned, that a person elected onto a Parish Council does not lose their rights as a citizen and can make their own mind up on how to organise their life and commemorate Remembrance Day”

The Chairman advised that he had been contacted by a concerned resident who had been told that all the buses are to stop running to Hemingbrough.
As the Parish Council had not been informed of this, the Chairman contacted Mick Gatenby – Arriva who advised that there are no changes planned until Easter and there will be a revision of the timetable in April; Chairman to continue to monitor the situation.
The Chairman also noted that he had asked the clerk to ensure that all Parish Councillors receive a current copy of the Standing Orders and that the Policy Committee meet to discuss and update the Standing Orders for scrutiny by the whole Parish Council before the May meeting.

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 21st November 2019 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor F Davidson and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
20/010 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways
The Chairman reported that Andy Pulleyne will be making a start on Phase 4 (Footpath from Church Walk to Landing Lane) at the end of January as he needs to catch up on jobs that were postponed previously due to the bad weather and he also wants the track to dry out before the starting work.
b) Village Greens  
The Chairman advised that George Fillingham has carried out work at Water Lane Pond, Pond Corner (junction of Mill Lane/Landing Lane) & St Marys Avenue village green and has also removed the tree from St Marys Avenue Cul-De-Sac as agreed previously.
It was noted that George has recommended the removal of a Cherry tree on the village green at the top of St Marys Avenue (junction with School Road) as it is diseased and it was agreed to put this on the February agenda for further discussion.  
c) Dog Fouling 
Members raised concern regarding the increase in dog fouling due to the dark nights and reiterated that unfortunately this will continue until someone is caught and fined to act as a deterrent.
It was also noted that the Parish Council have provided 22 dog bins situated around the village to try to alleviate the problem.

Councillor F Davidson advised that the Selby Times had featured a piece in the village news to encourage children in Hemingbrough to get involved and produce a “Pick up your dog mess poster” which will be printed by the Parish Council and displayed around the village. 
District Councillor M Topping briefly spoke about difficulties with dog fouling on farm land in Cliffe.

d) Discuss letter received regarding rejection of donation

The Chairman advised that Hemingbrough PCC (Community Events) had requested a donation of £300 towards the cost of the purchase of the village Christmas tree and new lights which was subsequently granted at the October 2019 meeting.  It was noted that the clerk had now received correspondence from The Community Events Team rescinding the request but unfortunately this money could now not be reallocated.
Members expressed concern that as this money could not be reallocated another charitable cause have missed out on receiving this money and that no reason has been given for the rescindment. 
The clerk was asked to write to the PCC treasurer to confirm that the request has been rescinded and to convey the Parish Councils concerns. 
e) Discuss and Decide on increase in Parish Council meeting venue

The Chairman advised that there had been no increase in rent since the Parish Council started to hold their meetings at the Methodist Chapel in August 2015 when they agreed to honour the same rate as the previous venue (£17 per meeting).  
As the Methodist Chapel are very accommodating and have also agreed to store the new public address system speakers it was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed to increase the rent to £20 per meeting. RESOLVED 
f) Receive Finance Report, consider the budget proposals for 2020/2021 and decide upon the level of precept followed by the signing of the form for Selby District Council

Following a review and discussion of the information provided by the clerk it was agreed to 

keep the budget the same as last year (£26,730.00).
It was proposed by Councillor S Bennett, seconded by Councillor F Davidson and unanimously agreed that the Band D Charge would be kept the same (0% increase) resulting in a precept amount of £22,293.16.

Councillor J Freakes raised a query regarding the progress of the drop kerb installation, Councillor Jordan to follow up and provide the clerk with an update.
County Councillor M Jordan and Parish Councillors F Davidson and L Stebbings left the meeting.

20/014 CORRESPONDENCE:-
1) Selby District Council – Receipt of consultation over opposing plans by BT to remove 12 payphones in the district was noted.
The Parish Council strongly objected to the removal of the payphone and unanimously agreed to support the draft decision by Selby District Council to object to BT’s proposal for payphone removal. 
2) YLCA – Receipt of Home Office consultation on strengthening police powers to tackle unauthorised encampments.
The Parish Council discussed the consultation received and it was agreed that the consultation questions were very ambiguous and open to interpretation. 
RESOLVED to delay a response to the consultation to allow the Chairman to raise at the forthcoming YLCA meeting.
20/015 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES: - 

Councillor R Chilvers raised concern regarding the slippery footpaths at Hagg Lane Ponds and spoke about the need for the Parish Council to carry out an inspection. 
The Parish Council had a brief discussion regarding maintenance of the ponds and Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group events and it was agreed to put Hagg Lane Ponds on the February agenda for further discussion.  
Councillor Chilvers also reported that residents had raised the possibility of having a Christmas Tree and lights at the Memorial Garden and it was agreed to put this on the February agenda for further discussion.
Councillors are elected on behalf of everyone on the Register of Electors; therefore matters discussed, proposed and voted on, become the majority view and are not necessarily individual councillor’s views.
