18/117 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public raised safety concerns regarding a van which is regularly being parked on the footpath outside the building site on the A63 which is forcing pedestrians to walk on the road when there is ample room for parking on the site.

A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
18/119 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
District Councillor J Deans advised that at the Eastern CEF Partnership Board meeting held on Wednesday 18th July grants were agreed for both St Helens Church, Escrick to purchase tables for the Heritage Group and Cliffe Village Institute for roof repairs. It was also noted that District Councillor K Arthur had been elected as Vice-Chair for 2018/19.
The next Eastern CEF Forum is scheduled for Wednesday 19th September (venue to be confirmed) and the next Partnership Board meeting is scheduled for Wednesday 17th October.

Councillor Deans also gave an update on PLAN Selby, Selby District Council five year land supply and affordable housing being provided locally by the Selby and District Housing Trust.
District Councillor M Jordan gave advice on reporting the concerns raised by a member of the public regarding vehicles parking on the footpath outside the building site on the A63.

Councillor Jordan also gave an overview of the recent NYCC Transport, Environmental and Economy meeting and provided details of forthcoming surface dressing work.

18/121 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (18/125c) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
b) Councillor J Strelczenie also declared an Other Interest in Item (18/125e) Village Green Trees (St Marys Avenue cul-de-sac) as he has dealt with both contractors who have been asked to provide a quote for the tree work.

c) Councillor L Stebbings declared an Other Interest in Item (18/125c) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
d) Councillor G Harrison declared a Non-Registerable Interest in Item (18/125a) Registration and License Update / Village Greens due to being a member of Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
18/122 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman reported that he had received an update on the yellow lines from Tessa Nielson – Highways Project Engineer advising that the plans have been drawn up and the order is ready to be sent but as the work is still to be programmed in by the contractor no date can be given although it is hoped that this will be within the next three to four months.
The Chairman advised that the landowner had raised concerns regarding children/youths swimming in the Brickyard Ponds and that if this persists they could be closed off to the public, the police have also been informed due to safety concerns. 
It was noted that the concerns have been raised with the NYCC Education Department and Barlby High School and that warnings of the danger of swimming in the ponds has also been posted on the Hemingbrough Community Forum site.
It was agreed that the Chairman would put a poster together warning of the dangers of swimming in deep water and this would also be included in the forthcoming newsletter.  
Councillor L Carstairs advised that it had been reported that litter has been thrown all over the area and fence posts have also been thrown into the water.
The Chairman clarified that the Parish Council had previously agreed to install a litter bin at the Oldways  picnic area so he was in the process of putting together a site plan to send to Selby District Council.

St Mary’s Church Clock
The clerk advised that unfortunately there is a fault with the quarter chime following the overhaul carried out by Smith of Derby approx. 10 months ago and that a problem has also been reported with the motor that winds the clock. It was noted that an engineer will be carrying out a site visit on Friday 27th July to remove the chime unit and investigate the timing issue which will all be covered under the warranty.
18/124 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 21st June 2018 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor F Davidson and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
18/125 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update
The Chairman advised that the paperwork for the transfer of the Memorial Garden has been completed and returned to Elmhirst Parker and gave an overview of the Local Authority Search report received which is satisfactory (copy to be circulated to all members).
It was noted that other searches are available including Coal Authority, Drainage and Water, Environmental (recommended due to the previous use as a filing station) and Chancel Check and these were discussed but no further searches were agreed.
Councillor F Davidson advised that he had attended the Heritage Workshop held at the Selby District Council offices on Tuesday 10th July and had spoken to a representative regarding funding to fill the diesel tanks under the Memorial Garden.

Councillor Davidson asked the Chairman if it would be possible for the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical Heritage Society (PHHHS) to seek Heritage Lottery funding to fill the tanks.
The Chairman advised that the transfer paperwork had already been completed as previously agreed by the Parish Council but the Chairman agreed to put this to the PHHHS at their next meeting.
Councillor R Chilvers to provide the clerk with the paperwork to apply for funding which it was agreed would be passed on to the PHHHS.

