19/109 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public expressed concern about the poor communication with regards to the re-scheduled July meeting date. 
A member of the public requested an update on the outline planning application for residential development for up to 40 custom built dwellings on land off School Road (2019/0458/OUTM) and the Chairman advised that no further communication had been received on this.
A member of the public raised concern regarding overhanging branches obstructing the Vehicle Activated Sign on the A63. 
Clerk to send letter to the residents and as this is a safety issue it was agreed to ask George Fillingham - Parish Council Grass Cutting Contractor to cut back the branches clear of the sign.
19/110 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
19/111 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-  
District Councillor K Arthur advised that he has requested that the outline planning application for residential development for up to 40 custom built dwellings on land off School Road (2019/0458/OUTM) is determined by the Planning Committee. Councillor Arthur to provide the clerk with an update once this has been confirmed.
County Councillor M Jordan reported that North Yorkshire County Council have agreed a carbon neutral package and Selby District Council are in the process of producing a new Local Plan.
Councillor Jordan also spoke about the ongoing roadworks in the District and gave an update on the yellow lines for Main Street and School Road.
It was noted that Councillor Jordan’s locality budget funding has now all been spent but he still has money available in his environmental budget.
Councillor J Freakes reported that two streets in the Chestnuts still need drop kerbs and Councillor R Chilvers noted that a drop kerb is also needed at the junction of Water Lane and Main Street, Councillor Freakes to send further details to Councillor Jordan as requested.
19/112 APOLOGIES: - Councillors F Davidson and K Terry
19/113 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Items (19/117a) Oldways and (19/119) Discuss vandalism at Oldways and Plasmor due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Items (19/117a) and (19/119) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
c) Councillor C Chilvers declared an Other Interest in Item (19/119) due to the work being carried out by a family member.
19/114 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-
The Chairman advised that the 20’s Plenty Campaign is gathering momentum with many more Parish/Town Councils signing up and he asked the Parish Council to consider purchasing more wheelie bin stickers to promote the campaign especially on Main Street and School Road which would be at a cost of @ £100 for 100 stickers.
This was proposed by Councillor L Stebbings and seconded by Councillor S Bennett.

Councillor C Dandy proposed that the Parish Council should not purchase any further stickers as she did not believe that they would have any impact but reiterated that she was not against trying to reduce the speed limit in the village. There was no seconder for the proposal not to purchase the stickers.
A vote was taken and the vote was recorded as follows:-

In favour of purchasing further wheelie bin stickers: - 6 votes

Against purchasing further wheelie bin stickers: - 1 vote

With the majority vote is was resolved to purchase a further 100 wheelie bin stickers. 
19/115 CLERKS REPORT: -

Clerk & Councils Newsletter – July 2019
Selby District Council Polling District & Polling Places Review 2019
It was noted that Selby District Council have commenced a review into the polling districts / polling places.  No changes are proposed for Hemingbrough as the current polling station (Village Institute) is suitable with no major concerns however polling staff should ensure that they clearly highlight the step into the main hall.
Parish Council Vacancies
The clerk advised that she had not received any expressions of interest for the Parish Council vacancies so this will continue to be advertised on the website and noticeboard.

Request received from Hemingbrough United Football Club
The clerk reported that she had contacted the YLCA regarding the request for the Parish Council to purchase the cabins and for the Football Club to reimburse them less the VAT which the Parish Council can claim back. 
It was noted that the YLCA had advised that it was not possible for the Parish Council to do this so unfortunately they are unable to help.
19/116 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEETING:-

19/117 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways
Discuss information required for Land Registration

As Councillor F Davidson was not present at the meeting it was agreed to contact Councillor Davidson and ask him to arrange a meeting of the Village Green Working Group.
Agree to employ Andy Pulleyne to assist in mulch spreading Oldways at a cost of £200 + VAT (Friday 9th August at 10am)

The Chairman explained the assistance/loan of equipment required from Andy Pulleyne to enable the volunteers to carry out mulch spreading in the Oldways.
It was proposed by Councillor C Dandy, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed to employ Andy to assist as quoted.  
b) Village Greens

