20/028 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public expressed concern that due to Covid 19 the funding secured from the North Yorkshire County Council Locality Budget for repair and improvements to the footpath between Cliffe and Hemingbrough may not be available. County Councillor M Jordan advised that this funding has been ring fenced and the work will still go ahead.
The resident also reported that although the road sweeper has been in the village this week there is still a lot of mud on both Hull Road and Main Street. County Councillor M Jordan advised the resident to report this to both North Yorkshire County Council and Selby District Council.  
20/029 POLICE REPORT:-
The Parish Council now receive monthly police reports from PC Nigel Collins who is the new Neighbourhood Officer for the area and these will be posted on the Parish Council website and noticeboard.
The June police report received by the clerk was circulated to members.
20/030 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
County Councillor M Jordan advised that the Government has asked the County and District Councils in North Yorkshire to submit proposals to change the two-tier system and form one or more larger councils therefore the County Council elections scheduled for 2021 will no longer take place.

Councillor Jordan also spoke briefly about the devolution of powers to Parish Councils.

20/032 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (20/036a) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society. 

b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Item (20/036a) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society and Item (20/038 No.3) Planning due to being a Parish Council representative for Hemingbrough Institute & Playing Field Association (HI&PFA)
c) Councillors S Bennett, R Chilvers and F Davidson also declared an Other Interest in Item (20/038 No.3) Planning due to being a trustee of the Hemingbrough Institute & Playing Field Association (HI&PFA).
20/033 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:- 
The Chairman welcomed members of the Parish Council and residents back to the first meeting since February and also advised that unfortunately Councillor Carol Dandy had resigned from the Parish Council due to personal reasons; the Chairman thanked Councillor Dandy for her service. 
20/034 CLERKS REPORT:-

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20/035 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEETING:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 20th February 2020 were proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor L Carstairs and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
20/036 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways
The Chairman advised that the work carried out by Andy Pulleyne on the west side of the Oldways footpath along the top of dyke has had to be undone as a local farmer has indicated that this is encroaching on his land.
The Chairman reported that Andy has started moving the footpath away from the top of the dyke, carrying out any remedial work required and relocating it to the original position.
The Parish Council discussed the history of the Oldways dykes and it was agreed to relocate the footpath at present and look into this further once the land registration has been completed.
Hagg Lane
The Chairman thanked Councillors L Carstairs, F Davidson and the group of volunteers who have recently carried out work to clear the area.
It was noted that George Fillingham has advised that all the work required in this area may amount to more than the agreed £600 budget so he will carry out work within the budget as and when required and will wait until the end of the year to carry out any major tree works following approval by the Parish Council .
It was also noted that George has recently removed a tree that had come down over the walkway.
It was agreed to send a letter of thanks to the volunteers for all their hard work.
b) Village Greens  
Grass Cutting
Councillor F Davidson raised concern that the grass is still not being picked up despite this being raised previously and the Chairman agreed to speak to George Fillingham about this.
Memorial Garden
The Chairman thanked Councillors S Bennett, L Stebbings and a volunteer for carrying out work on the roses at the Memorial Garden.
c) Dog Fouling 
The Chairman spoke about the recent problems with the dog bins not being emptied by Selby District Council and it was noted that dog bins in Cliffe had also not been emptied.
It was agreed to send a letter of thanks to a resident who had assisted by tying a black bin bag to the already full dog bin on Mill Lane to the prevent dog bags being left all over the floor.
It was also agreed to send a map to Selby District Council showing the location of all the dog bins in the village (22 at present) so the bins are not missed in future.
20/037 UNAUTHORISED TREE PLANTING IN ST MARYS AVENUE CUL DE SAC:-
It was noted that previously the Parish Council had received complaints from residents that the three trees planted by Barratt builders when the estate was built were blocking out light, damaging drains and the roots lifting drives. In response to the complaints the Parish Council had removed the three trees and replaced them with three rowan trees planted in a suitable location.
The Chairman advised that laurel hedging and three conifer trees have now been planted along the edge of the village green by persons unknown without informing or obtaining permission from the Parish Council (this village green is owned and maintained by Hemingbrough Parish Council).
RESOLVED to send a letter to all the residents in the cul de sac advising that any such planting is unlawful and contravenes the Village Green Policy therefore the Parish Council request that these are removed by Friday 14th August otherwise they will take further action.

Councillor L Carstairs advised that she had noticed the fly tipping of an oven in the hedge on Mill Lane recently which was subsequently removed by a resident and it was agreed to send a letter of thanks to the resident.
It was also agreed to send a letter of thanks to the residents who have recently cleared the hedges opposite the Memorial Garden.

Councillor R Chilvers raised concern that the drop kerb agreed for the corner of Water Lane (opposite the doctor’s surgery) has still not been actioned.
