18/093 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public requested a litter bin to be situated at the picnic area of Oldways and reported that the footpath on the A63 needs spraying again as it is quickly becoming overgrown.

18/094 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
It was also noted that a saddle stamping event (in conjunction with North Yorkshire Police) is taking place on Saturday 29th September 2018 at R&R Country, Hull Road, Hemingbrough.
18/095 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
District Councillor J Deans advised that New Lane Car Park, Selby has recently been resurfaced and relined and that all other Selby Town car parks will be refurbished in the near future as part of Selby District Councils on-going programme.
County Councillor M Jordan advised that the 20’s Plenty Campaign will be debated at the next NYCC Transport Partnership Board meeting being held on Thursday 12th July and it was noted that the Area 7 Committee Meeting dates have now been confirmed.
District Councillor K Arthur spoke about the outline planning application for residential development on land off School Road (2017/0772/OUTM) which was recently refused by Selby District Council.
County Councillor M Jordan also reported that a temporary Tree Preservation Order (TPO) has been put on the maple tree on School Road which may become permanent.
Councillor K Terry raised concern that the Parish Council have previously made enquiries regarding putting TPO’s on a number of other trees in the village without success and the Chairman reiterated that the response from Selby District Council was that TPO’s will only be placed on trees that meet the standards and warrant protection and not because of potential building/development. 
18/096 APOLOGIES: - Councillors L Carstairs, C Dandy, G Harrison and J Sedman
18/097 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (18/102c) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Item (18/102c) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
18/098 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman reiterated that the Parish Council have previously been asked to restore all the benches through the village (11 – including the benches in the cemetery) and it was noted that the Chairman has received a quote from George Fillingham to carry out the work. RESOLVED that this will be put on the July agenda for consideration and decision.
Sundial 

The Chairman reported that the sundial has been restored and is now back in place and that the invoice received will be on the July agenda for the payment to be agreed.

Councillor R Drew thanked two members of the public for their assistance in putting the sundial back. 
18/099 CLERKS REPORT:- 
Bruff Club Donation
The clerk reported that the Bruff Club donation cheque (£300) had only just been submitted to the bank due to a change in their committee and that as it was now out of date the bank would not accept it.

It was noted that the clerk had officially stopped the cheque with the bank and that the Bruff Club have requested that the donation is made by bank transfer instead. 
RESOLVED to make the payment by bacs and the clerk was asked to clarify with the Bruff Club that the work for which the donation was given (to create an early years foundation stage garden) has been completed.
Correspondence not listed on the agenda:-

Seafarers UK – Receipt of letter regarding Merchant Navy Day was noted and the Parish Council agreed to fly the Red Ensign (official flag) purchased in 2017 at the Memorial Garden.

The Chairman suggested that this should be included within the Standing Orders and this was unanimously agreed. 

Charitable Donations (October 2017)  – The clerk read out a letter of thanks received from Hemingbrough Bowls Club. 
18/100 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF ANNUAL MEETING:-
The Minutes of the Annual Meeting held on Thursday 17th May 2018 were proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor K Terry and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
18/101 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 17th May 2018 were proposed by Councillor R Drew, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
18/102 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update
The clerk advised that Elmhirst Parker have advised that the local searches for the Memorial Garden are expected back by 29th June and that although the Land Registry still have a large backlog they are expecting a response in the next couple of weeks. 

Emhirst Parker to carry out a full review on 2nd July and chase up on any outstanding issues.

b) Water Lane Pond
The Chairman reported that the verge markers installed have been well received by residents.

c) Oldways
The Chairman advised that phase 3 of the project (Church Walk heading south) has now been completed with new footpaths through the wooded area.

d) Low Wall – St Marys Avenue 
The clerk read out an update provided by Councillor C Dandy advising that a covenant in the deeds seems to suggest that the responsibility for the maintenance and care is joint with NYCC and Barratts. Councillor Dandy to provide further information at the July meeting.

e) Village Green Trees (St Marys Avenue cul-de-sac)
The Chairman read out four complaints received from residents regarding the trees on the green in the cul-de-sac that were planted by Barratts and it was noted that the green was bequeathed to the Parish Council by Barratts as open space when the estate was built.

RESOLVED that members would look into this further with a view to making a decision at the July meeting as no work can be carried out until the beginning of September (outside of the nesting season).
f) General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) Update
The clerk read out correspondence received from the YLCA advising that the associations have been informed that the Data Protection Act 2018 received Royal Assent on 23rd May 2018 and that as passed the act exempts Parish Councils from the obligation to appoint a Data Protection Officer (DPO).

The clerk also advised that she is still working on the data audit which will be on the July agenda.

g) Dog Fouling 
It was noted that the clerk has contacted the dog warden to request more paint/dog fouling stencils and further signage.
Councillors L Stebbings and F Davidson to produce map showing the location of all dog bins throughout the village.

h) Grass Cutting
Councillor F Davidson reported that the grass has recently been cut and is now being picked up but would benefit from being cut shorter in the future. 

The Chairman also reported that Inner Moor Lane has recently been cut.
18/103 CONSIDER AND DECIDE ON THE ERECTION OF TWO HERITAGE SIGNS FOR ST MARY’S CHURCH TO BE SITUATED ON THE A63:-
The clerk advised of the location criteria to obtain tourist signs and the procedure following submission of a tourist sign application.
It was noted that the application fee is £165.00 which is non-refundable and that the signs would be provided at the Parish Councils expense including the cost of the design, installation and the repair or replacement signs as a result of theft, vehicle damage or general wear and tear in the future.
The Chairman noted that a tourist sign (12th Century Church) is present on the A63 from the direction of Goole directing traffic down School Road. There is also a white sign (12th Century Church) at the junction with Main Street but it was noted that there is no signage on the A63 from the direction of Cliffe.
The Parish Council discussed concerns raised regarding any increase in traffic that may be generated but it was noted that the Methodist Chapel have made their car park available for St Marys Church. 

Councillor R Chilvers advised that Councillor Chris Pearson – Selby District Council Lead Executive Member for Housing, Health and Culture has been tasked with increasing tourism throughout the area.

RESOLVED that the clerk contact Councillor Chris Pearson to enquire about his plans to promote tourism, to be discussed further at the July meeting. 
18/104 CONSIDER VERGE MARKERS AROUND GRASSED AREA AT MILL LANE / LANDING LANE JUNCTION:-

The Chairman advised that he had requested a quote from the contractor who carried out the work on Water Lane Pond but unfortunately this had not been received.

It was also noted that utility searches will need to be carried out prior to any work being carried out.

RESOLVED to obtain quote, to be discussed further at the July meeting.

Councillor F Davidson advised that the Committee are currently putting a policy together and they hope to have a draft ready for the July meeting.
18/106 CONSIDER AND AGREE TO COMMENCE GATHERING OF INFORMATION FOR THE REGISTRATION AS A VILLAGE ASSET OF THE OLDWAYS:-

The Chairman reiterated that the Yorkshire Local Councils Associations (YLCA) have previously encouraged Parish Councils to register all village greens as community assets.

The Parish Council discussed the ownership of both the Oldways and Inner Moor Lane and it was agreed that Councillors R Chilvers, F Davidson and K Terry would gather the information required to proceed with the registrations.
District Councillors K Arthur and J Deans left the meeting.
18/107 DISCUSS DRAINAGE ISSUES THROUGHOUT THE VILLAGE:-

It was noted that the clerk had raised the Parish Councils concerns raised at the May meeting with both the Ouse and Derwent Drainage Board and Highways but no response had been received to date. Clerk to provide update at the July meeting.
