19/092 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public advised that water is getting into the new Parish Council noticeboard attached to the scoreboard on the Playing Field and suggested that the Parish Council laminate their notices so that residents can read them, Chairman to look into.
19/093 POLICE REPORT:-
The recent theft from a transit van in Hillam and a burglary in Eggborough were noted.
19/094 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-  
County Councillor M Jordan advised that North Yorkshire Police’s Selby Team have now moved into the Civic Centre, Selby and a special event to mark the relocation was held on Tuesday 18th June.

Councillor Jordan reported that he is now back on the Planning Committee and that over the next few months Selby District Council will be revising the Local Plan. 
It was also noted that NYCC are looking at taking road repairs back in house within the next couple of years when the current contract comes to an end.
The Chairman asked about the progress of the yellow lines agreed for Hemingbrough and Councillor Jordan agreed to chase this up with Highways.
Councillor K Terry raised concern regarding damage caused to both sides of Hagg Lane by vehicles pulling off to pass oncoming traffic, County Councillor M Jordan agreed to look into and provide the clerk with an update.
Councillor Jordan reported that local/community groups can now apply for funding from his NYCC Locality Budget for 2019 with £5,000 available plus an additional £5,000 for environmental projects.

District Councillor M Topping offered any assistance required with the ongoing investigation concerning the low wall at St Marys Avenue.

19/097 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman welcomed new Councillor Stuart Bennett to his first meeting and 
reiterated that following the election and the subsequent resignation of Councillor M Allitt the Parish Council now have two vacancies.
19/098 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk reported that the Notice of Vacancy has now been displayed and on the Selby District Council website for 14 working days and an election has not been called therefore the Parish Council can co-opt to fill the two vacancies. The vacancies will be advertised on both the Parish Council notice boards and website.

19/101 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways
The Chairman advised that more mulch has been given to spread over the footpaths and he is hoping to arrange a date for volunteers to carry out the spreading, date to be circulated once agreed.
It was also noted that the Chairman is waiting to meet with Andy Pulleyne to discuss the work required to complete the footpath.
The Chairman reported that he has spoken to the owner of the adjacent field with regards to moving the two concrete oil drums sited in the Oldways to prevent vehicles accessing the field and that permission has been granted for these to be moved.
Councillor F Davidson reported that the Village Green Working Party now has enough information to proceed with the registration of Oldways and it was agreed that the group would liaise with the clerk on this.
b) Village Greens

The Chairman read out a statement on behalf of the Village Green Working Party and this was discussed by the Parish Council.
The Chairman advised that he was of the understanding that this is a yearly event and the Village Green Policy states that any group having previously held events on the site of the same nature do not need to seek permission from the Parish Council so long as the dates concur.
With regards to Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group asking residents what improvements or developments they would like to see on the site it was noted that any group having obtained permission from Hemingbrough Parish Council to carry out work or maintenance on a Village Green must advise the Parish Council on the planned work and provide regular updates on the work being carried out along with any alterations or planned changes.
Councillor R Chilvers advised that any group working on a Village Green should provide the Parish Council with a copy of their insurance and any training certificates obtained.
The Parish Council had a brief discussion regarding volunteers carrying out work on a village green and the Chairman closed the meeting to allow District Councillor M Topping to speak.
The meeting was re-opened.

i) Discuss request received from Hemingbrough United Football Club
The Chairman read out a letter received from Hemingbrough United Football Club advising that the facilities on the Playing Field require upgrading in order for the first team to play within the village so they have to update the changing facilities for two teams and officials.
The Parish Council discussed the request for the Parish Council to purchase the cabins (including delivery) and for the Football Club to reimburse them less the VAT which the Parish Council can claim back.
RESOLVED to write to the Yorkshire Local Councils Association (YLCA) to seek further advice before making any decision. 
19/104 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES: - 
Councillor F Davidson gave an overview of the Yorkshire Local Councils Association (YLCA) meeting held on Wednesday 12th June. 
The Chairman also gave an overview of the Drax Joint Committee Consultative Meeting held on Friday 14th June.
Discuss resolutions for Yorkshire Local Councils Association (YLCA) AGM
The Chairman reiterated that two elections (single vacancies) in a two year period caused by petitions of ten residents had cost the Parish Council @ £8,000 and he proposed a resolution to increase the number of signatories required for a petition to request an election.
The Parish Council discussed the resolution and it was agreed that a percentage figure would be more appropriate rather than the current figure of ten as the number of signatories required would vary dependant on the number of electors in the Parish.  
RESOLVED to propose a resolution that the number of residents required to demand an election should change from ten to 2.5% of the electorate. 
19/105 CORRESPONDENCE: - None Received
19/106 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES: - 
The Chairman advised that at the YLCA Selby branch meeting a presentation was given by NYCC Highways on the parish portal and it was noted that the Parish Council can register and once set up all Councillors will have access to this, clerk to follow up. 

The Parish Council discussed a number of overhanging hedges in the village, letters to be sent asking residents to cut back their hedges.
The Chairman spoke about the action that can be taken by NYCC Highways if the problem persists.
