17/035 PUBLIC FORUM:- 
A member of the public present thanked the Parish Council for clearing the footpath from Hagg Lane to the east side of the village which is now being well used by pedestrians and cyclists.
17/036 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
17/037 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
District Councillor K Arthur advised that Selby District Council have agreed a Council Tax increase of 3% which equates to a £5.00 increase over the whole year for a Band D property.

17/039 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:-

17/040 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-
The Chairman congratulated George Fillingham on the excellent work he has done on the footpath from Hagg Lane to the east side of the village. The Parish Council discussed the ongoing maintenance of the footpath and it was agreed that the Chairman would contact George Fillingham for a quote for the annual maintenance and this would be put on the April agenda.
The Chairman reported that the weight restriction signs for Hagg Lane will be in place within the next six weeks and gave an update on the mud on the Northfield Road/A63 junction as reported at the February meeting and it was noted that this had been caused by Fairfax slurry disposal and not Plasmor.

A letter received from Selby District Council regarding planning applications and appeals was read out and it was noted that the Chairman and clerk had been invited to attend a planning training session being held at the Civic Centre on Monday 10th April.
The Chairman circulated copies of a letter received by the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical Heritage Society concerning Oldways and following receipt of a Freedom of Information request he reiterated to members the correct procedure for obtaining information.   
17/041 CLERKS REPORT:-

The clerk read out a letter received on behalf of The Big Lunch Team requesting a donation from the Parish Council and it was agreed that this would be put on the April agenda for discussion.

The clerk also gave an update on the Selby District Council dog bin/litter bin order, Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) and safety measures promised by Highways for Landing Lane.

17/043 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update/Village Greens
The clerk advised that there were still some anomalies with the paperwork which she would be speaking to the solicitor about.
b) Water Lane Pond
The Chairman gave an update on the order with Mires Beck Nursery and a number of Parish Councillors volunteered to assist with the planting.
c) Oldways

It was noted that Andy Pulleyne had cleared the path through the woodland and that a litter pick had been done.
The Chairman also advised that the group were hoping to put mulch down and sow some grass and wildflower seeds.

Councillor R Chilvers requested that a barrier is put on the Oldways to prevent the hunt from using the footpath and it was agreed that this would be put on the April agenda.
d) Landing Lane Footpath
Councillor R Chilvers reported that a number of residents have approached him about the state of Landing Lane and suggested that the Parish Council look at clearing the footpath. Councillor R Chilvers advised that he had cleared a couple of small area’s to look at the surface underneath and provided photographic evidence.

It was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor R Procter and agreed to approach three local contractors to access the footpath/ provide a quote for clearing and to discuss this further at the April meeting.  
e) Speeding on School Road/Update on 20’s Plenty Campaign
The Chairman advised that Selby Town Council have now signed up to the 20’s Plenty Campaign and it was noted that the Parish Council had 22 wheelie bin stickers remaining. It was resolved to spend up to £100 on more stickers (of various sizes) to be distributed to residents on request.
