19/035 PUBLIC FORUM:- 
A member of the public reported that some of the dog bins in the village were full again and it was noted that the clerk had reported this to Selby District Council for the second time in the last month. The dog bins are scheduled to be emptied by Selby District Council on a weekly basis.
19/036 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was circulated to members. The recent theft of a trailer from an open field in Hemingbrough and an industrial compressor from the Apollo Business Park in Osgodby were noted.
19/037 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-  
District Councillor K Arthur gave a comprehensive overview of the Selby District Council Planning Enforcement Management Plan Briefing held on 04/03 to formalise planning enforcement management.

Selby District Council will review the Enforcement Policy in six months and the document will be published on the Selby District Council website.
County Councillor M Jordan advised that the Department of Education has approved a grant to build a new special needs school in Osgodby and that Cliffe Primary School has appointed a new Head Teacher from September 2019.

19/040 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman thanked Councillors M Allitt, L Carstairs, C Dandy, L Stebbings and K Terry for their help in delivering the recent Parish Council newsletter.

19/042 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 21st February 2019 were proposed by Councillor R Drew, seconded by Councillor M Allitt and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
19/043 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update 
The clerk read out correspondence received on Wednesday 20th March 2019 from Martin Legg – Elmhirst Parker (Parish Councils solicitor) advising that following his letter to the Land Registry about the identity of the members of the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group he has received a telephone call from the Land Registry advising that it is now not going to the Tribunal as the objection has been withdrawn. 
It was noted however that at this stage just because the objection has been withdrawn this does not mean that the application for registration will automatically be granted as an officer of the Land Registry will consider the application and will have to take a view as to whether or not the Parish Council has passed the necessary threshold to obtain registration of the land and the issue of fencing or otherwise may rear its head.

Councillor F Davidson reiterated that the Parish Council have no intention of fencing off the land and the clerk was asked to seek clarification from Elmhirst Parker.
b) Oldways
The Chairman advised that the mulch has now been spread over the footpath at the northern end of Oldways and thanked two residents, Mr John Leetham & Mr Peter Parish and County Councillor Mike Jordan for all their help. 
c) Low Wall – St Marys Avenue 
Councillor C Dandy advised that unfortunately she is struggling to make progress due to the lack of information available and it was agreed to contact Mark Lumby – Highways to enquire if he can offer any assistance.
d) Village Greens 
Village Green Policy Amendment

The Chairman thanked the Village Green Working Party and the Policy Committee for all their hard work in putting the amendment together.
The Chairman spoke about the initial thoughts of granting the Hagg Lane Conservation Group a license to manage the land on behalf of the Parish Council and explained that due to the disadvantages of this it had been agreed to amend the Village Green Policy for the benefit of all parties concerned.
It was noted that Rule 1 will remain as agreed previously “All requests for use of the Village Greens must be made in writing to the clerk to the Parish Council at least 2 months prior to any event taking place” and the Chairman read out the proposed amendment (previously circulated to members) to insert 1a and 1b as listed below:-
1a – Any group having held previous events and the Hemingbrough Parish Council having knowledge of this and these events are of a same nature may be exempt from rule 1 so long as the dates concur.
1b – Any group having obtained permission from the Hemingbrough Parish Council to carry out work or maintenance on any Village Green must advise the said Council on the planned work and provide regular updates on the work being carried out along with any alterations or planned changes.
The Parish Council briefly discussed the proposed amendments and the use of Hagg Lane Green by groups/organisations other than the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
Councillor G Harrison read out a statement referring to the advice received in 2008 from the Yorkshire Local Councils Associations concerning the constitution of the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group and the management of Hagg Lane Green.                                    Councillor Harrison raised an objection to the proposed amendments to the Village Green Policy and proposed that the amendments were not made on the grounds that the Parish Council has no authority to do so and this was seconded by Councillor R Drew. 
Councillor F Davidson proposed that the Parish Council accept the proposed amendments and this was seconded by Councillor K Terry.
A vote was taken and the vote was recorded as follows:-

In favour of accepting the proposed amendments to the Village Green Policy: - 9 votes

In favour of not accepting the proposed amendments to the Village Green Policy: - 2 votes 
With a majority vote is was resolved to accept the proposed amendments to the Village Green Policy. 
Trees Update (St Marys Avenue cul-de-sac & land with no name)
The Chairman advised that all the tree work has now been completed by George Fillingham and seven rowan trees have been planted in the same areas.
e) Dog Fouling
Councillor C Dandy reported that they were still waiting for a response from the school with regards to getting the children involved in a competition to design a poster to raise awareness of dog fouling.
It was noted that Councillors C Dandy and L Carstairs were also going to approach the village Rainbows Group with a view to getting them involved with the competition.
19/044:- CONSIDER POTENTIAL COMMUNITY INFRASTRUCTURE LEVY (CIL) PROJECTS:-
The Parish Council discussed the possibility of using the available CIL money (£2898.00) on two projects, completing the last phase of the Oldways footpath and a further contribution to Hemingbrough Institute & Playing Fields for the replacement heating in the pavilion.
It was agreed that the clerk would seek clarification from Carol Baker – Selby District Council CIL & Section 106 Officer that the CIL money could be used on the above projects, to be discussed further at the April meeting.
19/045 PLANNING:-

a) Applications Received ex Selby District Council: NIL
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow a member of the public present to speak about the following planning application before reopening the meeting.
1. (2019/0141/HPA) Retrospective application for retention of a shed at 1 Hull Road, Hemingbrough. Strongly Object

1) The Parish Council strongly object as they believe that the shed encroaches onto Poor Folks Lane and the large double doors also open onto the lane which is an accommodation road used by leasing farmers.

 2) The accommodation road and the leased land is owned by Barlby & Osgodby United Charities and Osgodby & South Duffield United Charities, the trustees of which have both raised objections to the planning application with Hemingbrough Parish Council.

 3) Hemingbrough Parish Council believes that the height and footprint is out of proportion in relation to the property.

 4) Access to the back garden of No. 1 Hull Road was via the front garden of the said property but the homeowner has blocked this off by building a large showroom, car port/garage hence blocking his own access to the back garden.

2. (2019/0217/REM) Reserved matters application including appearance, landscaping, layout, scale and access of approval 2016/0895/OUT outline application for residential development with all matters reserved on Land Adjacent To Woodland House, School Road,

Hemingbrough. Object
1) The outline planning application showed a reasonable crossing point for pedestrians but this is not shown on the reserved matters application and there is no footpath on the proposed development side of the road. 
2) The Parish Council query what provision is being made for pedestrians. 
3) Safety concern regarding the access as this has been moved nearer to the junction with the A63 which is an extremely busy and potentially dangerous junction.
4) The Parish Council are concerned that the outline application made provision for affordable housing but this is not shown in the reserved matters application.

19/047 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES: -

19/049 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES: - 
Councillor L Carstairs raised concern regarding the water quality in the dyke running parallel with Inner Moor Lane and it was agreed to raise these concerns with the Environment Agency.
