MINUTES OF MEETING OF HEMINGBROUGH PARISH COUNCIL HELD AT HEMINGBROUGH METHODIST CHAPEL ON THURSDAY 18TH MAY 2017 FOLLOWING THE ANNUAL MEETING OF THE COUNCIL 
17/076 PRESENT: - Councillor L Carstairs, R Chilvers, F Davidson, R Drew, G Harrison, 
R Procter, J Sedman, L Stebbings, J Strelczenie and K Terry.

17/077 PUBLIC FORUM:- 
A member of the public spoke to the Parish Council regarding the recent criminal activity throughout the village which has been reported to the police along with CCTV recording.
Another member of the public raised concern regarding the street lights being switched off between midnight and 5am and it was agreed that the clerk would contact NYCC and ask them to review the part night scheme in light of the rise in crime.
A member of the public stressed that the recently cleared footpath from Hagg Lane to the east side of the village must be regularly sprayed or it will quickly become overgrown.
A drop kerb was also requested at the end of Hagg Lane and County Councillor M Jordan agreed to speak to NYCC Highways regarding this.
17/078 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.

It was agreed that the clerk would write to Julia Mulligan – North Yorkshire Police and Crime Commissioner regarding the increase in criminal activity, lack of police presence at Parish Council meetings and around the village and the NYCC Part Night Lighting Scheme which is encouraging criminal activity.

17/079 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
The Chairman congratulated County Councillor M Jordan on his re-election.

County Councillor M Jordan advised that on the 16th May Selby District Council appointed a new Chairman (Councillor Judith Chilvers) and Vice Chairman (Councillor David Buckle).
It was also noted that District Councillor K Arthur has also been appointed as County Councillor for Selby Barlby division.
Councillor Jordan spoke about organised crime and advised that the police have previously found no increase in crime rates since the NYCC Part Night Lighting Scheme was implemented but he agreed to raise the concerns with Councillor Mel Hobson who is on the North Yorkshire Police and Crime Panel.
17/080 APOLOGIES:- All members present
17/081 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor G Harrison declared a Non-Registerable Interest in Item (17/085a) Registration and License Update / Village Greens due to being a member of Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
b) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (17/085g) Memorial Garden due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
c) Councillor L Stebbings declared an Other Interest in Item (17/085g) Memorial Garden due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.

17/082 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-
The Chairman read out correspondence received by the clerk from a member of the Parish Council requesting a copy of the NYCC Highways written agreement allowing a Hemingbrough Parish Council appointed contractor to clear the footpath from Hagg Lane to the east side of the village.
The Chairman advised that there is no written agreement but that following the members request he had contacted Gary Lumb – NYCC Highways to advise that the Parish Council have asked the contractor to maintain the footpath in respect of keeping it clear of foliage with the work to be carried out three times a year and to ask if a licence or letter of permission is required.
The Chairman read out the response received from Gary Lumb advising that no license is required however the contractor must wear full Personal Protective Equipment, protect the site and inform NYCC when the work is to be carried out.
The Chairman also spoke briefly about a member reporting the Parish Council to the Selby District Council Monitoring Officer in 2016.
The Chairman warned a member of the Parish Council for disrupting the meeting for a second time and warned that if the disruption continued he would close the meeting.
It was noted that the Chairman had also asked Gary Lumb for an update on the proposed yellow lines for Main Street and been advised that the paperwork is still with the legal department to advertise the restrictions which unfortunately has been delayed due to staff shortages and workload but that he hoped the proposals will be advertised within the next three weeks.
Finally the Chairman reported that after very long standing service Gerry Carroll had resigned from Cliffe Parish Council and it was agreed that the Parish Council would write and thank him for all his assistance to Hemingbrough Parish Council over the years and to wish him well in his retirement.

Dog Attack
The clerk advised that following the April meeting she had spoken to the police regarding the dog attack and been advised that the report must come from the victim so they have now reported this and the police are investigating.
Mill Lane Planning Application
The clerk reported that she had chased the planning officer for an update on the application and had been advised that the application is still being reviewed by Officers and a recommendation has not been established however the application will be presented to the Planning Committee if minded to approve. 
Councillor R Procter read out a piece from the Selby Times regarding rulings for housing.
Parish Council Vacancy

The clerk advised that a resident had submitted a petition to Selby District Council for an election to fill the Parish Council vacancy and that Selby District Council have confirmed that the poll will take place on Tuesday 27th June.
It was noted that Selby District Council will not send poll cards out unless this is requested by the Parish Council but as the poll card is the only way of making everyone aware of the election it is best practice to send them although the Parish Council will have to cover any costs associated with the election including the poll cards, printing and postage which may be in the region of £2,000.
Proposed by Councillor R Procter, seconded by Councillor R Drew and unanimously agreed to send poll cards to ensure that all residents are aware of the forthcoming election.
17/084 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 20th April 2017 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor F Davidson and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
17/085 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update/Village Greens – No further update
b) Water Lane Pond
The Chairman advised that unfortunately there had not been much rain since the seeds were planted but that the reeds are growing well and he is pleased to report that lots of newts have been spotted at the pond.
Councillor R Chilvers raised a query regarding the registration of Water Lane Pond and the Chairman advised that this will be registered by the Parish Council in due course.
It was agreed that the Parish Council would look at registering the pond once the Hagg Lane registration has been completed and that a letter of authority to obtain any further paperwork would be given to Councillors R Chilvers, F Davidson and K Terry if this is required.
c) Oldways
The Chairman advised that he had spoken to Andy Pulleyne regarding putting a barrier above the entrance to the footpath to prevent horses from riding along it and that he had suggested that signs should be put up in the first instance as a barrier would affect the aesthetics of the nature area.

