18/083 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-
The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 19th April 2018 were proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor R Drew and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
18/084 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update
The Chairman advised that Elmhirst Parker required further paperwork to be completed in relation to the Memorial Garden transfer which was in hand and that there was no further update on the Hagg Lane registration.
b) Water Lane Pond
The Chairman reported that the contractor had started work installing the verge markers on Tuesday 15th May and that the job has now been completed with positive feedback being received from residents.

The Chairman also advised that he would be meeting with the grass cutting contractor on Friday 18th May with regards to tidying up the pond area. 

c) Oldways
The Chairman reiterated that work had started on phase 3 of the project (Church Walk heading south) but this had been delayed due to the recent wet weather. It was noted that work will recommence in a couple of weeks when the project will be completed (weather permitting).

The Chairman also advised that the group have applied for funding to purchase a weeping willow tree and wetland flowers.

d) Low Wall – St Marys Avenue 
Councillor C Dandy reported that the resident was still in correspondence with the Land Registry and that concern has also been raised regarding the state of the footpath. Councillor Dandy to continue to monitor. 
e) Tree – Land with no name
The clerk advised that she had written to the resident as instructed and it was agreed that this item will be taken off future agenda’s with any further communication being dealt with under correspondence.
f) General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) Update
The clerk reported that on the 9th May MP’s accepted the Government amendment to exempt all Parish and Town Councils from the requirement to appoint a Data Protection Officer (DPO).

It was also noted that the Information Commissioner’s Officer (ICO) have issued a reassurance statement for the parish sector advising that provided councils are committed to working towards implementation of GDPR requirements and have a positive attitude to this they will be understanding, fair and proportionate.
g) Millennium Sundial 
Councillor R Drew reported that a new centre is being constructed for the old dial but unfortunately due to ill health the restoration has been delayed, Councillor Drew to continue to monitor.

Once the policy has been agreed the Parish Council will look at appointing representatives to oversee the Memorial Garden site. RESOLVED
18/086 PLANNING:-

a) Applications Received ex Selby District Council:

1. (2018/0500/HPA) Proposed single storey extension at Ellaborne House, Garthends Lane, Hemingbrough. No Objections
2. (2018/0494/OUT) Outline application for a proposed residential development of up to 5 No. dwellings including access with all other matters reserved at Woodland House, School Road, Hemingbrough. Concerns Raised
The land in the area of the proposed site at Woodland House is known to be susceptible to flooding, especially during the winter months. Hemingbrough Parish council in consultation with local farmers have been advised that this is due to the inadequacy of the underground culvert that services the area from the East to the West of the village. The local playing field that adjoins this area is regularly flooded at the North end around the kiddie’s playground and bowling green.

Looking to the South from this point it can be seen that School Road is possibly a metre higher than the A63 to the North and this is the same, at the proposed building site, therefore it would make sense that any water runs down to this point to drain away. Unfortunately water does not drain away fast enough thus causing, in many cases severe flooding. 

Hemingbrough Parish Council would advise Selby District planning department that it would be prudent to look into the drainage of this area as a matter of urgency, prior to agreeing any planning permission.

Two years ago the very same underground culvert was upgraded under Main Street, Hemingbrough council understand that it had partially collapsed. We would also add that dwellings to the East of the village are experiencing minor flooding in the winter months, these dwellings in and around surrounding areas rely on soakaways draining to the North and along the A63 to the West.

It is the Hemingbrough councils understanding, that the said underground culvert does not come under the jurisdiction of the Dykes and Drainage Board, it is understood it will be that of the Highways department.

It would we suggest, be sensible to allow the developer to assist in the upgrade of the drainage system now, than expect the Highways to cover the costs later. 
Concern has also been raised regarding the access onto the A63, the increase in the volume of traffic and inadequate parking for the number and size of the proposed dwellings.
3. (2018/0452/TP) Proposed crown reduction on the house side by 2 metres to 1 No Beech (T1) and crown reduction by 2 metres to 1 No Beech (T2) covered by TPO 18/1987 at Fagus View, School Road, Hemingbrough. Strongly Object
1) The trees are part of the character of the village.

2) When planning permission was granted a condition was put in place that the trees concerned must remain and the TPO's were in place prior to the construction of the dwellings.
