19/074 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public expressed their concerns regarding the outline planning application for residential development for up to 40 custom built dwellings on land off School Road (2019/0458/OUTM).
The resident also spoke about the previous application for residential development on this site which was refused in May 2018 (2017/0772/OUTM).
Another resident raised concern that there is no provision for affordable homes in the new application and the Chairman briefly spoke about the application.

b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Item (19/082a) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society. 
19/079 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman advised that unfortunately Councillor M Allitt had resigned from the Parish Council with immediate effect due to personal reasons.
19/080 CLERKS REPORT: - No report given
19/081 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 18th April 2019 were proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
19/082 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways
The Chairman reiterated that at the April Parish Council meeting it was resolved to use the CIL money available (£2898) to complete the Oldways project and reported that Plasmor have agreed to provide top soil to fill the ditch and level out the area.
b) Dog Fouling
Councillor L Carstairs reported that they had still not received any response from the school with regards to getting the children involved in a competition to design a poster to raise awareness of dog fouling and it was that the clerk would follow this up. 
The Parish Council raised concern that the dog bins are not being routinely emptied by Selby District Council which is leading to the bins overflowing. It was noted that the clerk had contacted Selby District Council by telephone on a number of occasions to report that the bins had not been emptied and it was resolved to formally write to Selby District Council to raise the Parish Councils concerns.
Councillor F Davidson advised that the school were holding their Summer Fair on Saturday 13th July and it was agreed to enquire if it would be possible for the Parish Council to have a stall, to be discussed further at the June meeting.
19/083 PLANNING:-
a) Applications Received ex Selby District Council: 
1. (2019/0458/OUTM) Outline application including access (all other matters reserved) for residential development for up to 40no custom built dwellings on Land off School Road, School Road, Hemingbrough.
The Chairman spoke about the history of the site and the reasons why the previous application (2017/0772/OUTM) was rejected.
Councillor K Terry spoke about the site and raised concern that Selby District Council appears to overlook any planning concerns/comments raised by the Parish Council.

Councillor R Chilvers noted that the plan is not accurate as this shows part of the site that the applicant does not own and is misleading. It was also noted that the application also contains further inaccurate information.
It was agreed to contact District Councillor K Arthur to request that the application goes before the Planning Committee for determination.

It was agreed that due to the amount of information contained in the application an 
Extraordinary Meeting would be held on Friday 24th May to discuss the application at length and decide on a response to be sent to Selby District Council.
2. (2019/0431/CPE) Lawful development certificate for existing change of use of land for multiple caravans and lodges on the site since 1978 at Market Garden, Hull Road, Hemingbrough
The Chairman gave an overview of the application and the history of the site and the application was discussed by the Parish Council. As further investigation was required it was agreed that the application would be deferred to the Extraordinary Meeting arranged for Friday 24th May.
3. (2019/0347/HPA) Proposed erection of two storey side and rear extension including front porch following demolition of existing side porch and rear privy at 2 Babthorpe Cottages, Hull Road, Hemingbrough. No Objections
4. Reconsultation - (2019/0217/REM) Reserved matters application including appearance, landscaping, layout, scale and access of approval 2016/0895/OUT outline application for residential development with all matters reserved on Land adjacent to Woodland House, School Road, Hemingbrough. Strongly Object 

It was agreed to submit the same objections raised at the March Parish Council meeting:-
1) The outline planning application showed a reasonable crossing point for pedestrians but this is not shown on the reserved matters application and there is no footpath on the proposed development side of the road. 

2) The Parish Council query what provision is being made for pedestrians. 

3) Safety concern regarding the access as this has been moved nearer to the junction with the A63 which is an extremely busy and potentially dangerous junction.

4) The Parish Council are concerned that the outline application made provision for affordable housing but this is not shown in the reserved matters application.

The Parish Council expressed their concerns that the objection raised by a member of the public to the 2016/2017 accounts had resulted in the above fees when having considered all the information provided, PKF Littlejohn LLP had concluded that they did not accept the objections.
