The Chairman welcomed Councillors M Allitt (belated) and C Dandy to the Parish Council.
17/191 PUBLIC FORUM:-
Mrs Susan Sellers thanked the Parish Council for attending the Remembrance Service at St Mary’s Church.

A member of the public asked if there was any update on the planning application for residential development at land off School Road (2017/0772/OUTM) and the Chairman advised that unfortunately there was no further update at present.

A member of the public congratulated those involved with the extension of the woodland walk in the Oldways which is a fantastic asset for dog walkers.
17/192 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.

17/193 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
Councillor R Drew raised concern regarding the forthcoming closure of Mill Lane, Selby and the need for traffic control and County Councillor M Jordan agreed to raise this with Highways. 
District Councillor J Deans advised that the Partnership Board have agreed to swap the dates for the next Eastern Community Engagement Forum and Partnership Board, so the Partnership Board meeting will be held on Wednesday 28th March 2018 and the Forum will take place on Wednesday 25th April 2018.
17/194 APOLOGIES: - None Received
17/195 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (17/199c) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Item (17/199c) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
c) Councillor G Harrison declared a Non-Registerable Interest in Item (17/199c) Registration and License Update / Village Greens due to being a member of Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
17/196 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-
The Chairman spoke about the good attendance at both the Remembrance Service at St Mary’s Church and at the Memorial Garden. 

The Chairman reported that in excess of 350 bikers had also attended the service at the Memorial Garden as part of their Ride of Remembrance which raised £1250 for the Royal British Legion.
17/197 CLERKS REPORT:- 
The clerk gave an overview of the Selby District Council clerks planning forum held on Wednesday 15th November. It was noted that Selby District Council are looking at moving towards electronic consultation on planning applications and that they are looking for volunteers in the first instance but that this will be implemented throughout the borough in the future.
RESOLVED that Hemingbrough Parish Council is happy to adopt electronic planning consultation, clerk to contact Selby District Council.
It was also noted that the clerk would be attending a clerks meeting on Wednesday 29th November to discuss and receive the Council Tax Base information for the Parish.
17/198 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-
The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 19th October 2017 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor R Drew and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
17/199 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update/Village Greens 
The clerk reported that she had spoken to Elmhirst Parker and had been advised that they did not envisage a response from Land Registry until the end of November at the earliest.
b) Water Lane Pond
Discussing fencing for Water Lane Pond
The Parish Council initially discussed the information sourced by members and the suggestion of planting a low hedge as an alternative to fencing but during the discussion it was noted that this is a village green and therefore cannot be fenced off. 
RESOLVED that Councillor M Allitt would obtain a quote to replace the wooden posts around the green to be discussed further at the December meeting.                                                
c) Oldways
The Chairman reiterated that as agreed at the August Parish Council meeting Fountains had been given permission to reduce the trees that were interfering with overhead power lines by a third as part of their ten year resilience project. 
It was noted that Fountains had initially intended to chip the cuttings to be re-used on the Oldways but unfortunately they had been unable to get the machinery required to the site therefore it had been agreed that the logs will be used in the Oldways to create a wildlife habitat.
The Chairman also advised that the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical Heritage Society (PHHHS) have been granted £480 from the Community Engagement Forum (CEF) for improvements to the north end of the Oldways and spoke about the society’s application for funding from the Drax landfill tax.  
d) Speeding on School Road/Update on 20’s Plenty Campaign – No further update
e) Land on St Marys Avenue registered to the Parish Council – No further update
RESOLVED that as the work has now been completed this item will be removed from future agendas.
f) Proposed Traffic Order for Main Street and School Road

The Chairman reported that the proposals agreed by the Parish Council at the October meeting have been submitted to Highways to be re advertised.
17/200 DISCUSS AND CONSIDER SELBY DISTRICT COUNCIL SITE ALLOCATIONS CONSULTATION:-

The Chairman reported that he had attended the consultation event on Wednesday 15th November at the Regen Centre, Riccall but unfortunately this had been cancelled. 
The Chairman read out the comments submitted by the Parish Council in 2014 as part of the PLAN Selby Consultation and it was noted that there was very little change in the plans.
The Parish Council discussed the consultation and it was agreed that the Chairman would attend one of the remaining exhibitions and formulate a response to the Site Allocations Consultation on behalf of the Parish Council.
17/201 CONSIDER AND DECIDE ON ADOPTING POLICY COMMITTEES FORMULATED HEMINGBROUGH PARISH COUNCIL VEXATIOUS POLICY:-
The Chairman advised that the Policy Committee had put together a Vexatious Policy which had been submitted to the Yorkshire Local Councils Association (YLCA) and that they have recommended that although the policy submitted was excellent it would be best practice to split this down into three separate policies (Freedom Of Information, Bullying and Harassment in the workplace and Policy for dealing with abusive, unreasonably persistent or vexatious members of the public).
The Policy for dealing with abusive, unreasonably persistant or vexatious members of the public was circulated to members and discussed.

It was proposed by Councillor R Drew, seconded by Councillor M Allitt and unanimously agreed to adopt the policy. RESOLVED

RESOLVED that the Policy Committee would formulate a Bullying and Harassment in the workplace Policy and also review the Freedom of Information Policy, both to be agreed at a future Parish Council meeting.
County Councillor M Jordan left the meeting.

1. (2017/1226/TEL) Prior notification of proposed development by telecommunications code system operators for the installation of electronic communications apparatus on verge at Street Record, Hull Road, Hemingbrough. Strongly Object
1) This would have a major impact on resident’s amenity.
2) The proposed site is close to a children’s play area.
3) There is no provision for parking to facilitate the erection or maintenance of the mast and this would raise serious safety concerns on the very busy A63.
4) The proposed site is at the junction of various dykes and drainage pipes and there is already a history of localised flooding in the area.
5) The Parish Council suggest that the mast is erected on the site of the derelict water tower (Northfield Road) away from any residential areas.
