19/175 PUBLIC FORUM:-
Mrs Susan Sellers expressed her disappointment that no Parish Councillors had attended the Remembrance Service held at St Marys Church and the Chairman advised that unfortunately no members had been available to attend.
A member of the public thanked District Councillor K Arthur for getting the mud cleared from the pavement and traffic island at the entrance to the village.
It was also noted that the path from the church to Oldways (church walk) had been very overgrown with vegetation and thanked Councillor F Davidson for cutting this back.
The member of the public also expressed concern regarding the overgrown footpath on the A63 (R & R Country) side, clerk to follow this up with Highways.

a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (19/183a) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Items (19/183a) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
c) Councillor R Chilvers declared an Other Interest in Items (19/184) Discuss hire price of tractor and equipment for grass cutting of Oldways and Innermoor Lane & (19/187a No.4) Finance due to the work being carried out by a family member.  
19/180 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-
The Chairman advised that a resident had spoken to him regarding erecting deer warning signs on Hagg Lane, similar to the duck warning signs that have been put on Water Lane.
The Chairman reported that the new public address system speakers will be stored at the Methodist Chapel and the Parish Council need to consider increasing the meeting rent to accommodate this.
19/181 CLERKS REPORT: -

The clerk also read out correspondence received from the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society thanking the Parish Council for their donation of £100.00 which helped to fund the Remembrance Day Service held at the Memorial Garden. The service was well attended with 500 Ride of Honour members fundraising for the Royal British Legion and approximately 300 residents and visitors.
19/182 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEETING:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 17th October 2019 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor S Bennett and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
19/183 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways
The Chairman reported that it has been agreed with Andy Pulleyne to delay the start of work 
on Phase 4 (Footpath from Church Walk to Landing Lane) until the new year due to the state of the ground.
Registration Update  (No further update)
b) Village Greens  (Nothing to report)
c) Dog Fouling 
The Chairman read out correspondence received from a resident regarding dog fouling and the use of CCTV.
The Chairman advised that although dog fouling is an ongoing issue in the village the Parish Council have limited powers and the costs and complexity of installing CCTV could be disproportionate. 
The Parish Council discussed the wider implications with regards to installing CCTV cameras in public open spaces and monitoring of the footage and it was noted that this issue was previously discussed at the Parish Council meeting held on 21st February 2019 but following advice received from the Yorkshire Local Councils Associations (YLCA) and the Information Commissioners Office it had been agreed not to proceed with installing CCTV. 

Councillor C Dandy reiterated that the Parish Council have approached the school on numerous occasions with regards to getting them involved with the dog fouling poster competition but have had no feedback from them.
Councillor L Stebbings thanked a member of the public who has been picking up dog fouling throughout the village.
d) Memorial Garden
It was noted that the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society (PHHHS) will be working at the Memorial Garden on Friday 22nd November to prune the roses ready for the winter and that several residents have already offered their help with this.
Councillor R Chilvers reported that a resident (who has previously carried out volunteer work at the Memorial Garden) had approached him and asked for permission from the Parish Council to prune the roses and this was unanimously agreed; clerk to confirm in writing.
Councillor F Davidson also advised that he had been approached by a resident who has asked for permission to donate a bench for the Memorial Garden and this was also unanimously agreed; Councillor Davidson to liaise with the resident. 
The Chairman reported that he had been approached by Brayton Parish Council for advice on the public address system recently purchased.
19/184 DISCUSS HIRE PRICE OF TRACTOR AND EQUIPMENT FOR GRASS CUTTING OF OLDWAYS AND INNERMOOR LANE:-
The Chairman advised that Colin Chilvers has previously cut back the sides of Inner Moor Lane (as agreed at the July 2019 meeting) and reported that he had recently spoken to Colin again with regards to keeping Inner Moor Lane clear.  
It was noted that Colin has volunteered to cut back Inner Moor Lane on a regular basis at the same time as cutting the Oldways provided that the Parish Council hire the specialist equipment required at a cost of £50 per cut.
It was proposed by Councillor F Davison, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed to hire the equipment required for 9 cuts for both the Oldways and Inner Moor Lane, any further cuts to be agreed by the Parish Council. RESOLVED
19/185 DISCUSS YELLOW LINES IN PLACE IN HEMINGBROUGH:-
Councillor L Stebbings reported that a resident had approached him with regards to extending the double yellow lines on School Road.
Councillor Dandy raised concern that no traffic signs are in place to enforce the parking restrictions and the Chairman advised that the Highways engineer is still awaiting receipt of these.
Councillor F Davidson asked that the Parish Council follow up on the signs as until they are erected the parking restrictions are not enforceable.
The Parish Council had a discussion with regards to parking problems throughout the village and the time restrictions that will apply to the yellow lines.
It was resolved to submit a strong objection to Selby District Council in relation to the proposed residential development of up to five dwellings at Woodland House, School Road unless the yellow lines are extended (North Side) along School Road to the junction with the A63.
Councillor R Chilvers spoke about extending the yellow lines further along Main Street and members raised a query with regards to the  bus stop road markings on Main Street; Chairman to raise with Mick Gatenby – Arriva.

19/188 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES: - 
Councillor L Carstairs advised that the recent CEF meeting (13/11) held at Cawood Primary School and themed around the recent archaeological dig that has taken place in Cawood was very well attended.
Councillor F Davidson spoke about the tree on the A63 near the entrance to the Playing Fields which is very overgrown and obstructing the line of site and the clerk also read out correspondence received from a resident expressing concern about the tree.
It was noted that Sharon Fox (Highways) had previously given permission for the HI & PFA to remove the tree but the HI & PFA have raised safety concerns due to the close proximity to the A63.

It was also noted that Highways have advised that the Playing Fields access is private and should only be used for service vehicles for ground maintenance and emergency vehicles.
Councillor F Davidson to raise the access issue with the HI & PFA trustees. 
Councillor R Chilvers reported that the HI & PFA had raised concern regarding speeding traffic on the A63 and had asked for a vehicle activated sign which shows the speed that the vehicle is travelling; Chairman and Councillor R Chilvers to ask Plasmor if they would pay for/contribute towards a sign.
19/189 CORRESPONDENCE:-
1) Resident – Correspondence received regarding village issues (which have already been addressed in the meeting) and raising concern that the Parish Council have no representative on the Board of School Governors.
The clerk advised that she had spoken to the school and as far as they are concerned there is no requirement to have a Parish Council representative and they have a full complement of Governors at present.
19/190 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES: - 

Councillor K Terry raised concern regarding a fallen willow tree at Hagg Lane; clerk to contact the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group secretary to enquire if the group intend to take action on this or if not the Parish Council will arrange to get the work sorted.
Councillor L Carstairs raised concern regarding the footpath on the A63 from Hemingbrough to Cliffe; it was noted that the vegetation has recently been cut back but the footpath requires cleaning, clerk to chase up with Selby District Council.
