MINUTES OF MEETING OF HEMINGBROUGH PARISH COUNCIL HELD AT HEMINGBROUGH METHODIST CHAPEL ON THURSDAY 19TH OCTOBER 2017  
Prior to the start of the meeting the Chairman advised that following recent disturbances during Hemingbrough Parish Council meetings, there is now a designated area in the North East corner of the room for anyone wishing to film or record proceedings. All members of the press and anyone wishing to film or record are requested to operate from this designated area, with immediate effect.

17/172 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public asked if there was any update on the planning application for residential development at land off School Road (2017/0772/OUTM). County Councillor M Jordan advised that due to the current heavy workload there are significant delays in applications going before the Planning Committee and it was agreed to keep the resident updated.
A member of the public advised that she had contacted Highways regarding the poor condition of Landing Lane and it was agreed that the clerk would follow this up.

17/173 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.

17/174 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
County Councillor M Jordan spoke about the Selby District Council Site Allocations consultation and advised that the relocation of Selby Police Station to the Civic Centre was imminent with a further 44 spaces to be created in the car park.
It was also noted that the Selby Bypass was now fully open.

Councillor J Deans advised that the Eastern CEF Partnership Board meeting had been held on Wednesday 18th October with funding approved for Selby Tiger Sharks (swimming club), 1st Cliffe Brownies, Hemingbrough Bowls Club and Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
It was also noted that in order to ensure that there was enough time to deliver publicity for the next Community Engagement Forum, the Partnership Board had agreed to swap the dates for the next Eastern Community Engagement Forum and Partnership Board, so the Partnership Board will be held on Wednesday 15 November 2017 and the Forum will take place on Wednesday 31 January 2018.

Councillor Deans also spoke briefly about the Selby District Council Site Allocations consultation and the exhibition events and advice surgeries being held during the consultation period.

17/176 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:-

c) Councillor G Harrison declared a Non-Registerable Interest in Item (17/180a) Registration and License Update / Village Greens due to being a member of Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
17/177 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-
The Chairman reported that the footpath between Hagg Lane and the Memorial Garden has now been resurfaced.

The clerk reiterated that the pool of sites consultation is running until Monday 27th November and advised that Selby District Council have arranged a series of exhibitions across the district with the documents also available online, in local libraries and at the Civic Centre.

It was noted that Selby District Council would like the views of Parish and Town Councils and that all members are invited to attend a consultation event on Wednesday 15th November commencing at 6.30pm at the Regen Centre, Riccall.

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 21st September 2017 were proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
17/180 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update/Village Greens 
The clerk reported that she had chased this up with Elmhirst Parker and been advised that first time registrations are now taking upwards of six months to be processed by Land Registry.
b) Water Lane Pond
Water Lane Pond Risk Assessment 

Councillor R Chilvers spoke about the history of the pond and proposed that due to the steep sides the Parish Council should carry out a risk assessment and also proceed with the registration of the pond but there was no seconder for this proposal.
Councillor F Davidson advised that the Parish Council have already spoken to Elmhirst Parker with regards to registering the pond and it was noted that this will be looked at once the registration of Hagg Lane has been completed.
Discuss fencing for Water Lane Pond 
It was noted that as no quotes had been received this item would be deferred until the November meeting.
c) Oldways
The Chairman reported that the mulch was ready to be spread but due to the wet conditions this has been delayed.
d) Speeding on School Road/Update on 20’s Plenty Campaign -  No further update
e) Land on St Marys Avenue registered to the Parish Council 
Councillor F Davison reported that five fruit trees (2 apple, 2 pear and a plum) have been planted and that a positive response has been received from residents.
The Chairman thanked Councillors F Davidson and L Stebbings for all their assistance.

17/181 UPDATE ON TRANSFER OF OWNERSHIP OF MEMORIAL GARDEN: - No further update
17/182 RECEIVE UPDATE ON PROPOSED TRAFFIC ORDER FOR MAIN STREET AND SCHOOL ROAD:-

The Chairman advised that both himself and the clerk had attended a meeting with Highways to discuss the traffic orders agreed at the September Parish Council meeting and that they 
were not happy to proceed to Committee with the proposals in their current form.

Main Street

It was agreed to proceed with single yellow lines with no waiting between 8am to 4pm Monday to Friday.

School Road 

It was agreed to proceed with double yellow lines (no waiting at any time) along the border of the playing field with single yellow lines from the playing field to Chestnut Garth with no waiting between 8am to 9am and 3pm to 4pm Monday to Friday and on the school side single yellow lines outside Chapelfield Cottages with no waiting between 8am to 4pm Monday to Friday.
The proposals were accepted by the Parish Council and the Chairman reported that these traffic orders will now be re advertised and it is hoped that they will be looked at favourably by the Committee.

