18/172 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public spoke about her daughters fund raising efforts in aid of Selby Hedgehog Haven.

The Chairman thanked a member of the public present for constructing the wooden backings for the new Parish Council no parking signs and a brief discussion was held regarding the placement of the signs.
18/173 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
18/174 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
District Councillor J Deans advised that at the Eastern CEF Partnership Board Meeting held on Wednesday 17th October funding of £5,000 was agreed to provide a weekly shopping bus service to cover the villages of Riccall, Ryther and Kelfield. 
Councillor Deans also reported that it had been agreed to promote the Eastern CEF through the use of CEF plaques and promotional films. 
It was noted that the next CEF Partnership Board meeting will be held on Wednesday 14th November at 6.30pm with the Eastern CEF Forum scheduled for Wednesday 23rd January 2019.  
County Councillor M Jordan reported that North Yorkshire County Council (NYCC) are pursuing Government to address the issue of rural areas where the fibre-based coverage is not available (not spots) and it was noted that funding will be made available to erect extra masts around the county.
Councillor Jordan also advised that NYCC have put in a bid for funding to build a special needs school in Osgodby.
18/175 APOLOGIES: - None Received
18/176 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Items (18/180b) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society and (18/180d) Village Green Trees due to having previously dealt with both of the tree surgeons approached to quote for the work required.
b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Item (18/180b) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
c) Councillor G Harrison declared a Non-Registerable Interest in Item (18/180a) Registration and License Update / Village Greens due to being a member of Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
18/177 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman asked members to keep any discussion concise due to the lengthy agenda.
18/178 CLERKS REPORT: - No report given
18/179 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 20th September 2018 were proposed by Councillor M Allitt, seconded by Councillor F Davidson and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
18/180 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update 
Hagg Lane
The Chairman read out a letter received from the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group immediately prior to the Parish Council meeting suggesting that three representatives from each party with an independent chair meet to attempt to resolve some of the issues.
The clerk gave an overview of the meeting with Martin Legg – Elmhirst Parker held on 11th October (Councillors F Davidson, R Chilvers, K Terry and the clerk in attendance) and 
it was noted that as both parties have indicated that they wish to negotiate Land Registry have adjourned the registration to allow discussions to take place. 

It was reported that Elmhirst Parker would be writing to the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group to request the names and addresses of all the members of the group as all the members are personally liable for any costs as they are an incorporated body. The PC members are not liable for costs individually as the Parish Council as a body would be liable.

It was also noted that Elmhirst Parker would contact the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Groups solicitor to establish what the group are hoping to achieve so the Parish Council can discuss their next course of action. If this cannot be resolved then it would proceed to 1st tier costs with the loser liable for these.
The Parish Council discussed the late correspondence received from the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group and it was resolved that as the Parish Council are now working under the instruction of Elmhirst Parker the clerk would forward the letter to Martin Legg and request his advice. 
b) Oldways
Litter Bin Request Update
The Chairman advised that he was still in the process of sourcing a suitable litter bin.
c) Low Wall – St Marys Avenue 
Councillor C Dandy advised that she has written to Land Registry but had not received a response. It was also noted that Councillor Dandy would be contacting Selby District Council regarding an archived planning application that may be relevant to her investigations.
d) Village Green Trees (St Marys Avenue cul-de-sac)
Discuss quotations received

The two quotes received which were very similar in price were discussed at length and it was proposed by Councillor F Davidson and seconded by Councillor L Stebbings that George Fillingham be awarded both contracts.
Councillor M Allitt proposed that Mark Bell be awarded both contracts and this was seconded by Councillor G Harrison.
A vote was taken and the vote was recorded as follows:-

In favour of awarding both contracts to Mark Bell: - 7 Votes Received 

RESOLVED to award both contracts to Mark Bell.

18/181 CONSIDER RE-ESTABLISHING PARISH COUNCIL PRACTICE OF PUTTING A POPPY CROSS ON THE FOUR WAR GRAVES IN ST MARY’S CEMETRY:-
Councillor R Chilvers advised that previously a poppy cross has been put on the war graves in the cemetery and suggested that to mark the 100 anniversary the Parish Council should re-establish this practice.
This was unanimously agreed and Councillor F Davidson volunteered to locate the graves and erect the crosses.

It was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor M Allitt and agreed (with one abstention) to adopt the Hemingbrough Parish Council Village Green Policy.

e) Consider and Agree Charitable Donation Requests Received:-

18/185 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES: - 
Councillor F Davidson briefly spoke about the Parish Council noticeboard which it is hoped will be attached to the side of the scoreboard at the Playing Fields. Councillor Davidson also raised a query regarding Parish Council representation on the Board of School Governors and it was agreed that this would be discussed further at the next Parish Council meeting.
18/186 CORRESPONDENCE:- 
1) Resident – Receipt of letter regarding Methodist Chapel/Main Street parking issues and the lack of maintenance to the outside of a business/property on Main Street was noted.
It was agreed that although the Parish Council sympathise with the parking situation unfortunately as Main Street is a public road the Parish Council have no jurisdiction on this matter.

With regards to maintenance of the property again this does not come under the Parish Councils remit and it was suggested that the resident contact Environmental Health regarding their concerns.
18/187 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES:-
Councillor R Chilvers raised a query regarding the need for a drop kerb at the end of Water Lane (opposite the doctor’s surgery) and Councillor L Stebbings agreed to look into this.
