19/158 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public raised concern regarding the condition of the footpath/cyclepath on the A63 between Main Street and the farm shop which is muddy, slippery and very narrow due to overgrown vegetation. She also expressed concern that the traffic island at the junction with Main Street is also very muddy.
It was noted that she has contacted both Selby District Council and North Yorkshire County Council on several occasions but had received no response and following a meeting with Mark Lumby – NYCC Highways she was advised that Selby District Council are responsible for street cleaning however no action has been taken.
The member of the public also spoke about speeding on the A63 and expressed concern that during last year’s Remembrance Service held at the Memorial Garden a number of vehicles, both cars and motorbikes, had parked on her drive without permission and had also been rude. 
The Chairman apologised for the difficulties she had experienced during the Ride of Remembrance and assured her that he had already spoken to the event organiser and this will not happen again.
Mrs Susan Sellers invited the Parish Council to lay a wreath at the Remembrance Service at St Mary’s Church.

19/159 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was circulated.
19/160 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-  
County Councillor M Jordan advised that at the last NYCC Full Council meeting members had discussed complaints received regarding street cleaning and the ongoing problems with contractors and it was noted that this is now being investigated.
Councillor Jordan and District Councillor Karl Arthur agreed to pursue the complaints raised during the public forum with Selby District Council on behalf of the resident.
Councillor Jordan also spoke about the forthcoming Selby and Ainsty Area Constituency Committee Meeting (08/11) and advised that Selby District Council are looking to reduce the number of paper plans being sent out to Parish Councils.
District Councillor K Arthur spoke about the ongoing Selby Station Gateway Improvements consultation and reported that Selby District Council is once again offering free car parking at any of the Council’s car parks on Saturdays in December (maximum of four hours) to encourage people to shop in Selby over the festive period.
Councillor Arthur also advised that flyers will be delivered around local villages to promote the Community Engagement Forum (CEF) and they also want to speak to local Parish Councils about their work.

19/163 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-
The Chairman thanked members for delivering the newsletters last week and it was noted that they have all been delivered except for the outlining areas which are still to be done; Councillor L Carstairs volunteered to assist.
19/164 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk advised that Selby District Council have now appointed a new Monitoring Officer – Alison Hartley who replaces Bernice Elgot who was the interim Monitoring Officer.

It was noted that the Parish Councils objection to the removal of the payphone has been added to Selby District Councils response to the First Notice which will be published shortly for comment.
The First Notice will set out the District Council’s draft decisions on the 11 payphones being considered by British Telecom for removal and the Parish Council will be notified and given the opportunity to support or object to the District Councils response.

19/165 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEETING:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 19th September 2019 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor C Dandy and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
19/166 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways
The Chairman advised that work on Phase 4 - Footpath from Church Walk to Landing Lane had been delayed due to the weather and would now start in November.
Registration Update
It was noted that Martin Gaffney Solicitors had been instructed to act on behalf of the Parish Council and they were in the process of carrying out the required searches.
b) Village Greens
It was noted that the three remaining ducks have disappeared from Water Lane Pond and it is presumed that they have migrated for the winter.
c) Dog Fouling 
Councillor L Carstairs reported that a resident of Mill Lane has erected a dog fouling sign as a deterrent due to regular dog fouling in their garden.  

It was noted that Councillors C Dandy and L Carstairs are to put a poster together to promote the dog fouling competition which will be put on the Parish Council and Community noticeboards.
19/167 CONSIDER AND DECIDE ON THE PURCHASE OF A PUBLIC ADDRESS SYSTEM:-
The Chairman reiterated that the Parish Council had been asked by a member of the public to consider using a public address system to help members of the public hear the discussion during meetings but that in order to benefit as many residents as possible it was agreed to look at systems that could also be used for other functions (including outdoors).
The Chairman gave details of a system (circulated to members) that was suitable for both indoor and outdoor use and this was discussed by members.
Councillor L Carstairs spoke about the possibility of using a hearing loop system but it was agreed that this type of system would only benefit a small number of residents.
It was proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor S Bennett and agreed with a majority vote (two abstentions) to purchase a portable public address system with weather resistant speaker covers at a cost of £ 521.54 + VAT (105.97) which could also be used free of charge by any local/community groups.
County Councillor M Jordan and K Arthur left the meeting.

e) Consider and Agree Charitable Donation Requests Received:-
The following donations were agreed by the Parish Council and granted under Section 137:-
1) A donation of £400 was given to Hemingbrough Good Companions for meals out and to help to run the club.

