20/064 PUBLIC FORUM: - No members of the public were present 
20/065 POLICE REPORT:-

20/066 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS: -

20/068 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (20/072a) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Item (20/072a) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
20/069 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:- 
The Chairman expressed his disappointment in the number of current members as at present there are four vacancies on the Parish Council.
20/070 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk advised that she had applied through Cliffe Parish Council to both County Councillor M Jordan and District Councillor K Arthur’s locality budgets for grants towards the bus subsidy and these have both been granted.
£624.62 was received from Councillor Jordan as this was the amount remaining in his 2020 budget and £2,000 from Councillor Arthur (maximum limit). This money will reduce the amount required from all three Councils (Hemingbrough, Cliffe and Barlby & Osgodby).
20/071 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEETING:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 20th August 2020 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor L Carstairs and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
20/072 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways
The Chairman reported that a large amount of mulch needs to be spread in the Oldways.
b) Village Greens
The Chairman advised that Water Lane Pond has become very overgrown and that George Fillingham has offered his services free of charge for a day if members will volunteer to work with him to clear the pond.
The Chairman spoke briefly about the tree work and path repairs required at Hagg Lane and it was agreed that the Chairman would arrange a site meeting with George Fillingham to look at the work required; members to be advised once a date has been confirmed.

It was also noted that Npower would be carrying out powerline clearance work at Hagg Lane in the near future.
Remembrance Sunday – Discuss alternative arrangements due to Covid 19
The Chairman reiterated that due to Covid 19 restrictions no Remembrance Day Service will be held at the Memorial Garden this year but individuals are welcome to lay a wreath.  
c) Dog Fouling 
Councillor L Carstairs reported that dog fouling had decreased throughout the village but will increase now due to the darker nights and poor weather making off road walks inaccessible.
20/073 BUS SERVICE UPDATE
The Chairman advised that the new timetable is up and running but unfortunately the passenger numbers appear very low so he hopes that the usage will increase; a progress meeting with Arriva has been arranged for Thursday 5th November.  
Members had a brief discussion regarding the timings of the bus.
20/074 CONFIRM TRANSFER OF LAND OWNERSHIP – ST MARYS AVENUE:-
The Chairman gave an overview on the history of the sale of the land and it was noted that unfortunately as the resident never registered the land ownership with Land Registry this had caused an issue with the house sale in 2018 so Chairman and clerk had signed the paperwork provided in order to complete the transfer.  
It was noted that the house was now being resold and unfortunately the seller’s solicitor had advised that the paperwork signed in 2018 was not complete and therefore the Chairman and clerk had been asked to sign the additional paperwork required and this was agreed by members.
The Chairman also gave an update on the transfer of land opposite the Memorial Garden to the Parish Council.

1) National Grid – Receipt of correspondence regarding overhead electricity lines was noted.

Councillor Stebbings also raised concern regarding a collapsed gully on School Road which has been reported to Highways.
