Seven members of the public were also present 
17/149 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public thanked the Parish Council for their assistance with the planning application for residential development at land off School Road (2017/0772/OUTM).

A member of the public reported that the A63 Vehicle Activated Sign is becoming overgrown.

A member of the public queried the high cost of the Selby District Council election charge and expressed his dismay that the Parish Council are having to spend a proportion of the  precept on the election with further potential for a second election to take place which will generate similar additional charges. 

The Chairman reiterated that the Parish Council have no jurisdiction to prevent a petition for an election being submitted to Selby District Council.
17/150 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.

17/151 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:- 
District Councillor K Arthur advised that he has requested that the planning application for residential development at land off School Road (2017/0772/OUTM) is determined by the Planning Committee.
Councillor Arthur also spoke about the Selby District Council Pool of Sites Consultation and changes to car parking changes in both Selby and Tadcaster.
County Councillor M Jordan spoke about a proposed policy change to allow Parish Councils to purchase their own vehicle activated signs subject to road conditions and reported that a Planning Inspector has ruled that Selby District Council does not currently have a Five Year Land Supply.

Councillor Jordan also gave an update on the Selby Bypass resurfacing which is on schedule to re-open in October and advised that he still has a small amount of money available for local/community groups from his NYCC Locality Budget for 2017.

The Chairman noted that the agenda was lengthy and that a Part 2 (Press and Public excluded) would also be held at the end of the meeting to discuss an employment matter.
17/155 CLERKS REPORT:-

Clerk & Councils Direct Newsletter
Weight Restriction Signage (Hagg Lane) 
The clerk reported that Victoria Day (Highways) had confirmed that the weight limit signs have been stuck to two existing direction signs on the A63 in order to give drivers advanced warning of the weight limit for Hagg Lane.
The clerk was asked to contact Victoria Day to advise that the Parish Council is not satisfied with this as they are not the signs as previously promised and are not very visible.
Main Street Resurfacing

The clerk reported that she had spoken to Mark Lumby (Highways) regarding the concerns raised by Councillor F Davidson re the state of Main Street and had been advised that the annual inspection of the roads in Hemingbrough will not be done until November. It was noted that if any defect does not meet the intervention levels in the inspection manual then no action is usually taken although Mark often carries out minor repairs as they become apparent.

Councillor Davidson to compile a list of concerns to be forwarded to Mark Lumby to investigate further.

Parish Council Vacancy
The clerk reported that if the election is contested then the poll will take place on Thursday 26th October.

Planning Application Ref 2017/0772/OUTM

The clerk advised that following the extraordinary meeting (24/08) she had contacted the planning officer who had advised that due to her volume of work she does not have the capacity for a site meeting. It was noted that she has already visited the site and noted its surroundings and does not see any issues raised within the Parish Councils objection that requires her to undertake a further visit.  

It was agreed that the clerk would contact Highways to request a site meeting to discuss the School Road/A63 junction.

a) Registration and License Update/Village Greens 
The clerk advised that she had spoken to Elmhirst Parker who has confirmed that the application is going through the process but that the current turn round by Land Registry is over 65 days.
b) Water Lane Pond
The Chairman noted that the area now requires cutting back including the wildflowers so they will reseed.
Discuss fencing for Water Lane Pond 
Councillor J Sedman proposed that metal fencing should be erected around the grassed area with an entrance gate. It was agreed that Councillors M Allitt, K Terry and F Davidson would approach local contractors for quotes and this would be discussed further at the October Parish Council meeting.

c) Oldways
Litter Bin Request 

The Parish Council discussed the request for a litter bin in the Oldways near the picnic area. 

It was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor M Allitt and agreed to order a litter bin as discussed, clerk to speak to Selby District Council to ensure that the litter bin can be added to their collection schedule.

Clerk to also chase Selby District Council regarding outstanding orders for litter and dog bins.

d) Speeding on School Road/Update on 20’s Plenty Campaign – No further update
Clerk to chase Highways regarding outstanding speed roundels and signage promised for the junction of Landing Lane and Mill Lane.
e) Land on St Marys Avenue registered to the Parish Council 
Councillor F Davidson reported that he has ordered five fruit trees from Henleys Nurseries to be delivered next week. Councillors F Davidson and L Stebbings to plant the trees once received.

a) UPDATE ON TRANSFER OF OWNERSHIP OF MEMORIAL GARDEN: - 

The Chairman read out a statement detailing the history of the transfer of ownership, the advice received from JW Hinchliffe Tanks Ltd following a site meeting in July and the background to the creation of the Memorial Garden. 
b) HEMINGBROUGH PARISH COUNCIL RISK ASSESSMENT FOR THE MEMORIAL GARDEN:-
Councillor R Chilvers proposed that the transfer of ownership should be subject to an independent risk assessment being carried out and that the Parish Council should work with the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical Heritage Society to honour their commitment to fill the diesel tanks and this was seconded by Councillor K Terry.

The Parish Council discussed the safety of the tanks under the site and the Chairman spoke about the quotes received from JW Hinchliffe to fill the diesel tanks. 
A vote was taken on whether to proceed with a risk assessment and the vote was record as follows:-

In favour of proceeding with a risk assessment:- 3 Votes Received 

Against proceeding with a risk assessment:- 7 Votes Received

The Chairman proposed that the transfer of ownership continues as an asset for the community and this was seconded by Councillor F Davidson.

a) DISCUSS AND DECIDE ON PARISH COUNCIL RECOMMENDATIONS TO HIGHWAYS REGARDING PROPOSED TRAFFIC ORDER FOR MAIN STREET AND SCHOOL ROAD:-

The clerk advised that Highways have received a number of objections to both traffic orders so they have determined that the best way forward would be for the Parish Council to decide whether they would still like to go ahead with the proposed traffic orders or not. This would not give the Parish Council the overall decision but would allow the Parish Council to decide on whether or not they would like the proposal taking to Committee Members for them to make the final decision.

It was noted that Highways had written to all objectors and asked them to contact the Parish Council to put their views across and that the clerk had circulated all correspondence received to members for their information. 

The Parish Council discussed the objections received and it was noted that the proposed no waiting at any time restriction for Main Street was not as requested by the Parish Council who had asked for a no waiting restriction between 8am and 6pm and that the Parish Council had also requested a waiting restriction outside Chapelfield Cottages, School Road which had not been included by Highways.

Proposed by Councillor R Drew, seconded by Councillor F Davidson and unanimously agreed to write a letter to Highways asking them to proceed with the traffic order for both Main Street and School Road including the above amendments.

b) CONSIDER AND DECIDE ON WHETHER TO SUPPORT PROPOSED PEDESTRIAN PRECINCT IN SELBY TOWN CENTRE:-
It was noted that County Councillor M Jordan was raising support for a proposed pedestrian precinct in Selby Town Centre. The Parish Council discussed the idea of a pedestrian precinct and wished Councillor Jordan well with his proposal.
