18/161 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman thanked members for delivering the recent Parish Council newsletter which has been well received and residents have already provided feedback regarding dog fouling.
It was also noted that Reverend Dorothy Lambeth has now been given the title of Assistant Minister for the parishes of Riccall, Barlby and Hemingbrough.
The Chairman reported that the Parish Council have now obtained four no parking signs and it was agreed that these will be attached to a wooden backing to make them more substantial.

The Parish Council also agreed that the signs will be put on the village greens situated on St Marys Avenue.

18/164 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update 
Hagg Lane
The Chairman reported that the Parish Council had received a formal notice from Land Registry of the objection to the application under section 73 (5) of the Land Registration Act 2002.
The Chairman read out a letter received from Crombie Wilkinson solicitors advising that their client, Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group object to the application and outlining the reasons why they feel the Parish Council have failed to demonstrate they have acquired title to Hagg Lane Green by adoption of adverse possession (circulated to members).
It was noted that just because an objection has been accepted this does not mean that HM Land Registry considers that the objection will succeed; only that it is not groundless under Section 73 of the Land Registration Act 2002.   
The Parish Council discussed the objection at length and the Chairman reiterated that the Parish Council must consider if they still want to proceed with the application or withdraw it and that Land Registry require a response by 3rd October.
It was also noted that if the Parish Council wish to proceed with the application then it is possible to either negotiate with the objector or to proceed without negotiation.
The Chairman gave a comprehensive overview of the history of the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group and spoke about the advice received from the Yorkshire Local Councils Association (YLCA) that Parish Councils should register all unregistered land.
A further lengthy discussion took place and it was noted that the Parish Council have no intention of preventing the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group from continuing to maintain Hagg Lane as a village asset which will be open to everyone.
Councillor M Allitt proposed that the Parish Council proceed with the application and this was seconded by Councillor F Davidson.
A named vote was requested by Councillor Chilvers and the votes were recorded as follows:-
