19/142 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A resident asked if there was any update on the request he made at the August meeting for the Parish Council to consider using a public address system to help members of the public hear the discussion during meetings.
The Chairman advised that the Parish Council are looking at systems that could be used during Parish Council meetings and also at other functions (including outdoors) in order to benefit as many residents as possible and it was agreed that this would be put on the October agenda.
19/143 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was circulated.
19/144 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-  
District Councillor K Arthur advised that Selby District Council were still awaiting further information from the applicant in relation to the outline planning application for residential development for up to 40 custom built dwellings on land off School Road (2019/0458/OUTM) before it could go to in front of the Planning Committee. 
Councillor Arthur also spoke about proposed plans to be agreed by Selby District Council Executive Committee to get long term empty houses occupied.
County Councillor M Jordan spoke about the forthcoming UCI Road World Championships and advised that a new Climate Change Strategy has been approved by NYCC and Selby District Council.

19/146 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:- 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (19/150a) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Items (19/150a) due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
19/147 CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS:-
It was noted that the yellow lines agreed for Hemingbrough should be in place within the next few weeks.
The Chairman advised that George Fillingham has preserved nine benches around the village but he had been unable to preserve the bench situated at the bus shelter as this also requires further repair. It was agreed that the Chairman would ask the Parish Council handyman to look at repairing the bench.
The Chairman also reported that unfortunately two of the ducks at Water Lane Pond had been run over and killed; Chairman has asked Gary Lumb (NYCC Highways) if they can provide a Ducks Crossing Warning Sign to alert motorists.
19/148 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk reported that the defibrillator on the scoreboard at the Playing Fields has registered a fault so it has temporarily been removed; clerk to meet with the Yorkshire Ambulance Service to establish the cause of the fault.
It was also noted that the Parish Council printer (purchased in 2013) had also broken beyond repair so the Chairman had authorised the clerk to purchase a replacement. 
19/149 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEETING:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 15th August 2019 were proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor S Bennett and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
19/150 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways
The Chairman thanked Mr Peter Parish, Mr Richard Wilson, Mr Brian Dandy and his grandsons for assisting with the mulch spreading in the Oldways.
It was also noted that the pond and dyke in the Oldways is very dry.
The Chairman advised that work would be starting on Phase 4 - Footpath from Church Walk to Landing Lane) at the end of September /early October.
Councillor F Davidson gave an overview of the initial meeting with the specialist solicitor to discuss the registration process and the costs involved. It was noted that the meeting was very informative and that the Village Green Working Party had been advised of the options available with regards to the registration.

It was proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor S Bennett and unanimously agreed to instruct Martin Gaffney Solicitors to act on behalf of the Parish Council. RESOLVED 
b) Village Greens

St Marys Avenue
The Chairman advised that George Fillingham would be cutting back the tree/hedge that is overhanging onto St Marys Avenue village green and it was agreed that George will also remove a number of poisonous plants from the southern end. 
Councillor F Davidson reported that the grass has not been picked up again following the recent cut, Chairman to follow up.
Councillor K Terry raised concern that a substantial amount of scrap metal has been deposited in the field at the back of the flats in St Marys Avenue.
Water Lane Pond 

The Chairman reported that he had received a complaint from a nearby resident regarding overgrown trees at the pond. The Parish Council had a brief discussion regarding maintenance of the area and it was noted that the resident has been advised that George Fillingham will be carrying out work to the trees at the pond in the near future.
The Chairman also advised that the Parish Council handyman has agreed to erect a fence around the pond if the Parish Council provides the materials required and it was agreed to open an account with Moorside Building Supplies. 
Pond Corner (junction of Mill Lane and Landing Lane)

The Chairman advised that George Fillingham would be cutting back the overgrown vegetation in early October.
Councillor L Stebbings raised concern regarding overhanging thicket on Mill Lane which could be a danger to cyclists; clerk to send letter to homeowner asking them to cut this back.
c) Dog Fouling 
The Chairman reported that a piece on dog fouling will be included in the forthcoming Parish Council newsletter. 

Concern was raised that the dog bin at Church Walk is not always routinely emptied by Selby District Council; Parish Council to monitor this.

Clerk to liaise with Councillor F Davidson with regards to stencilling on pavements to highlight the issue.  
19/151 DISCUSS AND CONSIDER COMMUNITY SPEEDWATCH

The Parish Council briefly discussed Community Speedwatch which is a national initiative where volunteers with the support of the Police monitor speeds of vehicles using a speed detection device; vehicles exceeding the speed limit are referred to the Police with the aim of educating drivers to reduce their speed.
It was noted that a minimum of four volunteers are required before a site assessment can be conducted and that following a successful site assessment, the Police will conduct a training session with the group.

The Chairman agreed that he would put a piece regarding the initiative in the forthcoming Parish Council newsletter.

19/154 HEAR REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES: - 
The Chairman advised that on 11/10 the waiting room at Selby Train Station will be renamed the Reg French Room.
Councillor F Davidson raised concerns regarding the Hemingbrough Institute & Playing Fields Association (HI & PFA) but it was agreed that this outside the Parish Councils remit.  Councillor Davidson to raise his concerns as a trustee of the HI & PFA.
Councillor Davidson also reported that youths had been climbing on the football shelter, clerk to follow up with the police.
Councillor L Carstairs gave details of two ongoing surveys; Humber 2100+ (Working together to manage tidal flood risk) and North Yorkshire Police (Use of Tasers).
Councillor Carstairs also spoke about the forthcoming CEF Public Forum 23/09 which is addressing crime and crime prevention across the Selby district.
The Chairman advised that he had attended the recent Selby and District Rail Users Group (SADRUG) meeting and spoke about Selby District Councils regeneration plans for around the station area.

19/155 CORRESPONDENCE:-
a) Resident – Receipt of correspondence regarding the Parish Councils request that the dyke to the south of St Marys Avenue is kept clear of waste was noted.
b) British Telecom – Receipt of correspondence regarding the proposal to remove the payphone kiosk on Main Street (near junction with Villa Close) was noted. 
Information supplied by British Telecom indicates that 43 calls have been made from the payphone in the last 12 months and the Parish Council raised an objection to the removal as the payphone is still being used on a regular basis. 
19/156 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES: - 

Councillor L Stebbings reported that he had received a complaint regarding the overgrown footpath/cyclepath on the A63 going towards Cliffe but the Chairman advised that this does not come under the Parish Councils remit as Highways are responsible for this.
Councillor R Chilvers reported a number of areas that require the road markings to be repainted as they have worn away and also spoke about outstanding signage previously agreed by Highways.
Councillor L Stebbings reported a large pot hole on Main Street that requires attention.
Due to the number of outstanding highway issues including a road inspection it was agreed to request a site meeting with Mark Lumby – Highways.
Councillor L Carstairs advised that a resident had removed three bags of rubbish from Inner Moor Lane and it was agreed to send a letter of thanks from the Parish Council. 
Councillors are elected on behalf of everyone on the Register of Electors; therefore matters discussed, proposed and voted on, become the majority view and are not necessarily individual councillor’s views.
