MINUTES OF REMOTE EXTRAORDINARY MEETING OF HEMINGBROUGH PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON THURSDAY 25TH FEBRUARY 2021  
21/024 PRESENT: - Councillors S Bennett, L Carstairs, R Chilvers, J Freakes, K Terry,

21/025 APOLOGIES: - Councillor L Stebbings
The Chairman advised that due to ongoing health concerns Councillor M Cooper had resigned as a member of Hemingbrough Parish Council.
21/026 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS: - 
Having previously declared a Pecuniary Interest in the Selby District Council Local Plan Consultation due to owning one of the rejected sites, Councillor A Tomlinson was granted a dispensation for one year to enable her to take part in the discussion due to her in depth knowledge.
21/027 SELBY DISTRICT COUNCIL LOCAL PLAN CONSULTATION:-
Due to her expertise Councillor A Tomlinson took the lead and members had a full and lengthy discussion; clerk to summarise the Parish Councils comments and circulate to members for approval before sending to Selby District Council.
The following response was approved by members and has been sent to Selby District Council:- 
Selby District Council Local Plan Consultation

HEM – I (26 Houses)

This site has already been rejected at appeal and is outside the development limits

1 Significant Constraints

This site is in two different ownerships and would therefore require 3rd party agreement

2.5 Physical Point of Access

Concerns regarding the additional combined traffic from HEM I and HEM J as Mill Lane is a narrow road which is only wide enough for one vehicle (car) and is totally unsuitable for larger HGV’s, the footpath is also level with the road
The natural route out would be either onto St Marys Avenue which is a built up residential area, Main Street which is always very congested and the Parish Council have already had to have yellow lines put in place to allow traffic to pass or Chapel Balk Lane which is in private ownership, not suitable for vehicles and will not be adopted as it is not to an adoptable standard
2.8 Flood Risk

Only 2% may be in Flood Zone 3a but local knowledge is that there is always an issue with ground water

2.19 Landscape Capacity

The boundary to the fields will result in the opening up of other land and change the face of the village
Concerns regarding the environmental impact, developing into open countryside and not a defensible boundary

HEM J – (41 Houses)

2.1 Housing – Accessibility to services

Both HEM I and HEM J are noted as being acceptably close to the main services of the village but they are far enough away that the majority of people will drive and not walk which will resulting in additional car journeys and traffic; this would also be the case with accessing the village school

2.8 Flood Risk

Local knowledge is that the north east end of Hem J floods every winter

2.19 Landscape Capacity

Intrusion into open countryside 

All sewerage  for HEM I and HEM J would have to be pumped as there is not enough fall, this would have implications on access to mains sewerage and would require an additional pumping station which the Parish Council are not in favour of
The Parish Council are vehemently against both HEM I and HEM J
HEM K – (8 Houses)

2.1 Housing – Accessibility to services

This site is closer to and has easier access to the main services of the village and the school 

2.5 Physical Point of Access

This site has easier access out of the village  from School Road and straight out onto Hull Road (A63) although for safety reasons the Parish Council would like Hull Road to be widened to allow an additional lane for stationary traffic waiting to turn right into School Road

Although outside the development limits the Parish Council are happy to support  residential development on the HEM K site

Rejected Sites 

The Parish Council does not want any residential development on the north side of the A63, as this would split the village in two and fully support the rejection of all the sites on the north side for residential development but they are happy for these sites to be used for employment/industrial

Planning permission has already been submitted for rejected site HEM G (37 houses) and this site along with HEM K would take up a lot of the required housing allocation. HEM G also has easy access out of the village onto the A63 so keeping through traffic out of the village

The Parish Council are happy for HEM G to be used for residential development providing there is a mix of housing including at least 40% of smaller starter homes 

21/028 CONSIDER AND DECIDE ON HEMINGBROUGH METHODIST CHAPEL RENT PAYMENT FOR MEETINGS NOT HELD DUE TO COVID 19:-
It was noted that the enforced closure of the Methodist Chapel due to Covid 19 has caused them a significant financial impact and that the Methodist Chapel are continuing to store all the Parish Council audio equipment.  
It was proposed by Councillor L Carstairs, seconded by Councillor J Freakes and unanimously agreed to cover the rent of all the meetings that the Parish Council have been unable to hold at the Methodist Chapel due to the ongoing pandemic and a payment of £260 was agreed (£100 due for meetings actually held in 2020 plus £160 for meetings missed to date due to the closure) RESOLVED
