21/012 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman reported that an unknown person has dug out and removed a shrub from the Village Entrance without permission.
The Chairman also thanked Peter Parish for all his help with restoring the Memorial Garden benches.
21/013 CLERKS REPORT:-

It was noted that the Government has indicated that it is still intending to consult on the proposals in the next few weeks.

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 17th December 2020 were proposed by Councillor A Tomlinson, seconded by Councillor L Carstairs and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED 
21/015 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEETING (28/01):-

With a couple of minor amendments the Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 28th January 2021 were proposed by Councillor L Carstairs, seconded by Councillor S Bennett and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED 

21/016 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that the mulch spreading had once again been delayed due to the wet conditions.
b) Village Greens 

Land opposite the Memorial Garden
The clerk reported that she had received the transfer documents from Martin Gaffney Solicitors and members noted the main points of the Overage Deed.
Proposed by Councillor R Chilvers, seconded by Councillor A Tomlinson and unanimously agreed to proceed with the land transfer. RESOLVED
Councillor J Freakes advised that the Woodland Trust are not currently accepting applications for free trees.
c) Dog Fouling

Councillor L Carstairs advised that due to the current Government stay at home guidance more people are out walking their dogs but due to the poor weather they are using the streets rather than off road which has resulted in an increase in dog fouling. 
Discuss Concerns raised by residents

Correspondence received expressing concern at the level of dog fouling in the village was noted.
It was unanimously agreed that the Parish Council are also increasingly frustrated by irresponsible dog owners despite the number of dog bins provided throughout the village and they will continue to monitor and discuss the issue regularly at their meetings; clerk to respond to resident.
The Chairman also advised that a resident had complained about the unpleasant odour coming from the dog bin on the grass verge at the bottom of Garthends Lane/Mill Lane and had requested that the dog bin be removed.
It was noted that the resident has been advised that the bin cannot not be removed as it was installed by Selby District Council a number of years ago and it is a very well used bin however members will continue to monitor to ensure that it is not overflowing with bags being left underneath the bin.
d) Parish Council Social Media

Members discussed the advantages and disadvantages of having a social media site and it was agreed that this should be used as a noticeboard for information only and not for comments.
Councillor J Freakes to set up an unpublished page for members to agree at the March meeting.

e) Road Safety Week
Councillor J Freakes reported that Global Road Safety Week is meant to be held 17th-23rd May 2021 but due to Covid 19 this may be changed; Councillor Freakes to provide update at the March meeting.
f) Great British Spring Clean
Councillor J Freakes advised that due to Covid 19 this has been delayed until at least September; Councillor Freakes to provide update at the March meeting.
21/017 BUS SERVICE 4 TRIAL:-
The Chairman advised that no official complaints regarding the end of the trial have been received by any of the three Parish Councils along the route (Hemingbrough, Cliffe and Barlby & Osgodby)
The clerk advised that she had now received the invoices from Arriva and gave a breakdown of the financial contributions due from each of the three Parish Councils (equal split). 
Members thanked both County Councillor M Jordan and District Councillor K Arthur for the Locality Budget Funding they provided totalling £2624.62 as this has greatly reduced the financial liability on all three Parish Councils.
RESOLVED to pay the total amount due from Hemingbrough Parish Council totalling £623.50.
The Chairman advised that he will arrange a meeting with Arriva once the current lockdown restrictions are lifted and reported that the Arriva depot is being relocated to Castleford.
