21/032 POLICE REPORT:-
The clerk advised that PC Nigel Collins is back in Selby but is now the Safeguarding and Partnership Hub Sergeant working alongside partner agencies such as Selby District Council looking at longer term community issues and therefore PC Neil Morris has taken over as the new Neighbourhood Police Officer for the area.

Clerk to contact PC Morris to request that he continues with the monthly police reports to keep the Parish Council updated with what is going on in Hemingbrough, Cliffe and the surrounding villages.
21/033 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS: -

21/041 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that the planned mulch spreading had been cancelled due to poor weather but it is hoped that this will go ahead next week subject to better weather conditions and the machinery being available.
b) Village Greens 

Land opposite the Memorial Garden

It was noted that the clerk had received the paperwork for signing (Transfer of Part and Plan & Overage Deed).
Councillor R Chilvers suggested that members have a look at the area to get some initial ideas of what can be done with it although the Parish Council must avoid disturbing any wildlife that may be in the dyke.
Councillor K Terry agreed to speak to the Ouse and Derwent Drainage Board to ask if they can clean out the dyke at the same time as they do the Oldways dyke, usually in the autumn.
Members discussed the name suggestions put forward, the history of the names and the potential wording for the plaque recognising that the land has been gifted to the Parish Council by the late John and Audrey Harrison. 
Chairman to arrange a meeting date to look at the land, subject to Government Covid 19 regulations/guidance and confirm member’s preference for the name.
Councillor L Carstairs agreed to contact a professional acquaintance who may be able to assist the Parish Council.
c) Dog Fouling

Discuss Concerns raised by resident
The clerk read out correspondence received from a resident expressing concern regarding the amount of dog fouling in the village and dog poo bags being thrown into the hedges and overgrowth in Oldways, and on the public footpath and into the dyke on Newhay Lane.
A request for a dog poo bin at the end of the footpath on Newhay Lane was noted but as this is in Cliffe Parish it was agreed to refer this to Cliffe Parish Council.
The Chairman advised that Andy Pulleyne has now reopened the permissive footpath around Pulleyne’s pond and that a meeting will be held to discuss the future of the site once Plasmor have finished working it.
