
MINUTES OF REMOTE MEETING OF HEMINGBROUGH PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON FRIDAY 23RD APRIL 2021

21/049 PUBLIC FORUM:-

21/050 POLICE REPORT:-
The clerk advised that a resident who wishes to remain anonymous has come forward with information that has been passed on to our new Community Officer (PC Neil Morris) along with correspondence received from the Hemingbrough Playing Field and Institute Committee (HI&PFA) regarding vandalism on the playing field.

21/051 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS: -
County Councillor M Jordan advised that the North Yorkshire County Council road surface dressing programme is now underway and that plans are progressing for a Special Educational Needs School in Osgodby.
Councillor Jordan also reported that the next Plasmor Liaison Meeting will be held on Tuesday 11th May and advised that the quarry will be closed within the next couple of years as Plasmor will be starting on works in Escrick.

Councillor Jordan encouraged the Parish Council representatives to put forward the Parish Councils ideas for the future use of the site at the meeting and this was agreed.
Councillor K Terry spoke about the need for a passing place on Hagg Lane (just past the entrance to Inner Moor Lane) and Councillor Jordan agreed to raise this with NYCC Highways.
21/052 APOLOGIES: - None Received
21/053 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS: - 
a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (21/057a) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society. 

b) Councillor L Stebbings declared an Other Interest in Item (21/057a) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
c) Councillor A Tomlinson declared a Non-Registerable Interest in Item (21/060a No.2) as this is a relatives planning application.
21/054 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman thanked the Councillors and members of the public who assisted with mulch spreading in the Oldways.

It was noted that all the mulch has now been spread at the south end and they will now be working on spreading the piles of mulch left in the middle. 
The Chairman reported that he had advised County Councillor M Jordan who had reported the fly posting of advertising signs round the village to Sharon Fox (NYCC Highways) who contacted the company concerned and told them to remove the signs immediately or they could be prosecuted.
It was noted that a couple of signs were still remaining on the A63 (School Road end) and County Councillor M Jordan agreed to let Sharon Fox know.
21/055 CLERKS REPORT:-
Correspondence received not listed on the agenda was noted:-
Selby District Council – April CIL Statement 
The clerk advised that CIL money totalling £179.69 has been generated from planning application (2019/1329/FUL) Lambert Lodge, Garthends Lane.

It was noted that the Parish Council now have a total of £7,155.51 of CIL money which must be used on infrastructure projects within the Parish and must be spent within five years from the date of receipt of funds.
21/056 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEETING (18/03):-
The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 18th March 2021 were proposed by Councillor J Freakes, seconded by Councillor S Bennett and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED 
21/057 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that they now have enough mulch to finish the job and this has been scheduled for Friday 30th April (weather permitting). 
b) Village Greens 

Land opposite the Memorial Garden

The Chairman advised that he had spoken to Mrs Harrison about the name suggestions put forward and the family are happy with Ox Bow Green so the land will be known as this from now on.
Chairman to put some wording together for the plaque recognising that the land has been gifted to the Parish Council by the late John and Audrey Harrison and circulate to members before getting agreement from Mrs Harrison. 
Councillor L Carstairs advised that Nick from Community House, Selby who has agreed to assist the Parish Council is going to assess what wildlife is present and using the area and report back to the Parish Council in the first instance.
He will also be involving Dan from the Woodmeadow Trust to get his insight.
Councillor K Terry reported that he is liaising with Nathan Culpan - Ouse and Derwent Drainage Board to establish who is responsible for cleaning out the dyke and it was suggested that this responsibility may lie with a local landowner.
It was agreed to look into this over the next few months once a wildlife survey has been carried out.
c) Dog Fouling

Councillor R Chilvers raised a query regarding moving one of the dog bins nearer to the entrance to Oldways and it was agreed that this would be considered at a later date.
It was noted that some of the dog bins in the village are regularly full/overflowing and only seem to be emptied once a week. Selby District Council have previously advised that the dog bins should be emptied twice a week; clerk to enquire with Selby District Council if the emptying schedule has been changed.
21/058 BUS SERVICE 4 UPDATE: -
The Chairman advised that he has spoken to Dwayne Wells – Arriva and they have not received any complaints regarding the lack of service and it was noted that the Parish Council have also not received any formal complaints.
It was noted that the Chairman is hoping to arrange a meeting with Arriva (to include all three Parish Councils along the route) once all the Covid 19 restrictions have been lifted to discuss the future of the bus service.

Members had a brief discussion regarding potential future subsidy of the bus service and whether this would be a good use of public money as previous usage numbers were low although this was impacted by the Covid 19 lockdown restrictions. 
21/059 DISCUSS VANDALISM THROUGHOUT THE VILLAGE: -
The Chairman advised that all the marker post tops were kicked off and thrown into the pond (these have since been retrieved by Councillors and volunteers) with some of the posts also being removed and glass has also been smashed in the area.
Members discussed the recent spate of vandalism in the village along with the complexities of installing CCTV and it was noted that Councillor J Freakes has put a post on the Parish Council social media site encouraging residents to report any concerns.  
The Chairman advised that he has spoken to PC Morris who has agreed to ensure the local PCSO’s carry out extra patrols so there is a visible police presence in the village. 
Councillor R Chilvers spoke about the recent increase of motorhome and caravan thefts in the local area.
