It was advised that no further meetings with Plasmor had taken place since the last Parish Council meeting and discussion took place regarding the current position.

Councillor McCann advised that he would respond to Mark Topping regarding obtaining funding for an independent land survey.  
Village Cenotaph

Councillor Strelczenie proposed that the erection of a  Village Cenotaph at St Marys Church should become a Parish Council initiative and this was seconded by Councillor Chilvers.

Councillor Wilkinson then proposed that the Parish Council should not proceed with the initiative and this was seconded by Councillor McCann.

Councillor Chilvers requested a named vote be taken and the votes were recorded as follows:-

Overgrown area around the flats situated in St Marys Avenue

It was noted that the clerk was looking into the ownership of the land and that the Parish Council were awaiting further information on this.
Dog Fouling Incentive
It was noted that due to the dark nights and inconsiderate dog owners failing to clean up after their dogs the amount of dog fouling had again increased.
It was reported that the Parish Council were still awaiting the stencilling of the footpaths by Selby District Council as part of the dog fouling incentive and discussion took place regarding the possible site for an additional dog bin.

1. (2012/1197/HPA) – Erection of 2 storey and single storey extensions, double garage and alterations following demolition of existing garage at Tadville Cottage, Main Street, Hemingbrough. Comment Only
1) The height of the rear extension is a cause of concern as this is not subservient to the original building and is contrary to the Village Design Statement.

2) There are two wood burning stoves going into one chimney.  

3) The dormers in the rear of the extension will be visible from public space in a conservation area.

4) The Parish Council would like to see the roof lines of the extension lowered below the ridge line in accordance with the Village Design Statement.
