12/485 POLICE REPORT:-

A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed. 
12/486 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-
District Councillor M Hulme advised that North Yorkshire County Council are working in conjunction with the 95 Alive Road Safety Partnership organisations and urged residents to report speeding concerns by completing a Speed Concern Report available online or by telephoning the Customer Service Centre.
She also reported that Mr Peter Dyer had been appointed as the new Director of Children’s Services and advised that following a criminal investigation carried out by North Yorkshire Trading Standards rogue traders had been ordered to repay their victims a total of £413,948.35.

Dog Fouling Incentive/Dog Bins

Following on from the discussion at the March PC meeting it was agreed that the area in most need of a dog bin at present was Chestnut Drive.  It was proposed by Councillor J Strelczenie, seconded by Councillor R Drew  and agreed with a show of hands that the clerk would make enquiries regarding the placement of the bin near to the electricity sub station and if this was viable would place the order with Selby District Council. 
County Councillor M Hulme left the meeting at 8.20pm.
12/491 PLANNING:-
a) Applications Received ex Selby District Council:- 
1. (2013/0136/REM) Reserved matters application following approval 2011/0379/OUT (8/18/164F/PA) for outline application to include access for the erection of 2 No. dwellings served from access drive at The Shambles, 5 Water Lane, Hemingbrough. Object
1) Concern regarding access as this would be on a bend and opposite a junction with a bad line of sight.

2) Following the recommendation from the Highways Authority to increase the carriageway width to a minimum of 4.1mtr this would then encroach onto neighbouring land.

3) This is within 500 mtrs of a designated SINC site and no wildlife survey has been done, Water Lane Pond should be surveyed due to the presence of newts. 

4) This would cause a significant increase in wheelie bins being put on the village green.

2. (2013/0187/FUL (CLRI/2013/0187/FUL) Erection of detached dwelling in front garden at The Bungalow, Finkle Street, Hemingbrough. Object
1) Concern regarding the lack of amenity to the adjacent property to the rear from overlooking due to the velux windows for which there is no floor plan.

2) 2nd storey windows with no floor plan (Amended Plans).

3. (2013/0247/HPA) Erection of an extension at 3 Orchard Close, Hemingbrough. Object

1) This is clearly outside the recognised development limit and this could set a precedent for building over the development limit.

2) Overdevelopment of the property.

3) Section 2.1 of the Planning Statement states that Oldways is a dyke when this is actually a Highway and it states that the extension is not overlooking a Highway.

4) The extension could be viewed from a village green.

5) Conditions should be put in place that occupancy is only by immediate family.
4. (2013/0228/FUL) Supply and install 1No WES50 50kw wind turbine on a 30m monopole mast at Hemwood House, Hagg Lane, Hemingbrough. Strongly Object 

1) Biodiversity & Geological Conservation  

Section B  Designated Sites - This states No not Yes.

Section 19 Employment - This states none yet the Environmental Appraisal states 5 jobs.

2) Environmental Appraisal                           

2.4.3 States it must be located and designed so as not to have a significant adverse effect on residential amenity or the character and appearance of an area and must not harm acknowledged nature conservation interests.

2.4.4 (5) Potential loss of wildlife habitats

2.4.5 (3) States that the proposal would not give rise to nuisance by virtue of noise or vehicular movement yet section 6.3.5 states that the electricity is to drive a grain dryer and this is not only for their own use but bringing in more grain for drying, how can this be done without vehicles ?

6.3.4 States the tractor is running 24/7 365 days a year yet section 6.3.5 states tractor will be running for longer increasing noise levels, how is this possible ?

Transport & Communication

States that the nearest railway line is 2.8km away yet in Section 1.1.3 it states that the site is 346m south of the Hull to Leeds railway.

Ecological Appraisal

This only mentions Lower Derwent Valley and Breighton Meadows - No mention of Hagg Lane a registered Village Green and designated SINC site.

The survey states that the nearest water body is 590m to the West - No mention of all the ponds to the South & South West which are far closer and a known breeding site for the Great Crested Newts.

Evaluation

This states that no waterbodies appear to be present within 500m of the site, ponds are on the O.S maps

No Noise Assessment has been done 

The impact on Fairfield Farm does not appear to have been considered.
