The clerk advised that a site meeting with the land owner had been arranged for Wednesday 26th June to discuss the concerns raised. 
Allotments
It was noted that the clerk had written to a number of surveyors to obtain a quotation to review the pieces of land put forward and to provide guidance to the Parish Council and it was agreed that this would be discussed further at the July meeting when all the quotations had been received.
Hull Road Lighting Project 
The clerk advised that both herself and Councillor Strelczenie had attended a site meeting with Phil Jackson and Colin Shields from Northern Powergrid and that they had been advised that all the remaining columns were owned and maintained by Northern Powergrid.

The clerk advised that she had received a revised quotation to replace the remaining 7 lanterns at a cost per lantern of £304 + VAT and it was proposed by Councillor J Strelczenie, seconded by Councillor K McCann and unanimously agreed to go ahead with the work. It was also agreed that the two lanterns to be replaced at Brackenholme Cottages would be done as a matter of urgency as one of these was in an unstable condition.

12/520 DISCUSS WORK CARRIED OUT ON WATER LANE POND BY MAB ENVIRONMENTAL & ECOLOGY LTD AND CONSIDER ANY FURTHER ACTION REQUIRED:-
Councillor K McCann read out a statement to the Parish Council concerning unauthorised work that had been carried out at Water Lane Pond on the evening of Wednesday 5th June. It was noted that he had been in contact with MAB who had advised that due to the late survey request and the Newt Survey season they had been unable to obtain authorisation from the Parish Council prior to carrying out the survey.

Councillor McCann requested a copy of their Health and Safety paperwork, Public Liability and Natural England Licenses and MAB have also agreed to send a copy of the report to the Parish Council once completed.  
12/521 PLANNING:-
a) Applications Received ex Selby District Council:- 
1. (2013/0354/HPA) Proposed side kitchen extension and replacement of existing flat roof to side garage and front porch with pitched roof at 5 Chestnut Garth, Hemingbrough. Comment Only

1) Concern regarding the loss of open space between properties. 

2. (2013/0431/FUL) Conversion and extension of redundant workshop to create a 2 bedroom bungalow on land to the south of Lambert Lodge, Garthends Lane, Hemingbrough. Comment Only
1) Concern regarding loss of amenity to existing properties due to cars parking on the access road.

2) The application is for the conversion of an existing building and no bat survey has been carried out. This should subject to a planning condition that a bat survey is carried out prior to the commencement of any building work.  

3. (2013/0506/FUL) Application for the erection of a dwelling and alterations to front boundary wall on land to the rear of Tadville Cottage, Main Street, Hemingbrough. Strongly Object
1) The plans show that the garden wall is to be altered to provide access, the wall is a character of the street scene and is associated with a listed building in a conservation area and so should not be altered or removed. 

Policy ENV22 states " Development will not be permitted where it would have a detrimental effect on the character, fabric or setting of a Listed Building"

The proposed development can and should be accessed from the existing access. Planning Support Statement Policy T2 states " Proposals which would result in the creation of a new access onto a primary road or district distributor road will not be permitted unless there is no feasible access onto a secondary road". 

2) Concern has been raised regarding the proposed dwelling joining onto the existing foul drainage.

3) Trees should only be removed if they are dangerous, damaged or diseased and should be subject to a planning condition that any trees removed are replaced. 
4) Over-development of the site
4. (2013/0359/FUL) Erection of 2No. detached dwellings with garages on land to the rear of New House, Main Street, Hemingbrough. Object
1) The proposed dwellings are shown to be crossing the garths.

2) Plot 1 is too large and too dominant for back land development and should have a lower roofline (as shown for Plot 2).

3) Loss of open space within the village & wildlife/nature area with over-development of the site.

4) Loss of amenity to neighbouring properties.
