12/578 PUBLIC FORUM:-
Two representatives from Hemingbrough Outdoor Playgroup (HOP) addressed the Parish Council about the concerns raised regarding their use of a temporary barrier to allow free play for the children.
Questions were raised regarding the legal position of fencing off the area and the group were asked to forward their risk assessment and public liability insurance before any further decision on this could be made.