County Councillor M Jordan left the meeting.
b) Water Lane Pond
No further update
c) Oldways
Councillor R Chilvers advised that he was still looking for paperwork relating to the Oldways and it was noted that the Chaiman has asked for a site meeting with Gary Lumb – NYCC Highways. 
d) Low Wall – St Marys Avenue 
Councillor C Dandy reported that investigations were still ongoing and the Parish Council briefly discussed the history and ownership of the area.

RESOLVED that Councillor R Chilvers will liaise with Councillor Dandy with regards to historical paperwork in his possession relating to this area. 
e) Village Green Trees (St Marys Avenue cul-de-sac)
It was noted that all members of the Parish Council had been invited to attend a site meeting with Mark Bell (tree surgeon) on Friday 13th July. 

The Chairman gave an overview of the meeting which was attended by the Chairman, Councillor F Davidson and the clerk and it was noted that a number of residents had also spoken about their concerns.
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow Mark Bell to speak about his findings and it was noted that although the trees have outgrown the site to remove all the trees would have a big environmental impact as they have a good amenity value and are also valuable for wildlife conservation and therefore a phased removal is recommended.
St Marys Avenue cul-de-sac

A large mature Ash tree is causing the driveway of one property to lift and its root system has previously been removed from nearby drains. A partially sighted resident also raised concern regarding light deprivation. The tree is in good health although as it is a co-dominant stemmed specimen (with evidence of bark ridge formation) removal of the tree has been recommended with a more suitable tree to be replanted nearby.
A conifer is growing through the canopy of the Ash and the Maple tree which is a poor co-dominant stemmed specimen and should be removed. The Maple tree should be re-shaped to make it more balanced once the Ash and the conifer has been removed, as the replacement trees develop the Maple tree could be removed with further planting of more suitable species. 
Land with no name 
It was noted that the sycamore that a resident has previously raised concern about is a good specimen however is still relatively small and will get much bigger over time. The second sycamore on the site is a multi-stemmed specimen and will certainly cause problems as it matures therefore new planting on this site has been recommended with a view to a phased removal of the two Sycamores in the future.
The Parish Council discussed the recommendations and it was agreed that a further site meeting as recommended by Mark Bell would be held on Saturday 4th August before any decision is made on the trees as no work can be carried out until the end of the nesting season.
f) General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) Update

The Hemingbrough Parish Council Data Audit (circulated to members) was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed. RESOLVED  
g) Heritage Signs for St Mary’s Church to be situated on the A63

The clerk advised that she had spoken to Councillor Chris Pearson – Selby District Council Lead Executive Member for Housing, Health and Culture who has been tasked with increasing tourism throughout the area. He has advised that at present they are concentrating on Selby Abbey as it is their 950th Anniversary although they are keen to promote all heritage assets around the Selby District.  

Councillor R Chilvers advised that at a recent Heritage Workshop he had spoken to Heather Kennedy - Selby District Council External Funding Co-Ordinator who is keen for tourism to be added to the Selby Plan and advised that St Mary’s Church will be added to the Heritage Trail Map.
Clerk to obtain further information regarding the Heritage Trail, to be discussed further at a future meeting.
18/126 CONSIDER QUOTE RECEIVED FOR VERGE MARKERS AROUND GRASSED AREA AT MILL LANE / LANDING LANE JUNCTION:-
The Chairman outlined the process of installing the verge markers and as the Chairman had still not received a quote for the work this item was deferred to the August meeting.  Chairman to chase up quote.

Councillor R Chilvers advised that he had spoken to a local joiner about the work required but as no quote had been received this item was deferred to the August meeting. Councillor Chilver to chase up quote.

Councillor F Davidson reported that the Policy Committee have put a draft policy together but this is still to be discussed further at their next meeting.