Village Green Policies
The Chairman reiterated that the current Policy Committee representatives were Councillors L Carstairs, C Dandy, F Davidson and J Freakes.
c) Dog Fouling 
It was noted that no response had been received from the school with regards to getting the children involved in a competition to design a poster to raise awareness of dog fouling so it was agreed that Councillors L Carstairs and C Dandy would promote the competition on social media and speak to the Londis shop about advertising the competition. 
The Chairman thanked John Sedman for cutting the nettles back and clearing the area near the dog bin at the entrance to the village (opposite the Memorial Garden).
It also was noted that dog fouling has significantly reduced in the Oldways.
19/118 DISCUSS GRASS CUTTING AT INNER MOOR LANE AND MEMORIAL GARDEN HIGHWAY AREA

Councillor L Carstairs talked about a recent incident on Inner Moor Lane when the fire service had to be called out as a fire had been lit and was continuing to smoulder.
The Chairman reported that Colin Chilvers had cut back Inner Moor Lane so it is now passable on foot and he will also be cutting Oldways within the next week.
The Chairman advised that specialist equipment is required to cut back the sides of Inner Moor Lane which can be hired at a cost of £100.  
It was proposed by Councillor L Carstairs, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed to hire the equipment and ask Colin Chilvers to cut back the sides of Inner Moor Lane. 

19/119 DISCUSS VANDALISM AT OLDWAYS AND PLASMOR

The Chairman advised that a resident had chastised youths for lighting a fire in the Oldways and had then been subjected to intimidating behaviour and inappropriate language which had caused her distress.
As this is not within the remit of the Parish Council the Chairman encouraged residents to report this type of behaviour to the police.
The Chairman advised that Plasmor have raised concerns that youths have been swimming in the working quarry ponds which is very dangerous and they have also been damaging machinery on the site. 
In 2014 the Parish Council negotiated with Plasmor and Mr Andy Pulleyne and agreement was reached that a permissive footpath around the worked out quarry and old quarry workings would be open for eight months in the summer but closed for health and safety reasons from the beginning of November until the end of February each year. 
This agreement has worked well and many residents enjoy the walk round the ponds with their dogs and children on a regular basis but unfortunately if problems continue this could result in the footpath being closed permanently.
It was agreed that Councillor L Carstairs would again put a warning of the dangers of swimming in the ponds on social media and the Parish Council will continue to monitor the situation.

19/124 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES: - 
Chairman to circulate minutes of the Drax Joint Committee Consultative Meeting held on Friday 14th June.
Councillor R Chilvers reported that damage caused by youths on the Playing Fields is to be discussed at the next HI & PFA meeting, trustees to decide whether to report the damage to the police.
Discuss resolutions for Yorkshire Local Councils Association (YLCA) AGM
The Chairman advised he had attended the Yorkshire Local Councils Association AGM and proposed the resolution agreed by Hemingbrough Parish Council at the June meeting. 
It was noted that after discussion the resolution was amended as follows:-

Less than 1,000 electors the number of signatories required to demand an election is ten but if over 1,000 electors this should be 2.5% of the electorate.
The resolution was seconded and passed with a majority vote and is now being reviewed by the National Association of Local Councils (NALC). 
19/125 CORRESPONDENCE: - 
a) Resident – The clerk read out a letter of complaint received regarding the state of the drainage dyke to the south of St Marys Avenue.

The complaint was discussed and it was noted that the dyke is beneficial to all the properties that back onto it as it helps to prevent flooding.
RESOLVED to send a letter to all the properties that back onto the dyke asking them to ensure that the dyke is kept clear of waste.
b) Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society (PHHHS) – The Chairman read out a letter received from the PHHHS thanking the Parish Council for their continued support of the Community Memorial Garden.
It was noted that the Society (in conjunction with the Parish Council) are putting in place arrangements to hold the Remembrance Day Service on Sunday 10th November and will update the Parish Council as arrangements progress.
The Chairman advised that the Society would like a member of the Parish Council to be involved in the organisation of the Remembrance Day Service and Councillor J Freakes volunteered to do this.
19/126 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES: - 
Councillor S Bennett raised concern about reports on social media that a number of residents have received an anonymous letter of complaint regarding dog barking.
Councillor L Carstairs raised concern regarding a den that has been built in the Oldways as this could be a potential fire risk, Parish Council to continue to monitor the situation.
Councillor L Stebbings requested an update on the refurbishment of the benches throughout the village and the Chairman advised that George Fillingham would be carrying out the work as soon as possible at the rate agreed at the August 2018 meeting (£60 per bench).
The Parish Council also agreed to appoint a local handyman to carry out tasks in the village as and when required.
Councillors are elected on behalf of everyone on the Register of Electors; therefore matters discussed, proposed and voted on, become the majority view and are not necessarily individual councillor’s views.