It was proposed, seconded and agreed (with one abstention) to purchase six signs up to a maximum of £40 and that the Chairman would liaise with the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical Heritage Society with regards to the placement of the signs. 
d) Landing Lane Footpath
The Chairman advised that he had contacted Gary Lumb – NYCC Highways who has advised that he has checked the archives and cannot find any record of a footpath and therefore Highways will not take any action on this.
The Parish Council discussed the response received and it was agreed that no further action would be taken at present.
e) Speeding on School Road/Update on 20’s Plenty Campaign – No further update
f) Land on St Marys Avenue registered to the Parish Council – No further update
g) Memorial Garden
It was noted that the clerk and Chairman had met with a solicitor at Elmhirst Parker who is happy to proceed with the transfer and that the clerk had received a letter detailing the charges:- £ 400 + VAT (£80)
purchase fee, £ 23 Land Registry search/registration fee plus optional search fees totalling £ 313.08.
Councillor K Terry raised concern regarding the three diesel tanks that have not been filled and that the Parish Council would be responsible for the cost of this work.
The Chairman advised that the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical Heritage Society would be filling the three diesel tanks with concrete slurry towards the end of the year once the roses have died back so this would be done at no cost to the Parish Council.
Councillor R Procter reiterated that all the petrol tanks have been filled in by NYCC and that the society was assured that the diesel tanks are totally safe and unlikely to deteriorate within the next forty years but it was suggested that they could be filled in.
The Chairman advised that as the site became a subject of escheat to Her Majesty on behalf of the Crown Estate Commissioners no site plans were ever given to the society although all the relevant searches were carried out when the society purchased the site. This has been

confirmed by Elmhirst Parker although these searches are now out of date.
Councillor F Davidson proposed that to safeguard the Parish Council all the optional searches should be carried out, this was seconded by Councillor K Terry and agreed with two abstentions.
Councillor G Harrison raised concern that the Parish Council are spending public money and that residents are not being fully consulted.    
17/086 GRASS CUTTING IN CREMATION AREA OF CEMETERY:-

The Chairman advised that he had spoken to George Fillingham and reiterated the requirement to pick up the grass in all public areas including the cemetery. It was noted that the contractor was having difficulties cutting the cremation area due to the number of memorial plaques etc. that he was having to remove and replace.
17/087 DISCUSS AND CONSIDER DANGEROUS BARB WIRE OBSTACLE PLACED BY UNKNOWN PERSON/S ON PUBLIC FOOTPATH:-
Councillor L Carstairs advised that while walking down the footpath from Millfield  Road to Landing Lane (along the side of the catchment pond) she had come across a string of barbed wire tightly secured across the path which was obviously intended to cause injury to anyone walking or cycling on the path. 
It was noted that a member of the public had pulled the wire back and it had been removed by Councillor F Davidson later that day and the incident reported to the police.
17/088 DISCUSS CONDITION OF GRASS COLLECTION AFTER CUTING:-

The Chairman advised that the current contractor has never increased his prices despite the fluctuations in the price of oil and his increased workload so he will be submitting a revised quote to the Parish Council for consideration.
Due to the anticipated increase it was agreed that the grass cutting contract would not be rolled over and that the contract would be discussed further at the June meeting.

County Councillor M Jordan left the meeting.

17/089 CONSIDER AND DECIDE IF TO DONATE THE PARISH COUNCIL NOTICEBOARD (SITED IN THE CHURCHYARD) TO THE CHURCH:-

Councillor G Harrison suggested that the Parish Council donate the noticeboard to the church as this is not currently used and this was proposed by Councillor R Drew, seconded by Councillor F Davidson and unanimously agreed.
Councillor R Chilvers suggested that a second Parish Council noticeboard should be sited at the Playing Fields and it was agreed that Councillor F Davidson would speak to the Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Fields Association regarding this.
17/090 PLANNING:-

a) Applications Received ex Selby District Council:

1. (2017/0345/OUT) Outline application with some matters reserved to include access and layout for 8 dwellings on land off Woodand House, School Road, Hemingbrough. Strongly Object
1) The development will cause a build-up of traffic pulling out onto the A63 from School Road. This entrance/exit to the village would need to be developed for any future traffic increase and a roundabout/waiting area in the road for turning into School Road would be required (at the applicants expense) on the grounds of safety.
If road improvements are not carried out then this application should be refused.
Amended Plans and Additional Information
2. (2016/1337/OUTM) Outline application for residential development of up to 21 dwellings (with all matters reserved) on land to the east of Street Record, School Road, Hemingbrough.
Strongly object unless double yellow lines are put on either side of School Road from the primary school to the junction of the A63 and significant improvements are made to the A63 junction (at the applicants expense).
If road improvements are not carried out then this development should be refused.