It was also noted that the bus stop on Main Street (outside the church) will be restricted to no parking Monday to Saturday only. 
17/183 DISCUSS REPAIR AND MAINTENANCE OF MILLENNIUM SUNDIAL:- 
Councillor R Drew advised that the sundial is in a poor state of repair and that the member of the public that has previously repaired the sundial is prepared to carry out the work if the Parish Council pay for the materials.

It was agreed that Councillor Drew would obtain a quote for the materials required to be discussed and agreed at the November meeting.

Councillor L Stebbings to speak to the homeowner to confirm that they are happy for the sundial to remain on their outside wall.

c) Note receipt of Annual Return for the year ended 31st March 2017 from PKF Littlejohn:-
The clerk read out the external auditors report as listed:-

“On the basis of our review of the annual return, in our opinion the information in the annual return is in accordance with proper practices and no matters have come to our attention giving cause for concern that relevant legislative and regulatory requirements have not been met.”   

The clerk also reported that PKF Littlejohn have advised that they do not certify that they have completed the review of the annual return and discharged their responsibilities under the Local Audit and Accountability Act 2014 for the year ended 31st March 2017 because they have received correspondence from an elector of the parish that must be considered prior to certifying the completion of the review.
The Chairman spoke about a previous objection to the Parish Council accounts (2010/11) by the same resident which found no breach of proper practices and resulted in a bill of over £1600. 
In light of this the Chairman suggested writing to PKF Littlejohn advising that the Parish Council refuse to pay any additional costs relating to the objection unless they are found to be at fault. This was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor M Allitt and unanimously agreed.
d) Hemingbrough Institute & Playing Fields Association Finances:-

Councillor F Davidson asked the Parish Council to consider paying an annual grant to the Hemingbrough and Institute Playing Fields. Following a brief discussion concerning the Parish Council finances it was agreed that this would be considered further when the Parish Council discuss their budget and precept requirements for 2018.  
e) Consider and Agree Charitable Donation Requests Received:-

The following donations were agreed by the Parish Council and granted under Section 137.

1) A donation of £400 was given to Hemingbrough Good Companions for the day to day running of the club, outings/lunches and Christmas party.

2) A donation of £450 was given to Hemingbrough Bowls Club for the bowls for all project.

3) A donation of £500 was given to 1st Hemingbrough Rainbows for cooking/baking, trips out, activities and insurance contribution.

4) A donation of £300 was given to Bruff Club to create an early years foundation stage garden.

5) A donation of £1000 was given to Big Lunch Hemingbrough PCC towards purchasing additional tables and entertainment for the Big Lunch (June) and additional autumn event.

6) A donation of £350 was given to Hemingbrough Methodist Chapel towards the 

re-decoration of the community hall.
Proposed by Councillor R Chilvers, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed.

f) Discuss and Consider Donation Request Received from Chairman of Selby District Council 2017/18:-
The request was discussed and it was unanimously agreed that the Parish Council donations have been granted for this year and that the current policy states that the donations are given to local groups and good causes.
17/186 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES: - 
Councillor L Carstairs gave an overview of the Eastern CEF Partnership Board meeting held on Wednesday 18th October and it was noted that all groups that receive funding from the CEF are now asked to complete an impact report.

Councillor Carstairs also gave a breakdown of Designated Service Villages (DSVs) Housing Supply in the District (819 Homes already built, 226 Homes with planning permission already started and 1,522 Homes with planning permission not yet started) and it was noted that this already exceeds the Core Strategy requirement of 2,000.
The Chairman gave an overview of the Yorkshire Local Councils Association (YLCA) meeting held on Wednesday 11th October when Inspector Ian McNiff gave a short presentation on operational policing issues specifically related to town and parish councils and the Parish Council briefly discussed local policing issues.

17/188 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES:-

Councillor L Stebbings reported fly tipping on the A63 (near entrance to Hagg Lane) and it was noted that the clerk had already reported this to Selby District Council.

Councillor G Harrison reported nettles overgrowing around the dog bin and onto the footpath on Main Street at the entrance to the village and Councillor F Davidson volunteered to cut these back.   
Councillor L Stebbings reported that he had received a complaint from a resident regarding a stretch of Inner Moor Lane that was impassable. It was noted that Councillor F Davidson has recently cleared the lane and the clerk was asked to contact NYCC to ensure that they will carry out this work in the future in order to keep it clear.

Councillor F Davidson raised concern that the street lights in the Cloisters that were previously excluded from the NYCC Part Night Lighting Scheme have started going off again between midnight and 5am, clerk to report to NYCC.