2) A donation of £300 was given to Hemingbrough PCC towards the cost of the purchase of the village Christmas tree and new lights.
3) A donation of £500 was given to Hemingbrough Methodist Chapel towards the installation of a lighting column at the bottom of the extended car park.

4) A donation of £100 was given to the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical Heritage Society (PHHHS) to fund the Remembrance Service at the Community Memorial Garden.
5) A donation of £500 was given to Age UK to support their home visiting information and advice work (100 residents of Hemingbrough have been supported in the last twelve months).
6) A donation of £500 was given to Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Fields (HI & PFA) for safety rails on both sides of the pavilion steps for children attending Bruff Club and the sharpening of gang mowers for maintaining the field throughout the year.
7) A donation of £700 was given to Hemingbrough Football Club towards the installation of portakabins, showers and toilets. 
19/170 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES: - 
Councillors L Carstairs and R Chilvers gave a brief report on the Council for British Archaeology Workshop they both attended 21/09.
The Chairman reported that the recent YLCA Selby Branch Meeting (09/10) was well attended with a presentation given by Phil Gomersall from the National Society of Allotments about setting up allotments in local parishes.
19/171 RECEIVE UPDATE ON REMEMBRANCE SERVICE AT MEMORIAL GARDEN
The Chairman gave an update on the forthcoming Remembrance Service.
19/172 CORRESPONDENCE:-
a) Resident – Receipt of correspondence received requesting that the remaining tree on the Village Green in St Marys Avenue Cul-De-Sac be kept as it is healthy and does not appear to cause any detriment to surrounding properties was noted.
It was also noted that the Parish Council had received additional late correspondence from another resident urging the Parish Council to proceed with the removal of the tree as previously agreed as the roots are lifting the drive and finding their way into drains, leaves are blocking the gutter and creating moss on roofs and the tree is causing light deprivation inside properties.
The Parish Council discussed both letters received and the work approved in August 2018:- 
Remove large Ash tree and poison roots, remove large Conifer tree at side of Ash tree and 
plant three mature Rowan trees in a circular form to the centre of the green.
Large Maple tree to be left for one year until the Rowan trees mature and then to be removed

It was noted that the three Rowan trees are now established and it was agreed to proceed with the removal of the Large Maple tree as previously agreed; to be carried out this autumn.
b) Resident – Receipt of correspondence received regarding St Marys Avenue Village Green was noted.
The Parish Council discussed the residents request to purchase the strip of grass but it was unanimously agreed that this is a Village Green which was gifted to the Parish Council as a green space for the benefit of the village and must remain as such. 
19/173 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES: - 

Councillor S Bennett raised concern regarding the overgrown hedge near the entrance to the Playing Fields (A63) and it was agreed to report this to Highways.
The clerk also gave an update on all the outstanding Highway issues raised previously. 
Councillor L Stebbings queried if motorbikes are permitted to ride in the Oldways and it was noted that Oldways is currently registered as a Village Green and the Village Green Policy states that  “no vehicles are allowed on the Village Greens without the prior permission of the Parish Council”.
The clerk advised that Councillor F Davidson had reported that he has received complaints regarding overhanging branches in Water Lane and the state of the wall in St Marys Avenue. 
It was unanimously agreed to purchase a small poppy cross to put on the war graves in the cemetery.

Councillors are elected on behalf of everyone on the Register of Electors; therefore matters discussed, proposed and voted on, become the majority view and are not necessarily individual councillor’s views.
